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The New Indemnity Plan.

The sum demanded as the princt-
pal, or total amount, of the indemuf(y
Germany 1s asked to pay, less certaln |
deductions, and stated in Amerlean
money, Is thirty-three billion dollars
($33,000,000,000).

The protocol calls for an issue of
$8,000,000,000 of this amount in bcndsi
bearing date of May 1, when interest |
begins at § per cent., and another of
$9,500,000,000 bearing date of Novem-
ber 1, at the same rate of Interest.
The remainder of the Indemnity, or
$20,500,000,000, is to be covered by
bonds to be issued at a later date.

To meet the Interest on the first
two serles of bonds, aggregating $12,-
500,000,000, Germany must pay to
the Reparations Commisslon $500,-
000,000 a year, which, together with
2 tax of 28 per cent. on her exports,
it is assumed will be sufficlent to
pay 5 per cent. interest on the first
two series and 1 per cent. exira as
& slnking fund for their ultimate
redemption.

If it is found that this $500,000,-
000 and the export tax furnish an
amount more than sufficlent to pro-
vide this interest and sinking fund,
then the Reparations Commission
will issue more bonds as Germany
is able to pay.

In & general way, this new scheme
of collecting the Indemnity from Ger-
many meets the contentlons of TuE
New Yorxk Herarp hoth as to flexi-
pility and as to the amount that
permany can pay. To arrive at what
Jiermany can pay, Tme New Yoax
Hzmarp has argued for mediation.
While It would have preferred to see
medlation, It regards the present attl-
tude of the Allies as !mmeasurably
sounder than thelr previous Inflexible
#tand. Though the outcome of this
programme of collection is beyond hu-
man penetration, nevertheless It 1s
the most hopeful approach to a solu-
tion of the world's great problem so
far put forth.

Since that distant seventh of May
Josepi Gurxey CasxoN has waxed
strong and wise. He has practised
living and law and indulged in the
hablt of golug to Congress. He
started the hablt In Grant's first
term and has abandoned It only
twice, temporarily, when the Elgh-
teenth Illinois district, In a fit of
politieal aberration, elected somebody
else who Is long since to fame for-
got. Uncle Jor's score is from the
Forty-third to the Sixty-seventh Con-
aress inclusive, leaving out only the
Fifty-second and the Sixty-third. And
he was Speaker of the House from
the Fifty-elghth to the Sixty-first In-
clusive, Hls service in Congress s
the longest in history.

Squirrels and Black Walnut.

Thoese who have found nut bearing
trees growing 1o unexpected places
will understand fully the theory ad.
vanced by the Forest Serviece of the
Department of Agriculture that these
trees have grown from nutls planted
by squirrels.

The squirrel’s practice of hoarding
a supply of provender In the autumn
ls well known. While beech nuts are
a favorite food of squirrels, there are
indiecations that both butternuts and
walnuts, especially the latter, And
favor with the busy little fellows be-
canse of thelr larger kernels. It
rometimes happens that nuts so stored

germinate and grow Into trees. Thus
the squirrel may be sald to be niding
the Federal authorities In the pres-
ent campalgn for the production of
biack walnut trees.

Peru, a Land of Treasure.

Back in 1518, when Barsoa crossed
the Isthmus of Punama and discov-
ered the Pacific Ocean, the Indiane
told him of a treasure land somewhere
to the southward known as Biru
This mysterlous ElI Dorado, now
called Peru, was reached a few years
later by the Spanish conguistadors un-
der Pizarro. Soon It became the most
productive portion of the New World
dominlons of Spain in those treasures
the Spaniards coveted. For three cen-
turles 1t was the capital of the colo-
nial viceregal ruler and the centre of
Spanish power In South America.
From it flowed the stream of gold
which enabled Spaln, long after the
monarchy ad become a hollow shell,
to present a bold front to the world.

The wenlth of Peru gave rise to
the proverblal saylng “It Is worth &
Peru,” used by Spanish speaking peo-
ple when a comparative term for great
riches was required. The glamour of
the past has not yet faded away;
even to-day the mention of Pern or of
Lima, its anclent capital, conjures up
vislons of the Inca treasure house.

This year it Is the modern Peru
that will present Itself to the world
on the oceaslon of the celebration
of the first centenary of !ts Inde-
pendence from Spain. The officlal
observances of this anniversary will
begin July 28 and will continue until
September. In that perlod a number
of important public projects will be
dedicated and statues of historieal
personages will be unvelled. An [n-
dnstrial and commercial exposition of
forelgn and Peruvian products will
be held. Forelgn countrles will be
represented by officlal delegates., Re-
duced steamship rates from the United
Stites have been announced; these
will doubtless encourage many tour-
ists to make the trip to Peru through
the Panama Canal.

Under the adminlstration of Presi-
dent Leauia a number of far reach-
Ing reforms have been undertaken in
Peru, in some of which cltizens of
this country have had the privilege
of cooperating, American educators
are now engaged In the reorganiza-
tlon of the publle Instructlon system
from the primary schools to the uni-
versities, An American naval mis-
slon Is assisting In the strengthening
of the Peruvian navy. American sel-
entists are stamplng out the last ves-
tiges of yellow fever In isolated sec-
tions of the republic. Advanced
methods of sanitatlon, recommended
by American experts, are belng ap-
plled In Lima and other citles.

Although Peru has not escaped the
reactlon of worldwide business de-
pression the diversity of Its natural
resources will be an important factor
in restorlng normal conditlons. The
mineral wealth of the republie, which
includes copper, gold, sllver, vana-
dium, petrolenm, coal and almost
every other known ore, has barely
been tapped. Agriculture, while suf-
fering from temporary depression, 18
at present the chlef source of Income.
Vast forest resources constltute a
latent reserva of great possibilities.
Medleinal plants, of which those sup-
plying quinine and cocalne are merely
the hest known, are to be found In
profusion.

Lightning Zones.

Old Belief About Electricity
From the Clouds Questioned.
From a report of the Unlled States Depari-

ment of Agriculture.

The timeworn theory that “lightning
never atrikes twice In the same place’
has been modified by forest experis of
the United States Department of Agri-
culture to this extent: Lightulng very
often strikes In nearly the same places.
it has its zones, In other words, where
Its appearance may usually be counted
on with each electrical storm,

With the aceumulation of data on
chusea and locatlons of firea In the na-
tional forests, theme lightning sones could
be mapped out and protective measurea
introduced-—auch as fira lines, regulated
grasing and cleaning out of dead trees—
which would more or less automatlcally
control lightning fires at the start, the
foresters believe. If these lghtning zonan
were so mapped they would doubtloss
show a markedly close relation to cer-
tain types of topography, and some-
times more or less locallzod sections of
many forests.

Next to campers and sparks from loco-
motives, lightning ranks third as the
source of fires In the natlona! forests.
The records of the Forest S8ervice of the
department show that for the years 1014
to 1018, Inclualve, lightning caused on
the average 30 per cent. of all flres re-
ported. However, durlng 1020, a very
unusual season, over 60 per cent, of the
8,078 fires that ocourred In the national
foresty wera set by lghtning.
