Notable Opening Exhibition.
The Junior Art Patrons of America,

who opened their first exhibition In the
Fine Arts Building at 215 West Fifty-
seventh street yesterday afternoon, re¬
turned to the Fine Arts Building last
night with 500 of their friends for
ball to be confronted with the discon¬
certing Information that they could not
dance In that temple of art.
Merriment turned to amazement and

amazement to gloom, with the prospect
they were to be driven by some Inflex¬
ible rules from the pleasant Interior
Into the rainy streets, when Mr. Adolph
Lewlsohn, one of the patrons of the ex¬
hibit and the ball, restored the ex¬

traordinary situation to normal by ask¬
ing everybody to go with him to his
house at 881 Fifth avenue, take their
music along, and have their dance.

It was 11 o'clock when Mr. William
A. Faxton, president and treasurer of
the Fine Arts Building, Informed Mr.
Albert Sterner, another Junior Art pa¬
tron, who In turn Informed Mrs. Sterner,
organiser of the Junior Art Patrons of
America, that the Charter of the Fine
Arts Building prevented anything like
dancing within its precincts.

The "bhie law" of the Fine Arts
Building was discovered at the last
minute by President Faxon. The com¬
mittee had more elaborate plans for the
Inaugural ball, and Mjs. Sterner had
received the members of the new art
league and the artists represented in the
exhibit, assisted by Mrs. Henry F. Co-
burn, Mrs. Herbert L. Satterlee, Mrs.

R. E. TOD NEW CHIEF
OF IMMIGRATION HERE

Appointment to Succeed Wal-
lis Urged on Harding.

Robert E. Tod, financier and philan¬
thropist, nephew of the late John S.
Kennedy, has been selected by the New
York State organisation as Commission¬
er of Immigration at this port, in place
of Frederick A. Wallls. Ills name was

placed before President Harding by
Charles D. Hllles cn Thursday. He car¬
ried with him the Indorsement of the
two United States Senators, of State
Chairman George A_ Glynn and of
Samuel S. Koenlg, Manhattan leader.
For many years Mr. Tod, who Is said

to be worth several millions, wao a

banker Interested in railroad orremtion.
He built the Chlcigo belt line railroad
and the Indiana Harbor belt line. At
one time he was president of the At¬
lantic Yacht Club. When the war started
he enlisted In the Javy and went abroad
on the Corsair. He was public works of¬
ficer under Rear Admiral Wilson. While
port officer at Brert he equipped at his
own expense a Wttcr plant capable of
furntshlng 10,000 tons a day, when
the French Government's allowance was
so small that tranjporta wcro frequently
delayed.

Memorable Art Show,
It Is a memorable art exhibition that

was opened yesterday In the Fine Arts
Building. The rooms that house the
National Academy exhibitions are now
filled by borrowed works of art that
Illustrate most of tht significant phases
of the native art, past and present, and
which ought to awuken American pride.
It is one of the finest exhibitions of
the year.
Thanks to the liberal viewpoint of

those who had the exhibition in charge
all schools and classes are represented.
Besides canvases by such fixed stars as
Wlnslow Homer, Thomas Eaklns, George
Innes, John S. Sargent, Whistler, Albert
P. Ryder and Mary Caasatt are placed
works by out and out modernists, yet
no Incongruity seems to result. On the
contrary, surprise melts Into gratifica¬
tion all along the lino, for the examples
by both the new men and the old have
been chosen with the greatest discrimi¬
nation.
Among the artists of avowed revolu¬

tionary tendencies whose pictures now
Invade the sacred precincts of the Acad¬
emy are Rockwell Kent, William Zorach,
John Marin, Charles Demuth, Arthur
B. Davles, Louis Bouche, Man Ray,
Preston Dickinson, Marsden Hartley, Ed¬
ward Flsk, Henry McFee, Maurice
Prendergast, Florlne Stetthelmer, Charles
Burchfleld, Gaston Lachalse, Jules Pa-
scln and Abram Walkowitz. Doubtless
the last thing that young Mr. Walkowitz
ever dreamed was that one of his pic¬
tures might get into the Vanderbllt Gal¬
lery; yet, there it is, and It looks very
well, too.
The Sargent Is a clever study of a

curious graveyard somewhere In the
Alps. One -of the Homers Is the rarely
seen "Catching Butterflies."
By Rockwell Kent there Is a group

of his recent Vermont paintings, the
first he has shown since his return from
Alaska. Oeorge Bellows shows the por¬
trait of his mother and a boxing scene, a
"Stag at Sharkey's," one of his roost
spirited pictures. By Albert 8terner Is
an Imposing canvas. "The Model Rett¬
ing," and the late W. M. Chase is repre¬
sented by one of the best known of his
fish still llfes.

In addition there is an entire gallery
given to the display of early American
portraits, another to a complete colleo-
tlon of etchings and lithographs, arfd
still another to interior ensembles, com¬
binations of furniture with pictures and
sculpture. All the galleries are UBed
and, upon the whole, It may be said
that there is plenty of entertainment for
all tastes.
