This and other legislation the associa¬
tion opposed, the witness said, had been
in every case against the public interest,
and consequently against that of the or¬
ganisation's members.

Clarence M. Woolley, president of the
American Radiator Company, operating
sixteen plants in the United States and
six in Europe, said that the company's
earnings (or 1920 were 13.000.000 on a

gross business of $41,000,000. His com-
pany, he admitted, set the pace in the
matter of price fixing and this detail of
the business he attended to himself and
worked out, he said, on a scientific form¬
ula.
The witness several times asked Mr

Untermyer to let him explain the form¬
ula upon which he based prices, but the
committee's counsel said he would be
glad to have U in private but not to
make It part of the record. There had
been three downward revisions of prices
since January 1 last. Mr. Woolley said,
due largely to the drop In the cost of
Pig iron from to $11 a ton and to
the 'great increase In labor'e efficiency."
The Amerioan Radiator Company, the
witness said, mado no discrimination as

to handling Its product, but would sell
to any one of standing qualified to In¬
stall the product so that It would tur.o-
tlor. satisfactorily.

Mr. Woolley sought to get a compli-
mentary reference to the committee's
work tnto the record, but was prevented
bv Mr. Untermyer. Later he Issued the
following statement:

"American Radiator Company dot s not
confer, agree nor in any manner nego-
tiate directly or indirectly with compet¬
itors. as to the establishment of prices;
nor does it exchange Information as to
production, sales, price quotations
stocks on hand or similar matters.

"There is active, open and unrestricted
competition in every class of product
sold by American Radiator Company.

"It has no special or exclusive ager.-
cles. The product of Amerl -an Radiator
Company may be purchased by any one
in the heating and piping business. The
sale Is not limited to the members cf
any organization or association "

TAMMANY MILITANT
FOR CITY CAMPAIGN

Opening Meeting Full of
Criticism for Republicans.
"Tammany Hall has always been in¬

different to public criticism, but now the
organization has determined to be mili¬
tant and invade the Republican ranks."
This statement by Mrs. X. Taylor Phil¬
lips acting as chairman of a meeting
at Tammany Hall, called the opening of
the municipal campaign last night, ex¬
pressed the new idea adopted by the
Democratic organization. Former Oov.
Smith and Assemblyman Charles D.
Donohue. minority leader of the Legis¬
lature. attacked the record of the Re¬
publican Legislature.
At the meeting was distributed No.

1 of the first organ that ever has
been published by Tuinmany, although
private publications in past years have
purported to represent the organization.
The paper, called The Jeffcrvoniav, con¬
tains an article by former Oov. Smith
on reconstruction, and another by Mayor
Hylan. entitled "Keep to the Principles
of Thomas Jefferson." Several pro-Irish
articles are printed. Running through
the paper is the supposition that Mayor
Hylan Is to be renominated. On every
page Is this admonition in fullface type:
"Have you looked at the names of the
Lloyd Georgc-Antl-fHvlan Coalition Com¬
mittee? Think it over.''

Department Officials Give Out
Facts.Several Released
Pending Investigation.

oat yesterday- at the office of the Adju¬
tant et Fort Jay on Governor# Island.
In most of the cades the subject sur¬

rendered himself end was released on

his own recognizance pending investiga¬
tion. Officials said that voluntary sur¬

render would lnsur» special considera¬
tion during the term of investigation,
but would rr.ear. nothing if found guilty
and brought up for punishment.
Edward Connelly, according to tne

list, moved to Tottenvllle, Stater. Island,
from 1271 N'ostrana avenue. Brooklyn,
after registration In June, 1917, and did
not receive ft questionnaire at his new

address until a jear later. Data In his

ease has been sent to the War Depart-
rr.ent and Connelly releasee until
May 19.

The Bronx, reported on May 9
that he never had received a question¬
naire and '.hat ie wanted tc have his
statue determine c tit was reltased
until May IS.
