American golfers have driven off a

foreign tee with a stroke the British ran-

not understand. It Is not so intensely
American as their hosts expected. In f
fact, sa>a the Daily Mail. "It would al¬
most seem that our visitors, in 'quest of
the championship and trophies, have en¬

tered into a conspiracy to deceive us as
to their nationality. Not In dress, not
In manner, and very rarely In speech Is
there anything to stamp them as Ameri¬
cans."

British enthusiasts who have been fol¬
lowing the American players on the
Hoylake links arc positively astonished
that they do not wear any bizarre jer¬
seys. Jazz breeches and nerve disturb¬
ing head dress. They have appeared in
tweed knickers and sport coats like
"what's what" with those who know
how things are done on the British links.
Their critics Intimate it would not be
at all Interesting if It were not for their
ability to play excellent golf, which is
likewise disturbing their British rivals.

Front the very first they caused sur¬
prise here. The Evening standard'a
golf expert, who went to Liverpool to
meet them, asked Ouimet about the
American hopes, and when he was told
the Americans would try to do their best
and hoped to do well, he wrote: "They
are a» modest as usual, and It la refresh¬
ing."

It hos already been
observed that he ta "a deadly fellow with
the Irons, and It is clear that any golfing
liberties the American team takes will
be taken by this amazing youngster,"
