Harness Horses to Carry It on
Their Backs in $10,000 Con-
test at Columbus.

HORSEMEN ARE SCEPTICAL

Experiment Will Be Watched
With Interest by Follow-
ers of Grand Circuit.

Weight carried on the backs of the
harness horses will be used to equalize
tha speed of the trotters entered in the
$10,000 handicap at the Grand Clrouit
meeting In Columbus next Eeptamber.
('ficial handicappers not yet named are
to allot the welghts by which It 1s hoped
ti liring the Peter Mannings and Arion
tiuys back to the clasa of the Peter
Ciamshells. Can they do 1t? The trot-
ting fraternity waits anxiously and
doubtfully to ses.

Though something llke thls plan was
tried in a race at Gra.ng Raplds a good
many years ago, the Columbus experi-
ment of handleapping harness horses by
means of weight on their backa is sub-
s#tnntinlly new. As practised at Grand
Raplds, it was a farce the maxi-
mum  welght having been so inslg-
nificant  that it had no perceptible
vifect on any of the starters, It
was a good deal like putting Afty
nounds on Man o' War and twenty-five
on some selling plater for a running race
at one mile.  The inferfor horsea had no
viore chanea than {f all starters had car-
ried the same welghts. All racing ex-
pertence goes to show that it takes a
rorl lunp of weight to stop a hores, par-
tigularly a good one, at such & distance.
Unless the Columbus handicappers can
get clear away from the ldea that a
mere difference in light welghts will do
the business, tha best horse entered is
pretty sure to bring home the bacon.

Menna Prosperity for Track.

This $10,000 race reflects the keen
dAesire of the commerclal element in
trotiing to find some way by which har-
ne=s horses can be so handlcapped that
good, bad and indifferent may be
brought together In contest with the
poorest having the same chance as the
best to win, If the thing ean ba ac-
complished it will vastly increase the
eloment of uncertainty In harness rac-
ing. And uncertainty of results will
greatly stimulate the betting, thereby
improving the earning capacity of sec-
ond and third rate horses while pro-
longing the peried of thelr usefulness.
On the running turf this system of
handicapplng by welght has been re-
duced to a science almost, and 1t ls
largely responsible for the present un-
exnmpled prosperity of racing assocla-
:'m::s. jockey clubs and broeders of race
1GTSeR,

The same system might be readily
Introduced with full force and effect in
trotting and pacing races if the spon-
swors for the sport had the spirit and
the enterprise to substitute saddles for
sulkies. Now that harness horses are
heing foreed off the roads, and, virtu-
ally, off the earth, by the bullding of
fiintimrd highways and driveways every-
where for motor wehicles, it seems
strange that votaries of trotting do not
change front to meet the changed con-
ditlons by developing their horses for
riding Instead of driving, and by racing
them under saddle Instead of to sulky.
It would only be getting back to first
principles, nearly all trotting races hav-
ing been declded under. saddle until well
along toward the middle of the last
centiry.

Records Classify Trotters.

Hundicupping by weight was never
practised on the trotting turf in the
dayvs ol saddle raclng. All horses car-
ried the same welght, 145 pounds, If
thy matchmakers—nearly all races were
matehes or sweepstalkes—wished to han-
divcap the horses they stipulated that
one should go to wagon, another to sulky
and perhups a third under saddla, the
last way belng deomed the fastest
Sometimes the best horas was further
handlcapped by belng required to pull
a wagon welghing with driver 300 or
400 pounds, but stuch a thing as vary-
ing the impost carrled by trotters under
saddle was substantially unknown.

The mow unlversal system of classify-
Ing trotters and pacers according to thelr
best records. as measured by the watch,
s of more recent origin than horsemen
of the younger generation In harness
riacing would suppose It to be. As early
as 1845 thera wero a few races “for
groem  horses” and “for horses that
never won more than $100," but I have
Peen umable to find In a falrly careful
scarch of the Spirit of the Times any
racd befors 1855 in which time mads in
publloc was the basls of classification.
This system did not originate on any
of the great Long Island tracks—the
Unlon, Pashlon and Centreville—but at

After an unusuully early opening of
apring trade, the market for work horses
is beginning to show unmistakable slgns
of tha approach of summer. Country
dealers who hive been such heavy buy-
ers In the semi-weekly nuctlons at Fiss,
Doerr & Carroll's thls season were few
in numberas at the Monday and Thurs-
day salea last week. In thelr absence
local bidders had things pratty much
their own way in making the market for
fresh Western horses, gevernl carloads of
which were shipped In by Hull Brothers
and Robert Adams, of Des Moines, Towa.
Blg horses, in purtioular, were at a dis-
count, owing to the stagnation In tha
trucking business in New York just now.

Lets Nest Horse Win,

Not untll after the clvil war was the
Lexington plan of class racing followed
by any considernable number of trotting
assoclations, but as moeetinga grew more
and mors numerous It came into gon-
ernl use. From the breeders and
sportsman's point of view it has one
great advantage over any kind of a
handicap In that it lets the best horse
win. When the race 18 a handicap the
prize and the cheers and the headlines
are too often for somo Inferlor horse
thnt o pull In the wolghts has enabled
to win by a head from onas that could
lose him [f they met on ¢ven terms, It
Ie true that whon horses are claasifled
according to their best time there 1 a
temptation to dodge fast records, but
there 18 an equally strong incentive un-
der the other syetem of rucing to de-
colve the handicapper by starting a
horus when not In conditlon or by not
always trying to win,

The Byropean system of handleapping
horses In harness racing by starting
rome of them on a mark and others at
various polnts behind them was tried
here for several years, but it could not
survive In compotition with the clasa
system, and s now obsolete and discred-
fted. The weakest spot In the present
gystem s tha notorius suppreasion of the
trie time made {n rmces on many of the
half mils tracks. Hverybody seems to
know what is being done and whers it
e being done, but with threa organiza-
tions bidding for patronage in the gov-
ernment of harness raclng, the rule

The Park Saddle Horse,
H IS Style and Tramzng

An h\polt of Riding Schools|
Tells What He Ought to
Be and Do.

Now that the horse show scason is
here it may interest some of Tun Hun-
ALD's readers to have an opinfon on sad-
dle horses for park use from ons who
during the last helf century has speclial-
{zed in this class of anlmals, and this
purposs of l‘lllll]‘. both as tralner and
teacher,

Such an opinlén may also prove of-
some valus as much becauses declslons
in saddle horse classes have besn dlscon-
certing from time to time a8 because
the apparent ons track mindedness of
tha diévoteea of the thoroughbred® have
led them to Inject such animals Into
park saddle clussea whether they sulted
the purpose or not.

Now : Why s the park saddls horse?

The person who rides In the park does

—a purer love than the hunting man’s,
who laves the horse because of the hunt
—but also in order to Indulge in the
one  exercise which, especlally 1f cor-
reatly performed, develops the mhola
hody as well &8 the mind, u double func-
tlon which no other exercise fulfills
nelther to the same extent nor in th
Huime manner.

Bacause the art of riding iIs not one
which can be ascquired In just a few
lessons; because to ride correctly re-
quires & conjunctlon of gquallties which
but a few possess to a marked degres
and becauss the use of horses denotes

Quaalities of Park Horse.

In order, than, to fulfil the thres oon- |
ditions alluded to—health, intellec
pleasurs and elegance—It 18 necessary
that the unimals used for park riding
ba endowed with quallties, both natural
and acquired, which fully adapt them to

isvel varying from just above the fet-
lo¢ks to just below the knees and hogks.
'lhn differe *nes hetween the “hamessy”
actlon and the “saddle’ actlon consists
In that in the first the horss “pumps*
up and down with his front lege, and
Eons t:u,urd with a bent knes, his

| hind nctlon meanwhile not belng com-

parable In helght with his front action,
and in extremo cuses belng sometimes
gven “out of beat” with it, while in the
saddle actlon the horso having lifted the
knee at the same time as he extends
the shoulder thrusts his foreleg forward
andy stretches it to reach the ground
while nefther “heeling” nor “polnting.”

The majority of lovers of the thor-
oughbred and mostly all hunting folks
disapprove of the use of actioned horses
for saddls purposes ge ally, bscause
not having as & rule rmed to rids
in a ring and not having been taught
to obtain elther sacti I control of their
own bodies, or gtlll less, sectionnl con-
trol of thelr mounts” bodlss, they cannot

supplsa thesa to the necessary extont of
nttonement to each othar's pitch, and
consequently cannot 'm working
togather harmoniouzly and smoothly, al-

beit brilllantly.

But when they hapnen to encounter
one such educated horse and rider they
cannot but gage admiringly at the beau-
tiful sight and gay in thelr hsart of
hearts: "Wish I could do the sama!”

In order to poesess the park desid-
aratn naturally the horsze’s bulld has to
be on the following lines: Bmall intelli-
gent head, well attuched, carried @
with bend of a long neck at the crest
(cervieal region) ; rdely shaped withers;
slanting shoulders; deep girth; elbows

hocks. Ihie animal shapld be abla to
carry more welght than his dellcate out-
lines would at flrst glanca lead one to
belleve him up to: abllity to trot stead-

ily at a elip of about » mile In three
minutes,

As the park saddle horsse has to L
a human inteiligenca devesloper quite u
much as a thing of beauty and pleanure,
and as he must, moreover, be thoroughly
relinble, his training should be as com-

plets as possible, Therefora the best
snddle horse for park riding, !n fact
for any purpoze whera the saddls is
used, Including jumping, hunting and
polo, 15 a high school horee.

By this s not meant a horse that
ean kneel, lie down, rear and do other
eglrcus stunis, but ons that, besides side-

stepping at the walk and being abls to
changa feet cantering whenever turn-
ings of the road makas it necessury, can

plaffe (at lea¥t somewhat), pussage,
malte ths Spanish walk, sldestep trot-
ting and cantering, and change feet
cantering every four strides, {f not every |
three or even every twn. Every horasa
usged for saddle purposes should be able
to perform the first portion of that
programme ; that hould he able tn
gidestep at the wa and éhange feot
on changes of direction, as thess things
are not Included in the high school
waork.

As n consequenca the horse hecomes
bvesides a thing of beauty a joy forevar,
jov which {8 about a8 unknown to the
average rider as the Inhabitants of the
planet Mars are to us!

Many of thosa who ride In the park

This essential quallty belng absent
from the makeup of tha vast majorlty |
of thoroughbreds, these horses are, w
few exceptions, undesirable for pa
riding, however good many of them may
be for hunting purposes, |

Proper and complets training undenl-
ably transforms a horse both morally
and physically, and consequently fita
him for the pleasures offered by park |
riding. But while results in physical
transformation are sometimes very
fquickly abtained, results os to rellability
ura oftener than not very much tardler,
and lapses into fita of temper and of un- |
relinbility due In thoroughbreds mostly
to heredity or to defects acqulred in |
early handling can be warded off, and |
then not always completely excopt by an
expert, experienced horsoman.

Action Is Essentinl,

Among the points of eleganca in a
park horse—or in fact in any horse—is
the quality and style of his action; and
as differcnces in thess two conditions
malka him comfortabls, and consequently
agreeable or otherwlse, qulte as much
as they make him elegant or Inelegant,
it is absolutely necessary that his man-
ner of going at the trot and of comport-
Ing himself generally at all threa galts,
enahle him to attaln tha highest pitch
of perfection fn those two deslderata—
comfort and elagance.

But, as an Infinitesimally small pro-
portion of thoroughbreds are naturally
endowed with all round hoclk, shoulde:
and knen” actlon—lnes actlon of the

eanddle order, of course—dthelr conforma- |
tlon being execlualvely for speed, only a|
few rarer specimens among them can be |
singled out on these grounds for park
riding.
