Republican leaders, however,
said it was probable that, Germany
having accepted the allied reparations
terms, the Senate peace plan would be
taken ud In a few days. Sentiment
has developed in tno House against the
Keox plan for repeal of the war reso¬

lutions and for substitution of a mere

declaration of peace.
Phases of the reparations riuestlon

promise to come up in the Senate this

week through discussion of the resolu¬
tions of Senator IjA Follette. Republican.
Wisconsin, to condemn and inquire into

President Harding's designation of per¬
sonal representatives on the allied
councils. Senator La Follette has in prep¬
aration an address on his resslution.
but the extent of general debate is in
doubt. Several Republican Senators said
to view President Harding's uction with
tlisf&vor were reptrted to-dfiy to be in¬

creasingly disinclined to break with the
White Hons, by open criticism of the
Administration policy.

LOCKWOOD LINKS GOUGERS
HERE IN NATION-WIDE PLOT
Continued from First rage.

accountants have gathered bushels of
evidence on this subject. It Is one of
the most exhaustive Investigations made.

Usurious rates have been demanded as
an ordinary tiling, this evidence shows.
The committee will prove, It is expected,
that big Institutions and prominent
bohkers have made a practice of com¬
pelling builders seeking loans to accept
Liberty bonds at par and swamp lands
at high prices as preliminary to getting
loans for building.

Liberty llonds Sold at Par.

Through this channel banking institu¬
tions have unloaded at par the Liberty
bonds which crammed their safes and
have gotten rid of much undesirable real
estate. The applicant for the loan was
compelled under the system to take over
these securities from the banks, prece¬
dent to getting money for hi® building
enterprise, and thereupon was able to
get back from the bank a liberal loan on
those same securities. The committee
ha" evidence of hundreds of these trans¬
actions. every one of which fell heavily
on the builder.

Another feature of the loan market
inquiry will deal with the activities of
fire. Insurance, trust and other hanking
corporations which hav been ui.ie-
strained In their Investments and isve
carried on all kinds of stock sepculatlons
in preference to putting their surplus
funds Into real estate loans. Soma amaz¬
ing 'peculations will be shown. How
corporation managers have used their
funds In stock manipulations will be re¬
vealed, it is expected.

Mr. Unterniyer hns shown recently
that the fire insurance companies are
a law unto themselves in this city, op¬
erating without Stats regulation. He
will spend a few days more on tho in¬
surance subject, tho purpose being to
show that mutual companies are ex¬
cluded from business here that brokera
are outlawed unless they do as they
are told.

This last work, practically winding
up the active investigating by the com¬
mittee, Is expected to be fully as Im¬
portant In Its results to the building
trade as anything yet done.

It Is estimated that If Htatc banks,
fire, surety and trust companies are
compelled to Invest a certain propor¬
tion of their reserves in real estate
mortgages, as the committee will recom¬
mend. that at least $500,000,000 will be
released In this State for mortgages
for building purposes.

The committee will recommend that
fire and surety companies be compelled
to put 4 4 per cent of their reserves
into real estate mortgages, the same is
savings banks now do. Tho .State banks
and trust companies will be. asked. In
the committee's recommendations, to put
at least 10 per cent, of their surplus
funds Into this class of Investments.

It Is well known that under the ad¬
ministration of Attorney-General Palmer
this State was not able to get support
or sooperation from Washington. There
were liberal promises, but nothing was
done. Mr. Untermyer showed in two
days In City Hall that a nationwide
combination of cement dealers was goug¬
ing the country. Washington fussed
around with the ease for weeks and did
nothing. It was shown that the plumb¬
ers and steel fitters and many other
organizations with headquarters here
were operating through their national
officers throughout the country precisely
as they were here. .No action was taken
by the Federal Government.
Attorney-General Daugherty has taken

hold of the situation with vigor. Some
of the cases which went by default are
lo be reopened. The Attorney-General's
office Is keeping close watch on the dis¬
solution process of the many combina¬
tions. If made In good faith, the Gov¬
ernment will not n"t hut If the dissolu¬
tion is a pretext the Federal Government
will take hold. The Attorney-Genera!
Is welcoming tlie help and advice of the
State probers in tracing the combina¬
tions to Other cities.

NEW REPUBLIC OF
CHINA LOOKS TO U.S.
Manifesto From Canton Gov¬
ernment Received by Sec¬

retary Hughes.

IS ADDRESSED TO POWERS

Support Asked in War on

'Militarists and Traitors'
in Country.

Washington, D. May IS. )
A manifesto addressed to the Powers

of the world by the Canton Government
of China was placed In the hands of Sec¬
retary of State Hughes to-day by Ma
Soo,.representative here of the new re¬

publican government. The delegate of
the Canton Government was acting on

the direction of Wu Ting Fang. Foreign
Minister, and the manifesto was written
by Dr. Sun Yat-Sen, upon his assump¬
tion of the office of President. The man¬
ifesto savs in part:
"During the last four years the

patriots of China.have been waging war
against the militarists and traitors of
the country for the cause of constitu¬
tional government and for the national
existence itself. It has been no war be¬
tween the north and south of China, but
a struggle between militarism and dem¬
ocracy, between treason and patriotism.
That the people of the north are sympa¬
thetic to the purposes and aims of the
south has been demonstrated by the fact
that they have spontaneously organized
demonstrations and boycotts for the
same purposes and alms.

"The Government of Pekln has not the
last vestige of Its control over the prov¬
inces. Even those nominally within Its
jurisdiction, where the military satraps
are plundering the people and ruining
the country, it has even to take orders
from them. These militarists wage war
among themselves in the struggle for
power. One of them has lately gone to
the extent of treacherously leaguing
himself with the Russian monarchists
and aiding and abetting them to attack
and capture Urga.

"While tho Pekin Government is fast
crumbling from sheer hollowness, foreign
domination tends to spread from north to
south. The existence of China as a na¬
tion Is In Jeopardy.

"t'nder these circumstances the Na¬
tional Assembly, the only body of legally
elected representatives of all the prov¬
inces and territories of the country has
established a formal government and
elected me to be President of the Repub¬
lic. Relng the founder of the republic, I
cannot afford to see Iter in danger with¬
out making an effort to save her. Hav¬
ing been summoned once before, in 1911.
to the Presidency, from which 1 resigned
after a short tenure In order, as I
thought, to bring about unity in the
country, 1 intend now to do all In my
power to discharge these duties arTtl
functions honestly, faithfully and to the
satisfaction of my fellow citizens.

"As the "National Assembly which
elected mo represents the whole country
Irrespective of North or South, bo It
shall be my first endeavor to unite alt
pro v I neat and territories of tho Re¬
public tinder one government, which
shall be progressive and enlightened.
The legitimate rights of foreign Powers
and their nationals, duly acquired by
treaty, contract or established usage,
shall be scrupulously respected. The
vist resources of the country, natural.
Industrial, shall be developed so tho
whole world, suffering from the disas¬
trous effects of long years of war. will
be benefitted.
"For thia purpose foreign capital and

expert knowledge In pursuance of the
open door policy will be welcomed. There
is little doubt that with the Southern
provinces enjoying good government and
prosperity under honest administration
and a constructive programme, other
provinces will be only too ready to throw
off the yoke of militarism and misrule
and. acknowledging the authority of this
Government, will bring about the much
desired unification of the country

"I appeal to the Governments of the
friendly Powers to withdraw recognl-
tlon from the soi-dtsant Government.
which Is avowedly no do jure govern¬
ment, and which Is proving itHelf not
even a de facto government. And in
