Unity, harmony, aggressive effort|
and freedom of thought, "so long as|
liberty is consistent with the law of|
this church,” these again were the|
themes emphasized last night by |
Bishop Willlam T. Manning. Eight
hundred representative men and women
of the Eplscopal Dlocese of New York
had met to honor him at a dinner
tendered at the Waldorf-Astoria by
the Church Club.

Henry 8. Hobart, president of the
club, presided and introduced the
speakers. Eugenius H, Outerbridge
volced the greeting of the laymen to
their newly conaecraled Bishop. The
Very Rev. Howard Chandler Robbins
dean of the Cathedral, was the spokes-
man for the 400 clergymen of the
diocese, and the Right Rev. Thomas
Frank QGallor, Presiding Bishop of the
councll of the church, welcomed tho
chlef guest into the fellowshlp of the;
House of Bishops.

Bishop Manning, who was the last}
speaker, recelved a great ovation, the
dinner guests all rislng as he was pre-
semted. He sald that In the generously
windly things that had been sald of him
he acarcely recognized his own plcture,
but that he did recognize in the words
of his good friends a standard which he
must strive to attain and which, with
God's help, he would try to realize.

"1 belleve,” sald the Blshop, ‘'we have
resched a time when the church in this
dlocese is ready for great things. I be-
lleve we all feel that we want to think
irse of the divisive things which weaken
and peparats us and more of the great
central things of Christ, which draw us
so pear to each other and give ua
strength and power for our common
work,

Wants I.my-lu" and Liberty.

“We want the full liberty which s
conslstent with the law of this church,
and that s & very great llberty, greater,
we rejolce to say, than that of any
cther church in Christendom, It !s not
necessary that we all should think allke.
God forbid! But we do want loyalty te
the principles of the church and respect
for the plain rules and laws of the

selves helped to make. And, as sensible
men, we must all want this, for we
kpow that on no other principie can we
have any corporate life at all. What we
want now ls peace in the ranks In order
that we may have war at the front—the
warfare of Jesus Christ for the bullding
up of His kingdom In this world. Some-
times it has meemed that the church
has had war in the ranks and peace at
the front.

“What we want now in the church
is not discipilne, not coercion by law.
We hate to think of such a thing In the
Jite of the church. We want fellowship,
jove, brotherhood in Christ. When we
tave these discipline will look after
ftuelf”

Reltarating the points he had stressed
in his conventlon address on the day of
his consecration and agaln in his last

TAX PLANS SWAMP
SENATE COMMITTEE

Finance Body Hears for First
Time Vigorous Defence of
Excess Profits Levy.

WasHINGTON, May 16.—The Senate
Finance Committer was swamped &t
hearlngs to-day with suggestions for re-
viston of the Federal tax laws. It heard
for the first time o vigorous defence of
the excess profits tax, as well as pleas
for reduced taxes and ellmination of al-
leged discriminatory provisions agalnst
business.

C. €. Hanch of Indianapolis and
George M. Graham of Buffalo, speaking
for the National Automoblle Chamber of
Commerce, were the chlef witnesses
from the Industrial ranks, and urged
removal of the ecxcess profits, luxury,
exclse, transportation and consumption
taxes.

H. Archibald Harria of Chleago, a
certified public accountant, was the
champlon of the excess profits tax, and
hin stand proved a surprise to committee
mombers, several of whom sald they had
folt the esntiment throughout the coun-
try was practically o unit for repeal of
that sectlon of the laws. Mr. Harrls also
urged exemption of corporation divi-
dends from personal Income surtaxes,

Frank E. Beldman of (irand Raplda
suggested a tax on undlstributed eam-
ings of corporatlons to make good losses
causcd by repeal of the profits taxes.
He proposed taxes slmilar to the grad-
uated rates on personal Incomes ke the
pmper method of deallng with undis-
tributed earnings,

Attempte of officials during the war
to differentiate between essential and
non-essential  Industries has left bad
spota In the natlon's commercial life, Mr.
Graham sald.

“We cannot feel” he ndded, “that
the motor cars and motor truck Industry
and many lines carrying ‘stigma’ taxes
ecan be fittingly rated in any classifica-
tion whose value to the public Is ques-
tioned."

Mr. Hance stressed the need of the
ccuntry for an equilibrium between sup-
ply and demand. He declared increas-
Ing the tax burden would make more
remote restoration of the business
balance, which, he sald, wus necessary
for an early revival of commerce and
‘ndustry.

The thme was extended until
May 156 and warning given that date was
final,

on hand the Revenue Bureau lssued in-
