One of the finest exhibitions of team
work seen on a New Jersey course in an

Important tournament in a long time

was that which won the first prise for
the Upper Montcl&lr pair, William M.
ieekie and William N. Braid, in the

.amateur-professional event which was

held over the links of the Knicker¬
bocker Country Club of Tenafly yester¬
day as a prelude to the first open cham¬
pionship of the New Jersey State Golf
Association. Tho Upper Montclalr pair
won the first sat of prizes with an ag¬

gregate score of 138 stroke^ and a mar¬

gin of four strokes, Oswald Kirkby and
Cyril Walker of Englewood being sec¬

ond with 142.
The Englewood pair led the field in

tho morning round with a card of 89,
against the 70 of the Upper Montclalr
representatives, but in the afternoon
they had to ho satisfied with a 73, while
Reekie and Braid were playing around
for the lowest total of the day, a 68.
Third place was taken by E. iM. Wild

and Francis S. Gallett, representing
fealtusrol, while C. T. Lansing and Wil¬
lie Collins brought the host organiza¬
tion well Into the limelight by annex¬

ing fourth place with 147.
Starting the second eighteen holes

Wild and Gallet were only a stroke be¬
hind Reekie and Braid, and therefore
hut two shots removM from Kirkby and
Walker. Lansing and Collins had made
a 73 as an opener, and they duplicated
this on the second round. It was, how-
over. really a three cornered fight be¬
tween Upp?r Montclalr, Englewood and
Baltusrol from the moment the morning
cards were returned, arid in the long
run superior team work won.
The manner in which the Upper Mont¬

clalr pair dovetailed their golf in ths
afternoon was remarkable. Seldom
were they both in error on the same
hole. Turning in 36 for the second time
during the day, they bagan the Incoming
journey as they had done the first time
around with a 3 by the professional.
Braid. They got a fine 4 at tho elev-
enth and a par 3 at ths next, at which
stage they were three under fours. At
the thirteenth, where the path is nar-
row and the way of the transgressor
hard. Reekte liaif topped Ills br&ssio
shot and failed to carry the ditch. Braid
was over, but. being a trifle weak on his
putt, lost a stroke which might have
been gained for his side. On the short
fourteenth Reekie, who incidentally is
amateur champion of New Jersey, put
his ball within a few feet of the cup
and sank his putt for a 2.
The fifteenth was made in par, while

on the next Reekie broke his mashie and
put his balT In a bunker In front of the
green. Braid was nicely on. but Wiille
was feeling the tension by this time, and
Instead of trickling a downhill putt he
hit the ball a trifle hard and missed !
coming back. This minECd putt was
really about {he only chargeable mistake
of the round, but it affected the result
not at all.
On the seventeenth, which Is a 230

yard shot to a plateau green, both
Reekie and Braid were down in 3. and
at the home hole Reekie played a rnag-
nlflcent brassle shot frotn a hanging lie
to within about eight or ten feet of the
cup and sank the putt for a birdie 3.

At 8 :30 o'clock next Monday morning

;"Bobby" Jones will drive the first bail
In the first round from the first tee at
Hoylake. It Is an Inhospitable hour at
which to ask our guests to begin to play,
but with 223 entrants there must need
be a very long day's play.
The fortune of the draw has not deal*

too unkindly with the "big three" of
American golf. Jones is In the upper
half of the draw and Francis Ouimet
land "Chick" Evans are in the lower.
These last two are close together, but
one goes upward and the other down¬
ward and they cannot meet until the
semi-finals. So your best won't have
to knock each other out too soon. All
these have reasonably hard matches to
begin with. Jones plays Manford, one
of the strongest of the young Edinburgh
school. He was in the last eight last
year and on his day is a fine golfer, a
powerful hitter Rnd a good iron player.
who takes plenty of trouble and has
plenty of strokes.

It is a pity I have to add specifically
"on his day." but that proviso seems
to apply at present to many of our good
players. They can be wonderfully
brilliant, but can have lapses. You can¬
not bet on them playing a good round
if they are not quite at their best, as
you could with some of our older "stars"
whose light now has dimmed.

Ouimet meets C. B. Dick. a Scottish
player, who learned his golf at Hoy-lake. Dick la a busy man, well past50 years. He is naturally not quite the
golfer he was, but ho has beautiful
shots In him still and he lights with set
teeth. He will be fresh for this match
and will try very hard, I know. He
might make Ouimet go for all he is
worth ; nay, he might conceivably beat
him. I don't think he will, though, for
since I saw Ouimet beat Ray and Y'ar-
don at Brookline In 1913 I have a re-
spect for him that borders on awe, and
he Is, 1 suspect.although lie may never
do so startling a feat again.a better
golfer now than he was then. T hear
he lias just done 70 at Hoylake, and
that is great going.

England cannot complain of him as her
first line of defence^ Should Evans win
that match he may crash Into Fred
Wright, .Tr., in the second round, but
Wright has a stiff fence to cross at the
outset, since he meets Seymour, an
artisan player from Sussex and a half
brother of the famous Abe Mitchell.
Eater on Evans and Fownes might meet,
but that Is some way off yet.

J. Wood Flatt plays Major Boyd, a

good Irish Rolfer, for whom I have a

fellow feeling In that he is not so young
as he once was. In tbo next round Piatt
might meet Douglas Grant, whom we al¬
most regard as a British golfer to-day,
and one of the best, too, but he comes
from California. .

Jesse Guilford has a bye in the first
round and then moets Cyril H. Tolley,
our present champion. What a driving
match this might be, but 1 don't think
Tolley will bo lured into wild slugging.
He has quieted his game down, and no

longer tries to hit the cover off the
ball. He has had a needed rest from
golf and It will take some playing to
beat him. The winner of this match
probably will meet J. G. I*. Jenklna, the
champion in 1914, and oue of our most
reliable hopes.
Taking ft all around, we thoroughly

recognize how good your men are, but
we think we have some good ones, too.
Our golf has been rather chaotic since
the war. Our elders have definitely re¬

ceded and our Juniors have been spark¬
ling but uncertain. This year the effects
of the war seem to have worn off and
we have a number of young golfers who
can play fine golf. I should like, how¬
ever, to feel yet a little more confidence
in their steadiness and their ability to
hole consistently on five feet putts.
