CHAGRINED OVER FINES

More Data on Price Fixinjr Are
Brouiiht Out by Probers

of Combinations.

Samuel Untermyer, chief counsel for
the Lockwood legislative committee,
suggested to the committee yesterday
that the State anti-trust laws be
amended to make a jail sentence of
from six months to three years for
violators mandatory, and, in addition,
a fine, iioi to exceed $5,000, discretion¬
ary with the courts in the case of de¬
fendants who plead guilty or are con¬

victed of violations of the law. Senator
Charles C. Lockwood, chairman, said
that the committee was In unanimous
agreement with Mr. Untermyer and
would take under consideration his
suggestion that Gov. Miller he asked
to call a special session of the Legis¬
lature to amond the laws.
The determination of Mr. Untermyer

and the committee to seek a more

drastic enactment of the Legislature.
a law with teeth in it.came as the
direct result of the sentencing last
Monday of thirty-three individuals to

fines by Justice Davis in the Supreme
Court. In making known the senti¬
ment of the committee Mr. Untermyer
made it plain that he was not criticis¬
ing the action of the court in the eases

referred to, but was simply stating its
effect upon the committee's work. The
action of the court, he said, had se¬

riously embarrassed the committee in
the present stage of its campaign
against building material combines.
Another development brought out at

yesterday's session of the committee was

the disclosure that, the city had paid out
more than $2,000,000 on contracts for
school buildings which were made as a

result of collusive bidding by plumbers
and heating and ventilating contractors
who were members of the Hettrlck ring.
It was also shown that since the Lock-
wood committee's exposure of the col¬
lusive bidding practices by the contrac¬
tors the city had benefited to the extent
of a paper saving of about $12,000,000 on

estimates for eighty school buildings, ac¬
cording to figures provided by C. II. .T.
Snyder, Superintendent of School Build¬
ings of the Board of Education.

To Smash Water Meter Exchange.
The other features of yesterday's

work of the committee Included the put-
tin* Into the record of the resolutions
ending the price reporting and price
fixing activities of the nine various ex¬
changes of which Albert A. Ainsworth
was secretary which had to do with
building materials. One after another
Mr. Ainsworth presented the resolutions
which Mr. Untermyer rend into the rec¬
ord with the warning that the committee
intended to pursue Its Inquiry to find
whether the resolutions were actually
being carried out. In one of the ex¬

changes.the Ttinge Boiler Manufac-
urers.the record Showed that a minor-

It y of the members had been repre¬
sented at the meeting nt which the reso¬
lution was adopted. .Mr. Untermyer In¬
sisted on a ratification of the resolution
by the absentee members and Mr. Ains¬
worth promised to nrocure it. Another,
the Water Meter Manufacturers Ex-
change, Mr. Untermyer said the com¬
mittee would lnatst, should be dissolved
entirely, and not function even as a
credit agency.

\ecd of Spectni Session,
In his recommendations to the com-

mittee concerning a special session Mr.
Untermyer called specific attention to
the building material cases which came
up before Justice Davis on Monday and
declared that the building material
cases were among the most aggravating
that had been developed by the cora-
mittee.
"They were open, flagrant, persistent,

long continued violations of the law,"
he said.
He then urged the committee to take

up v, ith the Governor the matter of
special session to amend the laws, and
referred also to other legislation which
ire thought would be necessary to aid
the committee's work and enforce Its
findings. This includes provision tiiat
will permit the city, lif cases where
or iginal contractors on city work de¬
fault, to take over' the subcontracts and
thus avoid being victimized by pyra¬
miding of prices as was shown Inst week
In the case of the Cumberland Street
Hospital, which Is to cost the city $500,-
000 more than was intended.
The examination of President Mc¬

Laury, of the Mosaic Employers Asso¬
ciation and the disclosures relating to
that organization in many respects were
the most sensational since tire commit¬
tee resumed its activities. McLaury put
in a most uncomfortable two hours and
a half.
The most startling bit of testimony

adduced througli McLaury concerned the
"working plan" and "price reporting"
scheme of the organization. Tills pro¬
vided a scale of $11 a day for a '-lie set¬
ter and $9 for a helper, with an addi¬
tional 10 per cent, to be charged the
builder for overhead. It also provided
that each member should file all bids,
tentative offerings, terms, &c., sub¬
mitted to prospective customers, with
the secretary, and that this information
should be Interchangeable among mem¬
bers. It also provided that no member
of the association would accept a con¬
tract from a builder who was In dispute
with another member or who had a con¬
tract with another member without the
written consent of the latter.

Mr. McLaury at first refused to
identify the document shown him
what Mr. Untermyer said It purported to
be. Finally, on being pressed to ex¬
amine it, he admitted it for what it was,
but was not sure that It ever had been
adopted. Mr. Brennan handed Mr.
Untermyer the minutes of the meeting
at which it was adopted, but the witness
could not recall that he had been present
at that particular meeting.

"Well, let's see," said Mr. Untermyer.
"That was the meeting at which you
were elected president of the association.
Does that refresh your recollection?"
The witness admitted that it did and
that he voted for the adoption of the

j plan. Then Mr. Untermyer confronted
him with the letter of the attorney^ in
which the organization was advised
against such procedure and cautioned
that no subterfuge or artifice adopted
would relieve the members of complicity
if thpy a dually engaged In price fixing.

In reply to a question the witness
McLaury told Mr. Untermyer that no
committee of the mosaic employers had
ever been appointed to fix or revfse
prices.

Mr. Untermyer produced a copy of b

report of the "adjustment committee" of
the organization, dated December, 1919.
showing a comprehensive schedule of
prices on a cost plus 33 1-3 per cent,
basis for such material as wire mesh

land tar paper, together with copies of
the minutes showing the adoption of the
report.
"How dare you sit there and tell this

committee that your organization had
no price fixing committee?" thundered
the lawyer. The witnr.-s excused himself
on the ground of his "poor memory."

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HOOVER URGES OPEN
DOOR IN COMMERCE

Declares Jf Is Ea>is of Eeo-
uomie and Social Systems

of Tli is Hemisphere.

WARN I Nti ON CONCESSIONS,

Danger of Friction Seen ini
Various Farts of World.
Talks to Manufacturers.

Herbert Hoover, Secret ary of Com¬
merce, speaking last night at the twenty-
sixth annual dinner of the Nut!ana I -As¬

sociation of Manufacture. In the Wal¬

dorf, said that the 'United States must

keen her traditional pledge for the open
door In the world's trade "he nuse it is

the basis of the economic and social
systems to which the Western Hemis¬

phere has been dedicated."
He criticised the tendencies toward

exploitations, and warned against the

danger of friction growing out of trade
concessions In various parts of the

world, lie said he .would discuss the

"open door" rather than the tariff, add¬
ing that "what we do with re urd to the
tariff is not so material in the history
of the world as long us wt do it with
equality to every on-

"

"It would b- a fateful day in *

history of tiie worm," lie declared with
emphasis, "If the basic polleii s of tin
open door and equal opportunity were
abandoned. It would mean the irresietl-
ble pressure to exert Intolerant national
strength; it would mean the enforce¬
ment of this strength by tlie weight of
Government, which means armies and
navies; It would mean a long sequence
of reprisals, or favored nation clauses,
of reciprocity" arrangement.^, of dis¬
criminations through which the weak
always go to the wail and the strong
always win.

"This is indeed not a threat; it Is not
an announcement of a national policy.
It Is a pica that the world should 'stop,
look and listen,' for if the day corm s

when the United States, with her gigan¬
tic resources and the intelligence of her
people, shall bo forced to enter upon
those courses In her own protection it
will be a day of infinite losses to real
progress and real liberalism."

Secretary Hoover pointed out that
many nations are restricting develop¬
ment of natural resources within their
boundaries to their own citizens, while
the United States has preserved an
equal opportunity for nil nationalities
to enter and engage in d< vfctopnicnt.
The only restriction with which this
country has sympathized, he said, has
been with regard to labor lmmigrution.
"We find to-day," lie said, "that vari¬

ous governments are directly or in¬
directly lending influence and support
to secure for their nationals in coun¬
tries foreign to them, exclusive conces¬
sions over raw material and the imple¬
ments of conimi r e. This will shut the
door and cio.se equality of opportunity."
At the beginning of Ills speech Sec¬

retary Hoover expressed the opinion
that the return to normal in this coun¬
try probably will come sooner than many
expect. There is little cause, lie added,
for depression over the loea.l conditions.
Admiral William S. Benson, chairman

of the t'ntted States Shipping Board,
appealed to the manufacturers to sup¬
port the efforts for the maintenance of
an American merchant marine.

"The adverse attitude of the h aders
of the unions, uncompromising even In a
moderate wage reduction," he said, "Is
a matter of record. My appeal directly
to the personnel of th<- merchant marine
Ims met with a very, gratlfj log response.
Many offers of assistance have come to
us. I have stated publicly and I again
affirm tin- intention of the Shipping
Board to give its fullest protection, both
now and aft"r tin settlement of the
controversy, to all who come to it aid."

COSTS U'S.$20,000,000 YEAR

Government Figures Show That They Are Too Tired to
Put Revenue Stamps on Cosmetics, Medicines

and Other Taxable Articles.

May IS. (
l.azy drug clerks are costing the Gov¬

ernment $20,000,000 a year because of
their failure to put revenue stamps on

cosmetics, medicines and other articles.
Within the last month the figures show
that the failure to put stamps 011 what

sold In drug stores cost the Govern¬
ment In excess of $1,000,000 below the
estimates of what would be derived,
and the habit Is growing worse.
The official estimates on which Con¬

gress worked In prescribing the tax
held that approximately $10,000,000 would
he realized from this source. Now it are forgetful

is doubtful if more than $20,00<»,0u0 will
be collected. The official estimates
were more or less accurate, owing to
the fact that the tax had been In force,
but In a different way. for a long time.
The tax law provides that the tax

on such products be one cent for each
Item sold for 25 cents or less, but on

items of more than 25 cents that It be
at the rate of 4 per cent. Originally
the tux had been levied on such prod¬
ucts at the source, with the result that
the Treasury officials had a fair Idea
of what should be levied.
