YORK STRIKES OUT EIGHT

Chicago Southpaw Lets Go
"With Hopping Speed.Kelly

Hits a Double.

A hopping fast ball, with just enough
of curves and change of pace to keep
the batters from getting familiar with
tho southpaw speed, did more than any¬

thing yesterday to break the Giants'
winning stretch. The Cubs beat them,
B to 3, In a game containing some real
bad work by tho Giants and pitching by
southpaw York of the Cubs, which was

the most puzzling they have seen come,
arrive and shoot by this season.
York struck out eight men in five and

a third Innings. Particularly did he
have Pep Young on the hip, and any¬
body who can baffle Young as com¬

pletely as York did ia unreeling a warm
and elusive line of stuff. Young struck
out three times. The Giants were dis¬
posed to grumble over called strikes by
Umpire Quigley, but Quigley's vision was
all right. It was the batters who were

fooled.
Cheevee, John Evers's first pitcher,

faltered In the third Inning, and it was
then York was called in. John's young
boxmen are disposed to flighty flurries
and have to be watched with close and
discriminating judgment. York came

through, though he had unsteady mo¬
menta Unsteady moments were a pre¬
vailing fault of pitchers. Including Ar¬
thur Nehf. Nehf, however, was not hit
at all harshly, hut did have poor sup¬
port in tho field and in base running.

Giants' Bats Were Spongy.
The Giants' bats were spongy, and

their errors were costly, mortally so. A
muffed fly by George Burns donated a
run to the ursine cause, a failure of
Nehf to touch a bag with hi# foot In
covering the bag led to another, a wild
pitch landed a third on the hearthstone,
a fourth bounded blithely from third to
the plate when a throw bj' Frank Snyder
bounced off his head or elbow or eome
hard part of bis upper anatomy, and ho
was even grateful for thus being swatted.
Time was when a runner hit by a thrown
hall was out. He's out now if the ball
hits him hard enough and on the button,
but It was Just this Cub's dratted luck
not to be so hit.

and from the baclt of a pony that is taking jackrabbit leaps over the land¬
scape. It is really quite a game.

Also there is the suspense attendant upon waiting for a pony to go down
and roll his rider out flatter than a book mark. That gives it a little the ex¬
citement of a jumping race.

Polo is regarded as a game for the Idle rich, but it doesn't really take so
rauoh money to learn it. Devereaux Milburn first learned his polo playing on
a bicycle when he was a kkl in Buffalo. And Milburn is one of tho best that
ever swung a mallet.
