Lloyd George Finds Radical
Experiment of the Soviets

Has Been Shelved.

Rbyajl, April 30..The difficulty of

dealing with Lenine's complete change
of policy at the Tenth Communist Con¬
gress is increased by the fact that
neither the Bolsheviki nor the non-

Bolshevikl will admit that any change
has taken place. The Bolsheviki do
not want to admit it because any such
admission would be tantamount to a

confession that their previous policy
was wrong, and that for three years
they had deluged Russia In blood in
order to carry out an experiment
which they now recognize to be based
on error.

The Bolshevist mission in Reval is
very reluctant to admit that Lenlne
has fundamentally altered his policy.
One of the members of that mission
has written to me (March 37) saying:
"I personally would define it not as a

'change,' but rather as a 'new develop-
merit.' ... At any rate, whatever
it. be, it is a very important thing, and
only a man who, like William English
Walling, does not know Russia nor
understand Russian problems, can un¬
dertake to minimize the significance of
it."
While the Bolsheviki thus naturally

deny that any change has taken place,
the White Russians take, as a rule, the
same line. They could not do other¬
wise, as if they admitted that Com¬
munism had ceased to exist in Russia
they would also have to admit that
Lenine might evolve into a tolerable
ruler, that international trade with
Russia would begin again under his
auspices, and that they themselves
would be left in the cold.

Personal Interest* Govern.
Both Europe and America are filled

with these anti-Bolshcvlk Russians,
many of w horn simply look on the Rus¬
sian question from the standpoint of
their own personal interests. Jt is
really a battle between the "outs" nnd
"ins." And the Russian Socialists who
are "out" would be Just as likely to try
crazy experiments oricc they got "in."
Meanwhile, it is obviously their cue to
discredit everything Lenine docs, wheth¬
er It is right or wrong. In fact, they
would rather he did wrong things than
right things, for. If he persisted in the
mad policy with which he began his
"reign" and did some new mad thing
every day, the probability that he would
be murdered or expelled from Russia or
attacked by foreign Powers would be
greater, while, on the other hand. If he
exhibited some comrpon sense there
would be a chance of his holding on and
of his exiled Russian rivals being left
permanently In exile. Nothing would
be rrore to the disadvantage of Messrs.
Kerensky, Savinkov, Chernov and others
than the abolition of Communism by
I.enlne. and if he did abolish it and
anathematize it they would deny that
he had done so.

Both the Bolsheviki and the anti-Bol-
ahevlki maintain, therefore, that Com¬
munism still remains, but the duty of
an Impartial press correspondent is, I
take it, to Judge for himself; and T
judge that Lenine has abandoned his
Communist theories to such an extent
that Moscow can no longer be consid¬
ered the seat of a Communist Govern¬
ment. My opinion. I notice, is shared
by the Prime Minister of England, who
has at his disposal an enormously ex¬
pensive and almost perfect system of
finding out what is really happening in
Russia, nnd who la only Interested In
getting at the facta. Now Mr. Lloyd
George has made a trade agreement
with Russia and has announced In Par¬
liament that. In his opinion, Lcntne has
lenoutv-cd Communism. I think ho Is
likely to be better Informed and more
Impartial than a group of escaped So¬
cialist-Revolutionaries in New York who
are not In close touch with Russia nnd
who are prejudiced by the fact that
I,enlne's conversion to common sense
and the consolidation of his rule would
mean their own permanent exclusion
from office.

I.iw Breaches I.CKnltsed.
They urge that Lenine har only legal¬

ized broaches of the Communist laws
which have been going on nil the ilme.
This Ls true. There was Illicit selling
and buvlr.g. even In the Sukhorovsky
market In Moscow, right under Lenine's
no«e. and Lenine shut his eyes to this,
regardjng It as a temporary Irregularity
to which he would put an end later. But
his legislation of It makes all the differ¬
ence, Just as the legislation of spirit
smuggling In the United States would

PROMISE OF ETERNAL YOUTH
FOUND IN PINEAL GLAND

Imperial College of Science Develops Interesting Ex¬
periments as Popularity of Monkey Gland Wanes
With Death of Modern Faust on Eve of Lecture.

with young ideas and scientists both
young and old. Since A. J. Wiuson
expired suddenly on the eve of his
lecture in Albert Hall on regained
youth, the monkey gltund has lost
much of its popularity.
Mr. Wilson was provided with

monkey glands in Austria and had be¬
come so sprightly that at 70 he took
to drinking wine and was planning a
new matrimonial venture when the
old man with the scythe cut him down
during a peaceful sleep. But a new

and safer gland has been discovered,
according to the Royal Society. This
is known as the pineal gland. It is
located in the head in the region which
popular tradition has long ascribed as
the place of the third or lost eye.
The development of this gland is

dry. Once he allowed the fanners to
buy and sell he abandoned his Commun¬
ism, and that surrender Is. as the able
Russian correspondent of the New York
World put It. "the most momentous
move since the Russian revolution.
. . . It is a confession of mistakes
committed and an unhesitating renun¬
ciation of the most ardently cherished
Communist beliefs."

Michael Farbman. who writes these
words, is not a Bolshevik. Like myself
he is only interested in finding out what
the Russian situation actually is. and
he therefore discounts anti-Bolshevist
propaganda just as much as he discounts
Bolshevist propaganda.

It is possible, of course, that'Lenine
is insincere, but Mr. WhadweH, a w» 11
informed student of Russian affairs and
a merciless critic of Bolshevism, recently
has written in the London Times to the
effect that Lenine lias always been
frank. I agree with him. The frank¬
ness of Lenine Is astonishing; but tt is
a mistake to suppose that he lias never

changed. In his pamphlet "Die Not de»
iDorfes" he doclared himself In favor of
giving the peasant absolute ownership
of his land. Since 1905 he changed his
views on that point. (See his "Revision
bes Agrorischcn Trogramms der Arbett-
crpartei," Petersburg, 1906, S. 31, where
he insists that the Bolshevlki should
support "the Inclination of the revolu¬
tionary peasants to abolish present pri¬
vate ownership in land.")

Lenine May Chance Again.

As he has changed on thin point once,
he may change again, especially in view
of the convincing proofs he hae had
during the lust year that the peasant can
never become a Communist. And If the
muzhik Is not a Communist the greater
part of Russia will not be Communist.
The Bolshevlkl are now reported to be
getting ready the old Imperial mint In
the fortress of SS. Peter and Paul in
order to turn out silver rubles, for they
know that the country folk will not part
with their produce for paper money.
Lenine has even Implied in a speech of
which I have already sent a report to
Tub New YonK Herald that the for¬
eign factories will be partly denational¬
ized. and if this is done Communism w.lll
soon disappear from the towns, for file
workmen in the private factories will
be so much better off and do so mucli
better work than those in the Govern¬
ment factories that the latter soon will
be deserted.
A conference of railway chiefs sitting

at Moscow resolved to give the supplying
of fuel to private enterprise. The Soviet
Government declared resolutely. of
course, that foreign trade will only be
handled by the Soviet Government, but
already we find that an agreement has
been signed between the Rumanian Co-
operatives and the South Russian Co-
operatives regarding exchange of goods.
The discontent of the Petrograd work-

men last month also has been dealt with
by Lenine in a way that showed a

change in hie policy. At the height of
the riot he sent lmperattlve orders that
workmen were not to be fired on, and
these orders prevented him from losing
Petrograd. Then he boldly called to¬
gether all the workmen who had been
In revolt against him and told them to
discuss what they desired to do, and.
If possible, to send as many non-Bol-
shevlst workmen as they liked to work
In Soviet Institutions. "The cooperation
of the . non-party man." he said, "is
essential to us." and Zinoviev, going
one better, said: "Criticism Is as neces¬
sary to the Soviet Government, as oxy-
gen is to a man."
The Bolshevist newspapers and propa¬

ganda took up the same cry, and though
there is probably a great deal of insin-
cerity In it it indicates a departure from
Bolshevist customs, which is certainly
an event of enormous importance. Per¬
sons who refuse to believe that utiy
change has taken place unless they see
Lenine and Trotzky hanging side by
side in the Red Square at Moscow and
Kerenskv ruling In the Kremlin are lack¬
ing in imagination or else ill informed,
or else so prejudiced that their minds
are not open to conviction.

Had Tnaale In Conference.

As for the Cooperatives. Lenine had a

long tussle In the Tenth Communist con-
ference with the very man who wan re¬

sponsible for brmglng the Cooperatives
under Government cohtrol. The general
Impression made on my nifnd is that
Lenine's speeches at the Tenth Commun¬
ist Congress marked an enormous
ehange In the evolution of Bolshevism.
The yholr vessel was steered on a new
course, hut that does not mean, of
course, that it will ever reach port. We
are still in the thick of things and any¬
thing may happen.
A great many of Lenine's colleagues

are still ardent Communists, intent on
a world revolution, but Lenine Is for the
moment at least disgusted with the
whole world revolution business. As I
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said to promote longevity, bett
health and greater energy. A report
has been published by the zoological
section of the Imperial College of
Science, which experimented exten¬
sively with tadpoles. The experiment*
showed the difference between meat
fed and pineal fed tadpoles, the former
being blotchy and swollen. The great
Interest In the experiments lies in
the fact that they definitely estab¬
lished as a certainty that the pineal
gland is an organ of internal secretion
and not one of the useless organs per¬
forming no work at all.
Exactly what its functions and pos¬

sibilities are needs further research
for determination, but it is believed
that through it will be found the se¬
cret of longer life and more eustained
youth. If this is true the monkey
gland seems doomed at the very out¬
set.after only a few casualties.for
the pineal gland can be developed
much easier and will have a more
ready appeal to ambitious patients
than the monkey gland.

already have pointed out, he has been
swindled so inuch by bogus revolution¬
aries intent only on getting money and
Jewelry out of him ostensibly to cause
revolution abroad but really to feather
their own nests that he has washed his
hands of the whole thing.
That does not mean to say, however,

that the leaders of the Third Interna¬
tionale .have done likewise. As a mat¬
ter of fact they are even now trying to
organize a Bolshevist revolution In all
the Baltic States. But this discordancy
of governmental policy always has been
characteristic of Russia. When I was
in Port Arthur for The New Yonx
Herald in 1903 there was a party there
working for war under secret instruc¬
tions from the Czar, although Alexciev,
the Viceroy, was trying to keep the
peace, and, after the conclusion of the
Anglo-Russian agreement regarding Per¬
sia the Russian Consul was working
against England by direction of the
court of Czarskoe Selo, while M. Poklev-
sky, the Russian Minister at Teheran,
was pursuing an Anglophile policy un¬
der the direction of the Russian Foreign
Oftlce.
The duality of policy ruined the Czar

in the end, and it may ruin Leniae. But
this dual policy is observable In the
mass of White Russian political litera¬
ture which is produced in Europe, for
while It attempts to prove (for the bene¬
fit of Western Europe and America)
that Eenine has not abandoned Com¬
munism It also attempts at the same
time to prove (for the benefit of the
Russian emigres) that Lenlne is selling
the country to American capitalists, that
he has thrown overboard all Ills princi¬
ples and Is making an alliance with
English bankers who will help him to
subsidlzo a Red army to keep the Rus¬
sian workers down, that the Russian
workmen will be reduced to servitude un¬

der American factory managers work¬
ing for great American trusts.

Cannot Play Two Sides.

The whites cannot have it both wave,
however. They cannot tell us that Le-
nine has not abandoned Communism,
but is, on the contrary, working: for "the
universal proletarian revolution," and
at the same time tell their antl-Bol-
shevlst Russian leaders that Lcniue has
formed an alliance with English and
American capitalists for the exploitation
of Russia. I have not read a White
Russian paper for the last month in
which I did not find paragraphs headed
"Lenlne Retreats Still Further" and
containing news of some further shred
of his Communist clothing that Lenlne
lias dropped.
Of course the Communists still keep

control of the Government and of the
newsppapcrs, owing to their .conviction
that once they give that up they are
lost. And they arc right In this belief,
for they would be Instantly overwhelmed
and destroyed. iiut their policy has
otherwise undergone a profound change
which will lead to etill more remarkable
changes in the near future.

Lenlne may pull through the storm
with a very much altered ship steering
on a new course, or he may go to the
bottom. But a news gatherer has only
got to note the extremely Important fact
that he has altered his course and to
signal that Information to his paper.
For it is. in Michael Farbman's words,
"the most momentous move since the
Russian revolution," and in Lloyd
George's words, "an abandonment by the
Bolshevikt of all their principles."

REACHES LOW FIGURE

Not One Branch Exceeds a

Fourth of 1913 Production.

Some idea of what Bolshevism has

cost Russia was obtained this week at a
conference of Russian trade and indus¬
trial representatives at the Hotel Ma¬
jestic. Not a single branch of produc¬
tion exceeds one-fourth that of the 1913
figures, which Is taken as Russia's last
normal year. The fuel output last year
was only 24 per cent, of normal, al¬
though the Soviets assigned whole ar¬
mies to keep up this production. With
true communistic neglect the capital
gold production fell to 2 3-10 per cent,
and platinum to 7 per cent.
Cotton cloth barely reached 4 per

oil., paper 13 per cent., sugar 10 per
cent, and soap 3 per cent. Despite these
figures the conference leaders expressed
the belief that the Russian workers will
find their own salvation once commun-

democratic government, even If In ihe
form of a Soviet, Is Installed by the in-1
tellectuals and moderates.

PARIS POISONER AN
INSURANCE AGENT

Got Friends to Take Poli¬
cies, Killed Tliem and
Pocketed Proceeds.

USED MICROBE CULTURES

Indicted After Three Years of
Investigation hy Criminal

Court.

After three years of Investigation
by Magistrate M. Bonin the Chamber
of Criminal Indictments, corresponding
to the American Grand Jury, has taken

up the CRse of Henri Girard. an in¬
surance agent, who is charged with a

list of crimes that have no parallel in
the history of French crime.
Girard has a wide circle of friends

and acquaintances In Paris, among
whom, because of his apparent cul¬
ture and exquisite manners and dress,
he is known as "Gentleman" Girard.
For women he seems to hold irresist¬
ible attractions. Having a taste for
literature, music and Bcience he mixed
with some of the best people without
arousing suspicion. While he posed as

an Insurance agent, it was assumed
that he had an Independent income
because of the lavish manner in which
he lived. It is said that at one time
he maintained three households.
But Girard, it is charged, used his in¬

surance work merely as a means to en

end, which was to put out of the way the
persons he had insured and collect the in¬
surance himself, in addition to the com¬

mission which he had already received.

I'olson by Microbes.

Being an extraordinary man he uned
extraordinary methods, according to the
charges, -which included the use of dead-
ly microbe cultures and poisonous mush¬
room extracts. When he was arrested a

number of dclcntiflc works on poisons,
drugs and plants as well as cultures were

found in his house. There also wer#

quantities of deadly poisons, a complete
laboratory equipment and a number of
glass Jars containing typhoid cultures.

.Suspicion first fell on Glrard In 191*.
when the Phoenix Insurance Company
refused to pay the sum of $2,000 for
which a widow named Monin, a dress-
maker, had-been Insured that year. Two
other large insurance companies had al-
ready paid Glrard similar sums when this
refusal came. The police having been
notified, they discovered that the woman
had been Insured four times that year,
and that Glrard, according to custom,
had, as agent, been paid the first pre¬
mium as commission. The woman died
before the second premium was due.
The arrest of Glrard followed these

disclosures. According to the charges.
Glrard persuaded the woman to go to
the house of his future wife to try on

some hats. After a hat had been se¬

lected Glrard Is said to have poured out
some wine and the three drank a toast.
But the glass which was handed to the
victim contained extract of mushroom
poison, which it is charged Girarii made
and mixed with the wine.
On her way home Mine. Monin was

taken violently ill in the street. Two
policemen helped Ijer to get home, but
she died three kours after reaching there.
The result of a post-mortem examina¬
tion showed that the woman had died of
mushroom poisoning.

Other Deaths Discovered.

This discovery caused the police to
make further investigations, which re¬
vealed another strange death among the
friends of Glrard. This was the case of
M. Pernotte, a retired business man.
who for some unknown reason had in¬
trusted Girard with two policies on his
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life totalling; $40,000. Shortly after thia
he and his entire family suddenly be¬
came ill of typhoid fever. The wife and
children recovered, but M. Pemotte, af¬
ter Girard, according; to the charges, had
given him a subcutaneous injection,
grew worse and died. The Investigators
say that at that time Olrard was ex¬

perimenting with cultures and had
bought quantities from wholesale drug¬
gists.

Still another case of this kind is said
to have taken place during the war,
when Girard became friendly with a sol¬
dier named Delmas, who signed bills in
favor of the insurance agent. Soon
thereafter he became ill with typhoid,
but was sent to a military hospital,
where he recovered.

The next alleged victim was a poet
office employee named Duroux, who on

May 14, 1917, was invited to dinner at
Girard's house. After he ieft, accord¬
ing to the charges, the servants were

told not to wash the dishes, and Girard
,nd his wife did so, using an antisepticWid his wire did so, using an antiseptic
iVutlon. Duroux. however, felt no ill
effects from the dinner. In December
of the same year, however, he went
twice to a cafe with Girard and each
time was taken violently ill. He was

puzzled, and after talking the matter
over with friends decided to avoid the
Insurance agent in the future. Girard's
wife and one of his mistresses are ac¬

cused of being accomplices in some of
his crimes.
