CREDITS FOR ALLIES
URGED BY CONFERENCE

Commercial Body Would Aid
in Economic Recovery.

Lisbon, May 28. Recommendations
to Governments throughout the world
relative to steps to be taken in the
financial readjustment necessary to
economic recovery were included In
resolutions passed here yesterday by
the International Commercial Confer¬
ence.

It was u-ged that Governments should
nqf issue any new currency that is not
required for commercial purposes. Ger¬
many's creditors were aaked to obtain
all possible guarantees for the recovery
of teparations, and it was suggested
they be furnished credit which would
be available immediately.

SALZBURG WILL VOTE.
ON FUSION QUESTION

Unofficial Referendum to Be
Held To-day.

By thr Associated Press.
Vienna, May 27..Despite renewed

protests by the Allies, voiced In formal
representations by the Italian charge
this week, the people of Salzburg are

preparing to go ahead with their unoffi¬
cial referendum on the question of fu¬
sion with Germany, which has been set
for Sunday. In order to relieve the
Government of the onus, the explanation
Is made that the vote is being held
tinder the private auspices of the three
dominant parties in the province.
The vote is to be taken for the avowed

purpose of ascertaining the sentiment
of the population on the question of the
Federal Government approaching the
Ijoague of Mations for the privilege of
self-determination. The Government's
attitude in its opposition to tin- fusion
agitation is mooting with considerable
.cepticism in allied quarters.

'Black and Tan' Cadet*
on Trial for Robbery

DUBLIN, May 28..The court-
martial of eighteen auxiliary

cadets, charged with looting in
Antrim On February 9 last, in
connection with which Brig.-Gen.
Crozier. former head of the aux¬
iliary or "Black and Tan" forces,
resigned, opened to-day.
The indictment charges con¬

spiracy for the purpose of rob¬
bery, actual theft and the receiv¬
ing of stolen goods. The Crown
counsel described the offenctes as
mean, despicable and a discredit
to the Crown forces and asked
for conviction of all th'e men.

Dublin, May 28..Crown forces in-,
vested a large area around Dublin
Mansion House this morning and oor-

dons of the military held several
streets, at the ends of which barbed!
wire entanglements were placed. Ex¬
haustive searches of the houses in the!
neighborhood were immediately com¬

menced.
The Crown forces claim to have cap-

tured the headquarters of the Irish
Republican army In a recent raid.
An examination to-day of the ruins

of the customs house, parts of which
still are smoldering, revealed the fact
that all ihe safes were unharmed. One
strong room was Intact and the large
stone roofed vaults containing .impor-,
tant documents completely escaped the
f re.

JAIL FOR MUELLER,
PROSECUTOR'S PLEA

Connsel for German Officer
Who Beat Prisoners Asks

Six Months Term.

^jcipzio, May 28..A sentence of fif¬
teen months' ordinary Imprisonment .was

demanded by the State Prosecutor to¬

day for Capt. Mueller, the second Ger¬
man officer to be tried on criminal
charges arising from the conduct of the
.war. He Is charged with cruelties to

prisoners at the Flavy-le-Martel Prison
Camp in the Department of the Aisne,
France.
The presecutor told ths high court

which is conducting the trials that the
case of Captain Mueller was not as bad
an that against Sergeant Hcyne. who
was sentenced to ten months' Imprison¬
ment for having ill treated British
soldiers at the camp at Heme. West¬
phalia.

.Nevertheless, he said, Mueller was to
blame for the striking and kicking of
prisoners, the binding of one of them to
a stake and for compelling sick prison¬
ers to work. He held the case was not
one for imprisonment in a fortresp. on

the ground that the charges against the
Captain were "moral, rather than legal."

Mueller's counsel pleiaded that six
months' confinement hi a fortross would
be ample punishment. Sentence will be
pronounced on Monday.

ENVOYS GET CHEERS

O'Neill and Anderson Are
Speeded by Large Crowd.
More men and women of Irish birth

snd sympathies gathered yeeterday in

sun limbers and saw a sun in position
near Anneberg.
The Northern artny complains bit¬

terly, however, that the German Govern¬
ment Is hindering smuggling- from Bres-
lau. The Germans were handicapped
In attacking Anneberg by a shortage of
munitions, tho Bavarians using only
clubs and knives.
Both the German and Polish frontiers

are sufficiently open to permit the pas¬
sage of supplies and men. The 900 se¬

curity policemen who have been assigned
to the German frontier are not regarded
as sufficient, and a French officer said
It would be absurd to consider the fron¬
tier closed without 4.000 men to guard
It. The writer crossed the German fron¬
tier after It had been officially closed
and encountered no control, either Ger¬
man. allied or Bavarian.

Imttgle* 600,000 Cartridges.

One man confided that he had helped
smuggle 600,000 cartridges yesterday,
and a chauffeur said lie had brought
over three heavy machine guns In day¬
light. But the frontier Is sufficiently
closed to prevent the passage of organ¬
ised units, which Is more than can be
said for the Poles.
The writer was on the Pbllsh frontier

at Prosehka and conversed with German
and Polish frontier officials on a neutral
bridge. The Polish captain declared that
he had Instructions from Warsaw to dis¬
arm Insurgents. But this, he said, was
hard to do with the force at his com¬
mand. He said that he had. however,
disarmed 300 Insurgents who were at¬
tempting to reenter Poland. The Ger¬
man commander confirmed this particu¬
lar Instance.
But the Polish frontier commanders

Interpret the control according to their
individual fancy, especially in the south
of the industrial triangle where the
frontier is completely open.
The grade of discipline varies in the

German army. The Bavarian group is
half made up of officers and is superior
to the Reichawehr. But complaints have
been made against the Berlin battalion,
which was largely recruited from among
the unemployed. It is charged that it
avoided fighting and that a sergeant was

caught plundering a church while the
soldiers held up natives.

Several German units are composed
of university students, all veterans of
the world war. The Poles are even more
heterogeneous. Some units are made up
of Gen. Haller's soldiers, some miners
and some students who are good fighters
and well disciplined. But the volun¬
teer bands, witli their own commanders
in many cases are merely plunderers.
Compared with the Germans the In¬

surgents are less disciplined and orderly.
From conversations with the Germans
Thk New York Herai.d correspondent
gathered that they expect to advance
soon and believe themselves strong
enough to drive back the Poles. Allied
judgment differs, but on the whole fa¬
vors the Poles, because they have better
armament, though their prestige has
been lowered since tliey lost Anneberg to

2,000 half armed Gennahe.
Major Keatinge, British liaison officer,

who has conducted many negotiations
between Germans and Poles, compli¬
ments the Germans for their loyaltv in
fulfilling the pledges to the Allies "and
for their restraint. Negotiations with
the Poles to withdraw from tl«" north¬
ern area may termlnute successfully,
but the British are inclined to distrust
the oral promises of the Poles. Many
allied officers expect to see the present
preparedness lead to war and they feel
thst negotiations not banked bv strong
allied forces will fall of any great Suc¬
cess.

American Charged' Affaires
Hands Mexican President

Washington Note.

CONTENTS ARE SECRET

Desire for Amicable Ar¬
rangement Expressed

at Conference.

RADICALS ARE WATCHED

War Office Directs Disarming
of All Civilians in State

of Michoac&n.

Mexico Oitt, May 28..George T. Sum-
merlin, American Charge d'Affaires In
this city, had a conference with Presi¬
dent Obregon last night and handed to
tho President a memorandum from the
State Department in W ashington. Mr.
Summerlin called at tyie Foreign Office
this morning, but it was explained his
visit was merely to thank Foreign Sec-
rotary Pani for the courtesies extended
Incidental to Mr. Summerlin's return
here.
With the memorandum of the United

States regarding recognition of Mexico
in his hands for consideration, President
Obregon, it is statod semi-offlclally, will
communicate with Mr. Summerlin early
next week regarding the document.
Mexican officials declined to-day to be
quoted on tho subject, declaring the
matter was entirely in the hands of
President Obregon.

Rot an Ultimatum.
The memorandum brought to this clt?

by Mr. Summerlin upon his return from
Washington was said to be In no sense

an ultimatum which called upon Mexico
to sign a treaty or protocol as a condi¬
tion to recognition. It was also asserted
that it was not an embodiment of the
report on Mexico submitted by Albert B.
Fall, present Secretary of the Interior,
which was submitted to the United
States Senate while Mr. Fall waB a
member of that body. This report has
been welcomed b.v newspapers here
which for some time past had indulged
in editorial attacks upon the Secretary.
Last night's conference between Presi¬

dent Obregon and Mr. Summerlin was
hastily arranged as soon as the Foreign
Office was advised that such a meeting
was desired by the American Charge
d'Affaires. Mr. Summerlin, accom¬
panied by a Foreign Office representa¬
tive. met the President in Chapultepec
Castie and for more than an hour dis¬
cussed the memorandum with him. The
conference Is said to have been an ex¬
tremely cordial one and it is stated
President Obregon expressed the desire
for an amicable arrangement.

Radical Movement Watched.

During the course of the conversation
Mr. Summeriin Is understood to have
told President Obregon that Mexican
affairs had occupied the United States
State Department for some time, and
that especial concern had been felt in
Washington over rumored Bolghevik ac¬
tivities in Mexico as exemplified by the
recent tragedy In Morelia and the in-1
vasion of the Chamber of Deputies hy
radicals.

President Obregon. according to re-1
ports, is declared to have assured Mr.
Summeriin that the radical movement;
was being watched closely, and that all
safeguards were being taken to prevent
it assuming menacing proportions. Mr.
Summeriin to-day maintained his policy
of reserve, and the only comment he!
would m.^ce on hia conference with
President ^ibregon was that "the meet-1
lug waa extremely pleasant and the
President was moat affable."
As indicative that the Government is

keeping a watchful eye on radicals is a
War Office order iasued laat night di¬
recting the disarming of all civilians in
the State of Mlchoaoan. which daring
the past week hae been the scene of
several serious clashes between Catholics
and Socialists. The Federal troops have
also been ordered to be prepared at all
times to suppress outbreaks.

Japan and the United States. This is
described as In keeping with Japan's
policy frankly to dismiss with the new
Administration in Washington all
problems that arise between Japan and
America. In an endeavor to reach a co¬

operative accord.
The opinion is expressed that Japan

will offer some form of internationaliz¬
ation of the cables affected.

Although Japan will seek a political
arrangement with America, says the Jiji
Shimpo, it thinks the legal matters in¬
volved must be settled between America
and the Allies as a whole.

Washington, May 28..Proposals
from Japan for internationalization of
cables touching at the Island of Yap
probably would be in line with sugges¬
tions made at the communicsi,r>.is con¬
ference. now In recess, It ws' .aid here
to-day. The Japanese neg utors let
it be known then that Japi.n was not
averse to some kind of !. lernationnl
control of the cables, providi d that could
be arranged without Impairing the politi¬
cal control of Japan over the island
under mandate.
American representatives at the con¬

ference were not willing to separate the
issues, preferring to settle once for all
questions as to legality of the mandates
under which Japan holds possession of
Yap, the British occupy Mesopotamia
and British Colonial possessions control
former German owned territories and
Islands.

It was believed the Tokio despatch
had reference to this situation in speak¬
ing of the political as opposed to the
legal issues Involved.

Bo far no move has been made in
TV>shington to begin new exchanges on

the subject. Officials on both sides have
been looking forward to the considera¬
tion of the mandate question at an early
meeting of the Supreme Council in ac¬

cordance with the promise of the French
Government In answer to Secretary Col¬
by's letter on the subject. It was said
that if instructions from Tokio were on

the way to that effect, however, there
was no reason .why another efTort should
not be made to secure a special arrange¬
ment for the Joint or international op¬
eration of the Yap cables, leaving the
Supreme Council to consider the political
question involved in the mandates at its
leisure.

Mustapha Sachir oame to Constanti¬

nople from London, and then, in Jan¬
uary, proceeded to Angora, where he
was discovered. It was alleged. to he
sending letters written In Invisible ink
to the British. Special efforts were
made to secure hs release, with that of
twenty-two officers and civilians now

being detained at Angora, whom the
Turkish Nationalists are holding despite
the release of thirty Turks whorti the
British were holding prisoners at Malta.
A new extraordinary mission of the

Russian Soviet Government has arrived
at Trebirond, on the Blaok Sea. with
Yousouf Kemal, the new Foreign Min¬
ister of the Turkish Nationalist Govern¬
ment, who concluded the Bolshevik-
Turkish Nationalist agreement at Mos¬
cow recently under which It was pro¬
vided the Russian Soviet Moslem troops
in Transcaucasia should join the Na¬
tionalist forces.
The Moscow Government has supplied

additional Artillery for the troops of
Mustapha Kemal Pasha, the Turkish
Nationalist leader, and also $100,000 in
gold as a loan.

MINERS THREATENED
BY BRITISH PREMIER
Delegates Warned to iteach
Agreement or Face New

Compulsory Law.

METHODS SUGGESTED

Owners Refer Government's
Proposals to Districts for

Their Decision.

CONFERENCE AGAIN FAILS

Lloyd George Proposes Grad¬
ual Scaling of Wages Until
Economic Level Is Reached.

Hp the Associated Press.

London, May 28..The Prime Minis¬
ter, Mr. Lloyd George, again met the
executive committee of the miners'
union in his official residence In Down¬
ing Street this morning in an effort to
find a solution of the coal strike which
has been in progress two months.
The conference was not productive of
any immediate progress toward a set¬
tlement, but the miners'*representa¬
tives arranged to meet In their head¬
quarters to diStcuss Mr. Lloyd George s

statement.
The Prime Minister is reported to

have told the miners' delegates that
unless an agreement could be reached
by the miners and the mine ownem
legislation would be introduced to com-
pel both sides to resort to arbitration.
Later Mr. Lloyd George met the mine

owners. Proposals were handed to
both parties for a temporary arraage-
ment leading to a permanent scheme.
The temporary proposals provide for a

gradual scaling down of wages until
they reach an economic level which the
Industry is capable of sustaining, based
on the grant of £10.000,000 from the Ex¬
chequer and surrender by the owners

of the standard profits for three months
in the districts in which Government
assistance is required. The Government
grant, however, will not be given until
irrangements for continuing the agree¬
ment have been arrived at between the
contending parties.
With regard to a permanent scheme,

it is pointed out that if the parties are
unable to agreo on terms for a continu¬
ous period, the matter must be decided
by one of three methods

1. A national wage board to be com¬

posed of an equal number of owners

and miners shall be established under a
neutral chairman.

2. A tribunal of three persons shall
be established to decide the matters at
Issue.

3. The questions in dispute shall be
referred to a single arbitration decision
of a body or person selected, and shall
be binding on both parties for a year
thereafter, subject to three months' no¬
tice by either side.
The determining body shall dccMe:

Wages to be paid at the end of the tem¬
porary period, baaed on the capacity of
the Industry In cash district to pay;
provision for a subsistence wage to the
lowest paid worker; possibilities of In¬
creasing the output, the amount of the
minimum standard wage Itv each dis¬
trict, and the proportion of pro* to
wages In ti]e distribution of the r
of the industry. The dptcrrnlni'
would be required to report t o it
months.
