In
many instances motor travel Is the only
means of reaching some of the gquaint
ilttle resorts tucked away in Inacoessible

notches,
The great growth of boys’ and girls’

camps, In addition to some very luxuri-’

ous private camps, has been a great fac-
tor In bringing whole familles Into the
White Mountaln reglon.

Mount Washington, king of the W‘hlt_a
Mountain range, 1§ New Hampshire's
gtar attraction, the crowning peak In a
range that offers innumerable tralls and
adventurous objectives. For the bold
climber tha precipitous sscent to Tuck-
grman’s Range on the east slde of Mount
Washington ls one of tha dallghta of
New England, and equally hard to mas-
ter are the ascents to Chocorua In the
southern part of the range, Kearsarge a
neighboring peuk and the elimb to the
Frofile at Franconia Netch.

Eaerh community has ita group of
motntains that have well established
and clearly defined trails, At Crawford
Notch there s that historic trall bullt
by the Crawford hrothers in 1820, which
starts at the entrancs to the Notch and
leads the ellmber on over the peaks of
the Presidential Range until the summit
of Mount Washington is reached. White-
field, which commands one of the most
beautiful panoramas of the Presidentlal
Tiange, has many interesting objectives
for the hikers.

Tn going through Crawford Notch on
tha traln attention s always drawn to
the Willey Mountain slide, which de-
siroyed a whok family by that name,
lcaving the house untouched. The
Irankenstein trestle over which tha sin-
gla track of the Malne Central Rallroad
yund I8 one of the mechanical achleve-
wents of the BEast.

Tha White Mountains offer afl of the
fuvarite sports save polo, Fishing Is
unexcelled, and there ara always crowds
goming up to the moantalns late In
May and June for the trout and sal-
mon fishing. Since the opening of the
fishing season motoristsa carrying thelr
squipment have been making thelr
ute the eamps on the lakes and

long the fAshing streams.

The Apunlachlan Mountaln Club has
boen one of the greatest allles of trall
buildlng In the mountsina, In addition
to having opened several tralls on some
of the most prominent mountains this
club has buflt shelter hute and la en-
gaged every year in keeping the tralls
open and in good condition.
