Golfers’ Paradise in Rye Already Used
by Players, and Walls of 400 Room
Hotel Are Now Going Up.

The Westchester Biltmore Country
Clab, which is to occupy the old Hobart
Park estate of 600 acres between the

ages of Harglson and Rye In West-
chester county, ls making rapid progress
townrd completion.
rhut is belng erected at a cost of $6,000,-
000 by John McE, Bowman, will not only
be a great social centre, but also one
where all sports can be enjoyed,

Westchester county ls now regarded
as the golfer's paradise. Vast sums
have been spent In the construction of
club houses where its wealthy restdents
anjoy golf, tennls, polo, and other sports.
On the Westchester Blltmore property
an artifielal luke has been constructed
whera thera will be skating In winter,
Mr. Bowman Is presldent of the corpo-
ration, Gage E. Tarbell, wvige-president,
Charles R. Macdonald second vice-presl-
dent, and Bugene . Miller seoretary-
treasurer,

The sports house hns been completed.
It i= sald to be the most magnificent of
its kind in the country. On Iis terrace
luncheons will be servéd, in the shade
of the maples, and the finish of golf
matches may be seen on two 18th
greens. There are already about eeven
miles of plpe installed for lrrigation,

Looking stralght down from the roof
of the sporta house the eye is refreshed
with a sight of the practica putting-
green. Grass seed was sown last year
and to-day the turf can be played upon.
Experts say that the result of three
vears' work has been achleved in three
months, One hundred persons may In-
dulge in practice play at the same time.

The majority of greens in the two elgh-
teen hola courses can be overlaoked
from the roof of the sports house. A
cloger inspection shows that there 1=
perfect dralnage, so that o shower will
never Interfere with a twosome or four-
some or single. An elaborate system of
frrigation i8 also Installed, In fact,
nothing appeara to be overlooked which
coild possibly add to the perfection of
the courses.

Tha various buildings of the West-
chester Biltmore are to be in the style of
the Italian Rennafssance, The steel
frame of the hotel structure has been
completed and will have 400 rooms and
baths nnd will dominate the highest
point of land. The sporta house, now
completed, has 600 lockers, It adjoina
the peolo fleld, swimming pool, tennis
courts, walks and bridle paths, all of
which are now nearing completion,

One of the golf courses is ‘‘double
parrelled,” with a single barrel shost-
ing both ways. There ara thicty-six
holes in practically the same area as
would be oceupled by a regulation
eightesn holp course.

The sports house, which adjoins the
hotel and Is connected to it by an

Ing the office is the principal lounging
room, which s 36 feet wide and 60 feol
long, This room hag & wooden benmn
celling, rough plaster walls with
trimmings aroungd the windows, and has
a large fireplace at the end. The room
is lighted on three sides by French win-
dows whieh lead to a brick-paved ter-
race.  This terrace commands a most
excellent view of the practice putting
gresn, starting tees and finishing greens
of the two golf courses,

Specinl attention has been glven fo
the lighting and ventl{lation of tha prin-
cipal locker room for men. This room
{8 50 feet In width, & feet In length and
2 fest In height, and contalns 600 steal
lockers of unusual size. Theso leckers
are b feet In helght, thereby glving an
uninterrupted view of the entire room.
The room recelves its light and air on
the two long sldes and across the end,
and a balcony, on which additlonal lock-
ars have been plaved, overlooks three
sides of the room. The walls nnd wood-
work have been finished in a light
French gray and the floors are covered
with a dark green linoleum which har-
monized with the dark green enumel of
the lockers.

On the maln floor of the locker room
and also on the balcony floor are lava-
tories and shower rooms which are fin-
Ished in marble, These are commodi-
ous in size, and are exceptionally well
lighted and ventllated. There s also
a valet's room with modern equlpment
for the drying, pressing and cleaning of
clothes,

Off the entrance loggin and reached
by a stairway enclosed In glass Is the
ladles' lounge room and locker room. In
tha ladies’ locker room are 100 steel
lockers and adeéquate toilet and shower
facilities, A feature of the Indiss’ shower
room {8 the small private dressing room
connected with each shower.
