Columbia University announced yes¬

terday Its annual list of prize awards,
medals and honors, given in recogni¬
tion of distinguished achievement in I
the fields of literature and Journalism
art and music, science, law and archi¬
tecture, and In the work of the various
university departments. The money
awards, either In cash or in annual in¬
come. total about $30,000.

To Mrs. Edith Wharton was awarded
a $1,000 Pulitzer prize for her novel,!
"The Age of Innocence," as "the;
American novel published during the;
year which oes* presented the whole¬
some atmosphere of American life,
and the highest standard of American
manners and manhood. '

The Pulitzer Prize in journalism, a

gold medal valued at $600, "for the most
disinterested and meritorious public ser-
vice rendered by any American news-
paper during the year," was awarded to
the Boston Post for Its part in the expo-
sltion of the Ponzl frauds.
For the best example of a reporter's

work during the year, the test being
strict accuracy, terseness, the accom-
pllshment of some public- good command¬
ing public attention and respect. Louis
Seibold of the staff of the World re-
ceived a $1,000 prise for his Interview
with President Wilson, published in the
World on June 18, 1920.
Zona Gale, author of "Miss Lulu Bett,"

received the Pulitzer Prize of $1,000 "for
the American original play, performed
In New York, which shall best represent
the educational value and power of the
stage In raising the standard of good
morals, good taste and good manners."
