William T. Tilden, who holds
the American and British champion-'
ships on grass courts, was the great1
attraction, and he defeated the Span-
lsh expert, Eduardo Flaquer, in a four
set match, in which his superiority
was marked.

Mrs. Molla Bjurstedt Mallory and
Miss Slgourney of the American con¬

tingent showed good form and won

their matches handily.
Tllrten dominated In the match in

which he and Arnold Jones met the
French champion Jean 3. A. Azeullh and
his team mate M. Blanchy, another well
rated French player. TUden displayed
form superior to anything he had shown
tl us fe,- In France and broke up all the
attacks of the French pair, which were

largely directed against young Jones.
Hl« boy partner ably seconded him, al¬
though Tilden made two-thirds of the
shots and covered three-fourths of the
court, the crowds frequently applauding
his magnificent drlyes and placements.

ease, cheering Flaquer each time a point
was scored for htm. Some criticism
was also heard of Tllden, the complaint
being that he was not extending him¬
self. The American, however, was given
a great cheer when, after the Spaniard
had a point called against him for an

After Ion? deliberation the women's
advisory committee of the United States
I/awn Tennis Association, of which Mrs.
George W. Wlghtman is chairman, an¬

nounced yesterday a revised national
ranking of women tennis players for
the season of 1020. Although the orig¬
inal ranking occasioned considerable dis¬
cussion at the annual convention In Feb¬
ruary and was referred to the women's
committee for consideration, the ques¬
tion of possible revision long had been
forgotten by leading women players, and
the news will come as a decided surprise
to many of them.a welcome surprise
to those.whose rating has been boosted,
an unwelcome one perhaps to those who
find a lower position in the ranking list

Undoubtedly the women's committee
found good reason for the revisions af¬
ter a reconsideration of the tournament
data of 15)20, but it is to be regretted
that the announcement was delayed un¬

til after the ranking list had been pub¬
lished in the official annual tennis guide.
It Is understood that the women com¬

mittee members have found it difficult
to arrange the meetings that would be
convenient for all concerned.

There Is no change in the first six
places as originally listed, but Miss Ma¬
rie Wagner, who was seventh, lias been
moved back to No. 10, being passed by
Miss Helene Pollak (now Mrs. Edwin
A. Falk), Miss Edith Sigourney and
Miss Florence Ballin. The latter ad¬
vances from fourteenth place to ninth.
Miss Marguerite Davis of Kansas City
has gained five places In the list, going
from seventeenth to twelfth, Miss I^eslle
Bancroft of Boston has been shifted
from twelfth to thirteenth and Miss
Margaret^rove from tenth to four¬
teenth.
Perhaps the biggest change of all af¬

fects the rating of Mrs. Edward V.
Lynch. Eastern New York State cham¬
pion, who is at No. 16 Instead of No. 27.
Miss Molly D. Thayer of Philadelphia
has dropped from thirteenth to seven¬
teenth place, but Mrs. Rawaon Wood
has advanced from twenty-ninth position
to No. II. Several players not Included
in the original ranking are named on

the revised list. They are Miss Caroma
Winn and Miss Lillian Scharman of
New York, Miss Evelyn Senvey of Kan¬

The first time a brook trout
fisher connects up with a rainbow he Is apt
to stnnd In open mouthed amazement and
gaze lmpotently, forgetting that he has hold
of a rod.

International Congress
Adopts Rugby Football

Drops Yachting and Rifle
Shooting From Programme.
Geneva, May 29..Tho congress of

the International Amateur Athletic Fed¬
eration held its final session to-day. J.
S. Edstrom of Sweden was reelected
president by acclamation. The new
council is composed of Frantz Reichel,
France; Frederick W. Rublen, secretary
of the Amateur Athletic Union, United
States: J. G. Merrick. Cannda; H. J.
Barclay. Groat Britain, and M. Strako-
witz, Hungary.
The congress adopted Rugby football

as part of tho Olympic programme. It
decided to recognize only open air Jump¬
ing and throwing records and revised
the regulations regarding the Javelin,
discuss and weight throwing.

Recognition of the world's record for
the 4 2 kilometre Marathon race la dis¬
continued because it has been found
impossible to standardize the routes.
The International Amateur Athletic

Federation standard for the Javelin was

adopted, and amateur federations are
hereafter prohibited from allowing pro¬
fessionals to use their tracks and other
facilities.

Frosldent Edstrom and Mr. Rubirn
were reelected delegates to tho inter¬
national Olympic committee and In¬
structed to express at tho Lausanne
athletic congress the wish that the Olym¬
pic committee extend Its jurisdiction to
all amateur sports and that the com¬

mittee be composed of delegates nom¬
inated by the national Olympic com¬

mittees. Thoy were also Instructed to
vote against riflo shooting, yachting and
optional sports on tho Olympic pro¬
gramme.

Mr. Rublen received a vote of thanks
for the great amount of preliminary
work he had done. The next congress
will be held at the time of the 1924
Olympiad.

Acceptance as world's records of all
but seven of the American track and
field records submitted to tho Interna¬
tional Amateur Athletic Federation was

announoed by Mr. Rublen, secretai-y of
the .Amateur Athletic Union.
