Doctor Silences Fears About
Health of Scientist.

Fears that radlum rays had affected
the health of Mmea Curle were declared
to be groundless In & report lssued yes-
terday by Dr. Edward H. Rogera. With
Dr. Samuel Lambert, he has becn in at-
tendance upon Mme. Curle since she be-
gan to show slgns of unusual weakness,
Dr. Rogers had Just recelved the report
of the analysls of Mme. Curis's blood
and he was emphatic in stating that
there was no Indication of anmmia,
though it did show an anemic condition.
This 1s due not to her associatlon \prlth
rvadlum rays but to her long and con-
tinued laboratory work, he said.
