effort to win the seventeenth as well,
but Miss Winn's putting was Just too
steady for her.

Miss Cummings looks to me to have
tho makings of a champion. I like her
nice upright swing, which is so well
under control, and she can do with nil
her clubs what many women can do with
none of them, namely, get the ball well
into the air.

No American Golfers
in French Title Play

Crraxtitxy, France, june 1..Play In
the French amateur golf championship
tournament was begun here to-day withoutany of the ten American golfers who
had been expected to play in tho matches
appearing. Charles Evans of Chicago
was the only one of the Americans formallyto scratch his name from the list,
.".ml the French touinarrt' nt officials were
somewhat mystified when the other
American* did not appr ir.
The offl dais expressed regret at the

failure of the Americans to notify them
that they would not compote In the tournament.thus disorganizing the programmeat the last minute.

I.ater the tournament officials explainedthat the placing of the nameg of
the Amorlcan golfers on the entry list
was due to a "misunderstanding." The
French golfer Castel. the officials said,1
went to Hoylake last week during the
British golf championship tournament
and wrot" to the Chantllly Club, saying
he would bring the Americans with hlrn
snd asking that they be entered. Tho
officials, he -ever, admitted the Americansnever ha been formally entered,
although their « -posed promise to Castelhad been cos slu-r^d by the French to
be tantamount to f irmai entry.

Kvans. wlu-n ho 1 arned that he was
expected In Chantllly, telegraphed to-day
from Paris hla regrets that an attack of
rheumatism would prevent his playing.
It la known lure that ltobcrt T. <Bohby>
