Despite All This. Lad of 12
Walks Out, a Discharged

Patient.

For the common run of mortals to
be shot In the heart mea*ts death. But
a twelve-year-old boy who Is out of
the common run walked out of the
Paterson tN. J.) General Hospital yesterdayafternoon and went home, a dischargedpatient, carrying five No. 7
shot In his heart and sixteen or eighteenin his lungs as well. While he was

under the X-ray tit the hospital the
surgeons could plainly see the little
leaden balls embedded In the pectoral
muscles and moving back and forth
with each beat.
The boy is i^awronce Hettcrneia or

Bloomingdale- He and Tommy Yateman,fi years old, a neighbor's boy,
were playing with a shotgun on the
afternoon of May 1. At one stage of
the sport l.awrence stood off thirty
feet and Tommy pointed the gun at

him- Unexpectedly, it went off.
The Setterfield boy received a large

part of the contents of the shell, loaded
with bl"-d«hot. In his breast. Hemorrhage
from the lungs proved that those organshad been perforated. The bov was

hurried to the hospital. For several
(lays he lay between life and death.
Examination, when the surgeons were
able to make It, disclosed shot in both
lungs.at least sixteen of them. Those
which had penetrated only the skin and
exterior muscles were extracted. The
others, as is often the case when a

foreign body Is lodged within the humanframe, it was thought best to leave
for the attention of nature.
Fven the surgeons were astonished

when they came to turn the X-r»y on
the region of the heart. Five of the
shot had plumped between the ribs and
stopped in the muscles of the heart
Itself, sbout four Inches beneath the
skin. As the muscle contracted and
expanded in pumplike motion the pellets
of lead moved with it. Temporarily at
least they were doing no harm. Ths.v
could not be extractor) without almost
certainly causing death. There was a

bare chance that the boy might live as
he was.
The surgeons decided to leave the shot

alone. For some time the patient's conditioncontinued to be critical. But after
a week or two he began to mend, and
continued to get better until he was able
to walk about the ward,, and finally to
go ha- k to his parents. His own feet
carried him out of the hospital to an automobileyesterday.
Members of the hospital staff recalled

one case in medical history of a man
who was discharged from a hospital
with a pistol hullet In his heart, hut they
did not know what became of him sftetward.They make no prediction as to
the future of Lawrence Betterfleld, but
have every hope that he will grow up
and outlive many a man who has no
extra burden of load to carry.

Airmail Finds Pueblo Is
Partly Submerged.Hears

of Panic and Peril.

BRIDGES WASHED AWAY

Colorado South of the Springs;
Described as Ghostly No

Mail's Land.

Denver, June 4..An airplan6 view j
of the Pueblo flood disaster was

brought to Denver late to-day by WilliamA. Klmsey, pilot, who flew to
Pueblo with staff correspondents of
the Associated Tress and the Rocky
Mountain Xcws.
After circlinsr above the stricken citv

to make an accurate appraisal of the
havoc wrought by the flood, Kimsey
and his passengers landed in the out- j
skirts of Pueblo, being the flrst personsfrom the outside world to reach
the scene of the catastrophe.
Following his return to Denver af- ,

ter a daring flight, much of which
was accomplished t'hrough low hangingclouds which obscured the earth
completely at times, Kimsey detailed \'
the conditions at Pueblo as he saw

from the air and he heard of them
from refugees who flocked about his
plane after he landed at the State Fair
Grounds.
"Krcm an altitude of about 1.000 feet."

said Kimsey, "the business district of '

Pueblo looked like a soa of mud and r

water. The district which 1 know well 1
from other flights over, the city was t

hardly recognizable on account of vast ,

piles of debris. ^
