by the Appellate Division of the SupremeCourt in Brooklyn The court
reversed the decision of Justice Keogh
g* the Supreme Court, who on October
J4 last declared the ordinance to bo
unconstitutional.
Mayor Kincaid said lart night that

!n view of the new decision all the defendantswould be taken before the
City Court again on 'he original
charge. This may bo made Impossible,
for Arthur G. Hays, attorney for the
three directly concerned in the case

before the Brooklyn court, announced
when the decision was made known
that would go to the Court of AppealsAnd, if necessary, to the United
States Supreme Court.

Blanche N. Hays of Now Jlochelle;
Thomas F. Doyle of Mount Vernon and
yvullom G. Chambers of Mount Vernon.
JMayor Klncaid, who had been trying
ttO «top the unlimited oratory of Social[sta,had refused to give them a permit
tor open air meeting. They started

meeting anyway, bat were arrested,
jlboy took the matter before Justice

iSfeogh on a writ of habeas corpus, and
-ordered their discharge. He said that

Jtt® ordinance requiring speakers to get
permit from the Mayor was unreasonedbecause It was a "one man power

*Wfllnanoe."
The case went to th.s Appellate Divisionon appeal from the city of Mount

Vwnon. The decision, wkrltten by JusticeHarrington Putnam, dismissed tho
Urlt of habeas corpus. In writing the
opinion of the court he suld that the
ordinance clearly cams within the terms
of the city charter, in which the Legislatureempowered the Common .Council
of Mount Vernon to enact ordinance
regulating the use of the streets for
holding public meetings.

"Hence," said the opinion, "public
speaking upon tho streets whs only allowableafter such leave. Without any
permit from the Mayor and against his
refusal thereof a meeting could not be
lawfully held. . . .

"Withholding permits for speaking in
streets or parks, therefore, does not deny
the right of free speech. It follows that
these relators. In mistaken assertion of
their supposed rights, were actually
breaking a valid ordinance, so that In Its
enforcement an arrest was In the lawful
exercise of the police power. *

"Even |f discrimination against a politicalparty were suspected, those who
felt discriminated against could not take
the law Into the own hands and, bv such
assemblage, defy this city ordinance. If
a permit be improperly withheld its Issuancemay be compelled through mandamus."

Thomas, editor of The "World. To-inorrow,
attempted on October 13 last to road the
constitutional gua.-antees of free speech
on a Mount Vernon street corner and
were arrested. The meeting was managedby the Civil I-ilbertics Union. Dr.
Holmes charged Mayor Klncald with
enforcing the ordinance against 8#elal1stand Farmer-Labor speakers but not
against Democrats and Republicans. A
few days later, after Justice Keogh had
given Ills decision as to Mrs. Hays and
Messrs. Chambers and Doyle, all the
defendants were discharged.

BULLARD REGRETS END

General Reviews Men of II

Regiments in Park.
Major-Oeneral Robert Lee Bullard,

commanding the Second Corps Area, expressedregret yesterday that New York
State must abandon Its plan for the
military training of civilian workers and
students an a result of the repeal of the
military commission laws. The General
was the reviewing officer at Central Park
when the men of cloven regiments In the
New York zone paraded under the commandof Major Albert H. Dyer, supervisorof military training for reserve
and National Guard officers In this State.

"It Is certainly regrctable that this
fine thing must be abandoned, and
especially so In New York State," suld
Gen, Hullard after tho review. "The
Government Is unable to afford the men
the training at nil times to the degree
desirable U we would properly safeguard
our national Interest*. This military
training for nn hour or two each week
Ih a fine thlni? for the men ami boya
In makln* them ready always for national
service, and It* mark will be on Uieui
for the reat of their lives."
The review marked the end of the

State's military training programme.
