The additional appropriations ^re

made to carry out the plan Mr. Carji.egie had when founding the Institute of
Technology, which originally included
the Carnegie Institute. The Carnegie
Institute, which includes the fine arts. 1

museum and library departments of the
earlier institute of technology was set
apart after the Institute of Teehology
had entirely outgrown its original scope.
The trustees believe that making part

of the present appropriation contingent
upon support from the communities
which it serves will do much to enlist
popular support and bring about a quickeningof sympathetic relations between
the institute and the public at large.

Dr. James A. Angel!, president of the
Carnegie Corporation, said :

"The appropriation which Carnegie
Corporation is making for Carnegie Instituteand Carnegie Institute of Technologyat Pittsburgh is in mere financial
magnitude one of the greatest gifts ever

offered to an American community, but
what is far more, important, we believe
that the manner in which it is to be consummatedpromises rich returns to our
citizens carrying out the spirit of the
founder of the Institutes, who desired
that they should be rooted deeply in the
affections and appreciation of the
public."
