an Interview Dbefore hls departure
from Berlin for Salzburg, where ha In-
tends conducting an open air theatre
this summer. “In =o far as T reach
the masses I succeed, and in so far as
I restrict my public to a small group

of super critles, satiated In the salon
drama, T fall"

It is not surprising, therefore, that
Max Relnhardt is now expanding h!s
medium to Include moving pletures,
and beginning with a book which
gives him an Infinite fleld for oper-
ations—NMilton’s “Paradise Lost." One
of his leading actors, Jannings, wha
was Henry VIHI, in “Anne Boleyn,"
will play the title role of Satan.

Max Reinhardt has his own moving
pleture company and will produce en-
tirely as his fancy leads. For the
purely commerclal side, however, he
has joined the newly formed Big Fonr
Trust heade® by the Ufa Comparv
and Ernst Lubitsch, a group In clo<e
contact with the Famous Playeras of
America,

In Berlln Reinhardt wears the titla of
professor. But he is not a professorial
type. He 158 no theorist, nor s he
trammeled with pedantry. He la after
results—and every medium that puts
his ldeas across Is for him germana
and permissible, The moving pleture
problem la much on hla mind and he
in attempting to aedapt his dramatle
meathods to reach the same general pub-
e that goes to the pletures as well
as the old theatregoing publle. Rein-
hafdt has alwnys wanted to rench the
people, and when ha falls to do so he
does not abuse them for lgnorance or
want of appreciation, but slmply casts
about for a better medium,

Filmn Not Made for Stars.

About the competition of moving ple-
tures he sald: ‘'We producers ars not,
thank God where some of vours in
America now are. Wo are not ohliged
to stage plays on Broadway simply to
but over o fllm with a pretty star, Wa
must, however, compets with the film
producers for many of the same actors
and for the same publie, and this is
not always easy. We cannot pay ac-
tors a twentleth of what some of them
get from the film producera.”

Jannings, for example, has a film In-
come of something like 20,000 marks a
week, & year'a Income for many aclors.
He still continues to play In the
Deutsche Theatre, but remarks jok-
Ingly that he can hardly afford the
luxury,

“The diffieulty for us to-day.” sald
Reinhardt, “is that we cannot com-
mand the time of our actors as we
did before. Most of them try to ot
for the stago and motlon pictures at
the same time. Much of the success
of my undertakings la due to ths fact
that I have had a group of stars about
ms without glving way to the star sys-
tem. They were ready to play a lend-
ing part In one play and an entirely
Inslgnifieant role In another.

“To-day those who show fidelity to
the stage do o in the expectation that
in return for thelr sacrifice they will
receive leading parts. When they are
disappointed in this many of them go
ov'er to the movies altogether.

‘For this reason,” ha continued, *I
found tho functlons of manager and
produce* becoming 100 complex and hur-
densoms. Finally 1 decided to turn
over most of the business side of it to
my  colleagus, Fallx Hollander (also
known as a playwright). 1 now nm
glving most of my time to the cholce of
plays and their production.”

Reinhardt does not regard the moving
pleture as a serioun competitor of thae
stage In Germany, While it has no doubt
closed many insignificant thentres, there
is compensation because the directors of
those that remaln are compelled to make
&n added effort to reach the public,

Reinhardt, with all his siill in faount-
ing minlature chamber plays intended
for the melect well 1o do public, has
nonea the less made no secret of hiy con-
stant effort to find mediums to reach
And to express the soul of the people, Ha

Sees Publle Always Same.

Planys Favored by Relnhardt,

Among thoe plays Reinhardt now re-
gurds favorably his drumatie eritie
mentioned the following: “Life Ts a
Dream,” by Calderon; “Hannlbal" by
Grabbe; “Orpheus in the Underworld,”
by Offenbach: “King Lear" and Schill-
ers’ “Tha Robbers."

Relnhardt has long made his plays a
revolutionary force both in the drama
and indirectly politleally, When asked
It he, with most of the German people,
has developed u distaste for social ex-
perimonts he repled, “Not at all, al-
though 1 do not regurd the stage as a
place to preach sermons.”

| Mr. Greena's first plcture, taken at

| Hyde Park Corner, was shown to a photo-

found to be lving in a state of poverty.
Through the assistance of Will Day and
others in the motion pleture Industry he
was helped out of his difficulties and a
position wns found for him with a color
photographlec company, with which he
was connected when he dled.
