The hero, Andre Louls Mopeau, Wi
reputed to be the son of his proteéctor,
Quinton de Kercadiren, Lord of Gavril-
in Hrittany. The author says of
hitn: “He wans born with a gift of
mughter and n sense that the world
was mad.  And that wap all his patrl-
mony.” He was a member of the Lit-
arary Chamber of Rennes. Here the
ttellectual youth of France met to
diseuss the new philosophies which
were permenting  social life. Andre
wis nopevery popular In this group of
theorizts, for his sharp tongue had a
gift for punciuring ideahstic bubbles.
Above all other things he prided him-
self orf his air of philosuphlec detach-

ment,

A mere trifle changea the entire
current of his life, A peasant named
Mabey was shot for poaching by a

pamekeeper of the Marquis de la Tour
d"Azyr.

The
Marquis challenged him to a duel and
deliberutely  killed him, "because he
had & dangerous gift of elogquence.”
This little incident made Andre dedi-
cate himself to vengeance.
