Dust Explosions.

Greater Care In the Use of Ulertrte
Lamps Urged.

Faulty electrical Installations and Inadequateprotection constitute & serious
Are and dust explosion hazard Iti dusty
industries, say specialists of the United
States Department of Agriculture In Do-
partment Circular .171. "A Recently !»rvalopedDye. Explosion anil Fire lias-
ard." To prove that lire and explosions
may be caused by electric lamps the
Department specialists conducted a so-

ries of experiments Hi the laboratories
of a large lamp manufacturing company

All eloctrlo lamp* In places where
explosive dusts are present should bo
equipped with vapor proof globes, protectedby heavy guards to prevent
breakage. Many of the dangerous practices,such as the use of open wiring,
drop coMs, unprotected lights, 4c., can
be eliminated by modern Installation
methods.
The bulletin says explosions have occurredas a result of lowering Into a

bin an unprotected electric lamp attachedto a cord. The lamp may swing
against the side of the bin. and If the
globe is broken the hot filament In the
lamp Is exposed for an instant and the
surrounding dust cloud Ignites.

It Is believed that any combustible
dust If allowed to collect on the lamp
In sufficiently thick layers end remain
long enough will Ignite. The Ignition
of the duat Is probably due to the fact
that the very chaffy dusts collect on

the globe where they form a blanket
which prevents radiation of the heat
generated In the lamp and raises the
temperature or the bulb to the ism-
tlon temperature of the dust.
Some of the dusta eeem to melt or

congeal and form on the globe a cruet
which does not burn readily. During
tha recent dust explosion prevention
campaign about twenty cases were ro-'
ported where explosions or fire waa supposedto hare been etarted by the ignitionof dust which had Bottled on the
lamp or by the accidental breaking of
the bulb In dusty atmosphere.
Under ordinary conditions, with the

small lamps commonly used In Indus-
trial plants and with free circulation
of air about the globe, the specialists
believe it unlikely that flro will start
readily. They recommend, however,
that all electrlo lamps be equipped with
vapor proof globes. The atralght side,
vapor proof globe which prevent* the
Accumulation of dust on the lamp may
bo used to maintain a low temperature.
The use of drop cord* and the so-called
extension or portable lampe Is probably
the most common and objectionable
practice and should be el.roleiatcd as

far as possible.
