Another tennis titla fell to the prow-
es3 of Vincent Richards yesterday when
hs won the Brookiyn champlonship at
the Terrace-Kings County Tennis Asso-
clatlon, The youthful star of the courts
won dAecisively, just as he has done In
every match he has played zince the
start of the outdoor season. In stralght
mote he dw of Fraderick C. Ander-
Agn, there for n defeat at the
Lands of his uppoml during the
ecaaon, The score was 6—0, 6—4, 6—4.

A large, appreciative :sllery wltnnud
the match, probably the largest gather-
fing the ulub has yet accommodated, and
the tennia furnighed was fast enough to
gatiefy the most exacting. Anderson led
at no time in any of the three sets, but
nfter a slow start kept trav-
«iling st his best gpeed to keep his ad-
vantage. Richards, with his superb vol-
leving, skilful placing and ree
fiom difficult angles, caught the eye of
the crowd from the time the matlch got
under way, yet his jlay after the first

v, He was netting the ball tuu
often and driving out of , and An-
derson was doing tha same and with
sreater frequency. Most of the errors,
however, were excuseble under the con-
citions, for a strong wind blew clouds
of dust over tha pl area and often
swepl into the net or out of court strokes
thnt ordinarily would have gone through
for placement. All through the match
the wind bothewd the finalists consider-
ably and aceounted for rather short
rallles,

Richards almnst swept Anderson off
the ecourt In the first sst, He settled
down aqulekly te his best tennls and
counted six games in a row before An-
derson could approach anything like his
true form. Hea was catching Anderson
aut of position time and again, forcing
him to plunge after the ball to make
g returns, and errors came frequently
aoff Anderson’s racquet. Tt was s ons-
sided at that stage that Anderson
counted oply 5 polnts to 24 for Rll:ham
in the set and made 17 errors to 2.

Anderson Rallies.

After that the wind gained In velooity
and Richards found It more difficult to
Yeep the ball within bounds. Anderson
rallled splend!dly, taking the aggressive
by following service to the net and hit-
tlng with better judgment of distance
and angles. They won on service in the
second get untll the soventh game, when
Tiehards broke through on Anderson’s
errors, The latter, however, evened the
soore by forelng Tlehards to drop his
geryice for the firet time in the mateh,
and the score was 4 all.

He tnerensed his lead to 4—2 in the next
aame, and held that advantage to the
ond.

MULDOON'S EDICT

Glove Wielders Fear That New
York Will Be Closed to
Them.

If tha Incoming Boxing asl
puts luto effect the vlm expressed by
Willlam Muldoon, who will M the chair-
man of the new organisation, boxers
and wrestlers who expect to operate In
the Fmplre State declare that they an-
ticipate lively times. So far as wreatling
is congerned, that sport will come to a
complete stoppage, and it many of the
glove wielders who, according to the
chalrman, are “preying on the publle™
when they should be engaged In some
usefu! work, are compelled to cut out
hoxing, tha ranks of tha pumillsts will
be materinlly reduced, if not completely
eliminated.

Mr. Muldoon has mnot outlined any
definite line of actlon, and adds that he
will consuit with his colleagues before
declding on a course of procedure.

It will be decidedly Interesting to
learn of the method to be employed by
the commlission to prevent young men
earning a livelihood through thelr skill|
a= boxers, Tt wonld seanm that an 'm-|
portant question of nenstitutlonal rights
s involved. If s man is told that he
cannot bax for a iiving, but must find |
soma other means of sainlng a sub-
sistence, then it would ba in order to
tell baseball playera to stop “preying on
the public” and go to work in some

Billiard experts like Hopge, Cochran,
Schaefer and Horemans could be or
dered to drop that form of “preying on
the publie” and engage In sume other
avocation.

Automobila and bloycle racers could
be compelled ‘to take up blacksmithing
or some similar occupation

Frofessional golfers could be insiruct-

ed to saw wood for a living amd profes-

slonal yachtsmen might be directed to
go ashors and work out thelr swlvation
as land lubbers. *

In fact, if the State Boxing Commis-
slon has the power to prevent a man
sngaging in boxing as a profession with
the ebject of making a living, then the
-tato authorities can take similar action
| ugalnst professional athletes in other
branches of sport,

Il the new Boxing Commission under-
' takes any such drastic action (and pos-
glbly Chairman Muldeon's views may be
modified later on) there are two
imethods open to the commission. Ome
would be for the leense committes to
refuse additlonal sanctions to hoxera,
managers, saconds, trainers and judges,
and 'to revoke the leenses that bLave
been lesued so generously by the outgo-
Ing comimission.

Quite naturally, men wio were quall-
fied to apply for a license (n accordance
with the Walker law provisions would
ask for & verdict by a court of law,

The other mathod would be to reduce
the prices of seats In boxing clubs to so
low a flgure that the clubs would be
rompelled to close thelr doors.

Thin also would savor of Invasion of
rights under a Stats law, and would
lead to Utigution.

Mr. Mulioon says tust wrestlers and
boxers will be “profected in  their
rights,” but if the commission is to

select a few boxers and wrestlers to
appeur befora the publle it would smack
of class legislation, with the certainty
wl more litigation.

In substance, If tha plan as gleaned
from Muldoon's remarks Is to be carrled
out, It would be better for all concerned
to repeal the Walker law.
