Jr., both the President and Mrs. Hardingand the Vice-President and Mrs.
Coolidge went on to Grasslands for
the reception. The Coolidges lingered
and enjoyed the fan, but the Hardings
had yet another big party on for the
evening and stayed only long enough
to congratulate the young couple and
exchange greetings with a few of their
friends. The other party was the receptionwhich the Metropolitan Club
gave for them.which was a big event
to the club, even though the members
Insisted that it was "Just a little family
party" and that they were not asking
outsiders at all. And as a matter of
fact they stuck pretty closely to that
idea.

President Harding has been a member
of the club almost as long as he has
been In- Washington. It is the club to
which about every man of position in
Washington belongs. And the board of
governors book the stand that this receptionwas simply one for a fellow club
member to which only club members
should be asked. Instead of formal engravedca'ds members received neatly
typed notices, which were chiefly remarkablobecause they conveyed the
Information that they were privileged

Wedding of MIm Hoar.

Probably the most generally Interestingevent of the week, so far as official
society was concerned, was Miss Hoar's
wedding. For not only are the Hoar
girls distinctly belles, and interesting in
their own right, but Washington is interestedin them for the sake of their
father Snd mother, to say nothing of
their stepfather, and their grandfather
as well. For the late Senator Hoar,
grandfather of Wednesday's bride,
had been nearly forty years In Congress,
serving both as ReDresentatlve nrrl ns

Senator from Massachusetts, when he
died in 1904. And Rockwell Hoar, his
son, and father of the Misses Hoar, who
died several years before his father, had
served in the House of Representatives,
and afterward on Federal boards. His
widow and his two little daughters made
their home with Senator Hoar, and after
his death Mrs. Rockwell Hoar continued
to spend her winters In Washington until
she ultimately was married to RepresentativeFrederick Gillett of Massachusetts,now Speaker of the House. That's
a long and honorable record for official
Washington.

It had been freely predicted that the
girls would marry into the Diplomatic
Corps and there was surprise when a
few months ago the Speaker and Mrs.
Gillett announced the engagement of the
elder of the two, Miss Frances, to a
perfectly good American, of the same
