The Rev. E. C. Dinwlddie, until recentlyexecutive agent of the Anti-SaloonLeague and at present actively engagedin prohibition work with other or-

sanitations, to-day delivered an attack
on Wayne B. Wheeler, general counsel
for the Anti-Saloon League, charging
that Mr. Wheeler's obstinacy and bad
Judgment will result in flooding the
country with beer.the real stuff with
authority to it.

Mr. Dinwiddie said to The New York
Herald he had been in the prohibition
business a good deal longer than Mr.
Wheeler and was still a prohibitionist,

4 but that it was time some common sense
was exercised in dealing with the sub-

He said he voluntarily resigned from
the Anti-Saloon League and now is the
head of the International Temperance
Bureau, the legislative agent of the Or-
der of Good Templars, another prohi-
bttion organization, and is connected
with other national temperance societies.
He said his field of activity is broader
than that of the Anti-Saloon League.
He believes the Volstead anti-beer bill,

loaded down as it is with other controversialmatters, is likely to be defeated
in the House or Senate because of the
uncompromising attitude of the Anti-
Saloon League.

"Wheeler loads'
up this bill with all sorts of provisions
striking st tne foundations of legitimate
business ani then expects Congress to
give It clear passage. He expects the
Impossible. The course he favors will
hurt law and enforcement."

States is not going to be an actual fact

people must display patience and sound
reasoning to bring about a cure through
egislation for liquor eviis.

"In trying to load the anti-beer bill v.itli
a lot of controversial measures" meant
almost sure defeat for the n»w Volstead
measure. It was his prediction after
talking with members of the House
Rules Committee and leaders In the
House, that If the bill Is presented to
the House with the restrictions on the
commercial use of alcohol and other
> lauees embarrassing to legitimate industry.it will be defeated. Mr. Dinwiddlesaid the prospctH for the bill in
the Senate were even more gloomy.
"The Senate is sure to block this bill

in Its present form," he continued,
"That bod., is more deliberate in Its
handling of such matters, and there is
slight chance that Senators will consent
to rush through a measure which alms
a blow at industries of their own constituents.

ruled otherwise. Nor can the Treasury

HAYWARD WARNS OF
BOOTLEG GRAFTERS

His Office Used by Persons
Who Promise RumProtection.

Col. William Hayward, United States

Attorney, made public yesterday a letter
received from Attorney-General Daugherty,warning: him and the public against
the operations of certain persoins wrongfullyrepresenting themselves to be in
some way connected with the AttorneyGeneral'soffice or the Department of
Justice.

Col. Hayward intimated that the warningshould be taken at its full value by
any persons disposed to offer protection
to persons engaged in illicit liquor trafficby presuming to have a connection
with any part of the Federal machinery.
Reports that such practices have beer,
indulged in have readied Col. Hayward
and his assistants as well as AttorneyGeneralDaugherty. In some cases, it
was said, the suggestions of protection
have come from persons wno once wore,
but no longer are, connected with the
office or staff of the United States Attorneyhere. In other cases the impostorsnever have had any official connectionwith the departmenet here or
elsewhere. The Attorney-General's letter
to Col. Hayward follows: ,

"For some time I havebeen hearing!
reports regarding certain persons purportingto represent the Department of
Justice and trie Attorney-General in New
York city. I have heard the names of
the persons making such representations.Some of them I have known for
several years, and some of them I have
no acquaintance with and do not know
who they are. It is difficult to detect
the. motives of such persons, but some
of them you can suspect.
"Now you are the District Attorney

for the Southern District of New York
and the representatiye of the Departmentof Justice in New York, and no
other person except such as may be expresslydelegated by you is authorised
to represent the Department of Justice
in your district. I think the newspapers
would be willing to let. it be known that
this work is going on and representationsare being made by persons who
are under suspicion and probably by
persons who do not mean well.

"If you see fit to do so you may make
public the contents of this letter. And
you may say further that any persons
claiming to represent the Department of
Justice, the Attorney-General or you. or

any person under you. who arc not able
to present proper i rerlenttals, those to
whom such repree'-n1 ations are made arc

at liberty to wire this department or

make inquiry of you, in order that no
innocent person may be imposed upon.
1 think you fully understand my meaningand appr" iate the necessity for the
protection of the public and the Departmentof Justice."
