The largust ringle gift
wis o bequest of $100,000 under the will
of the lnte Mrs, Barah Burd McLean of
Philadelphin, Another bequest of $25.000
was under the will of the late J, Henloy
Smith of the class of 15863, and still
ancther of $20,000 under the will of
Edward G. Roberts of the class of 15881,

Five new scholarships also were an-
nounced, all from the bequest of Mr.
Smith in memory of two grandfathers,
a great-grandfather, his father, Jona-
than Bayard Harrison Smith, and him-
self, each to consist of the Income from
$5,000. Ne special qualifications or con-
dit'ons were announced.
