Country Club did an even foetter feat
over the Old course. He went around
in 70, thus beating by a stroke the 71
done some years ago by George Duncan
and by the late Willie Smith of the

i Mexico Country Club.
Furthermore, fourteen of the sixteen

^Americans qualified, and they had two
of their entries in the first three ot the
.field.
How longr the record of Barnes will

remain unbeaten It would be rash to
say. for the Old course is in wonderful
order, with plenty of grass on the
greens. and if the fine, still weather continuessomebody may well get into the

isixties.
However, sufficient for the day is the

.record thereof, and Barnes played
graiidly. He played thirty-five shots
With his putter and thirty-five with all
his other clubs combined. At the second
hole he took three putts. On the long
fifth hole he "hit two gorgeous shots with
.his wooden clubs ajid then ran down
*« fairly long putt for a three. At thfc
seventeenth, where is the fatal road
tijat cost Chick Evans so dearly yesterday,Barnes discreetly played snort

Hutchison Plays Beautifully.
Hutchison likewise played beautifully,

and whenever I saw him he was going
straight down the middle, and never
looked like anything else. 1 was particularlyImpressed with his putting: his
club passed over the ground so smoothly
and truly.
Bobby Jones looked rather III pleased

with himself at the end of the round.
He had no cause to do so. for he did the
same score as yesterday.76.and he
played very well. Score play seems to
suit him better than match play, and
his going now strikes me as that of the
finest amateur golfer living. X hope and
believe he will do well in this championship.

Both men were In
form. Mitchell's driving was so long
that to see him was to see golf made
absurdly easy.

Ted Hay came sadly to grief, adding

When he Is erratic he Is very
erratic, and there were none of the
usual fine recoveries we expect of him.
