Giants yesterday. The vigorous Braves
won, ft to 5, which makes two conquests
and twenty-five runs for them at the
Polo Grounds In the last two sultry
days.
Can't use the heat alibi.venerable

hut perennial.h«g-e to explain the many
defeats the Giants ere running Into
here. True, it was as hot yesterday
hare as it was In St. Louis when the
Giants wore there, but the Braves followedthe Giants Into St. Lou's and
didn't let that heat stuff keep them
from winning, and they haven't let any
humidity vagaries slow them up here.
So far as the heat Is concerned, there

Is no help for it, except to allow the
Giants to play under umbrellas, and
that might Interfere with their fielding'.Still, It would be a 'help If it
would quioken their pep. The fans imploredthem to "give us some pep"
yesterday, but they didn't respond.
They were lackadaisical.
The Glan.ts got splendid pitching from

Ryan after Douglas, with his liberal
use of slow ball pitching, was knocked
from the rubber. Fillingim pitched a

first class game. Proficiency from his
fielders in handling fly balls was all

' he. asked for. That was the sort of
hitting t'iie Giants favored, and twenty
times they went out on flies.
Young, Kelly and Patterson, who was

back at third with Frlsch at second,
bunched lilts for two runs in the second
inning. but that was the only time the
Giants led. Frisch, by the way, doesn't
appear bothered by his rapid shifts from
second to third and back. He's nifty
at the Proteaji business.
Frisch hit for the Great Circle once,

and so did Holke. Of four hits by
Holke. his homer in the fifth was the
turning point. The ball raced between
Walker and Young, sent a man in ahead
of it and let the Braves draw away.
Xicholaon, Bockel, Holke and Ford
bunched hits in the sixth. Three runs
were the damage, which finished Douglasand settled the game.

It was a showery afternoon. Every
time the rain would stop the Braves
would swagger up to the plate nnd
knock a few more runs. What with
erratic pitching and mopey manner, it
is a right lengthy slump the Giants are
having.

OLD ELI BY 16 TO 4

Crimson's Score Is the Largest
Made in Series With Yale

Since 1885.

Cambridge, Mass.. June 22..Harvard'sbaseball team Mill have no fame

with Yale in New York Saturday afternoon.This afternoon In what proved
to be the nna.1 game 01 tiie series against;
the Crimson Old Eli's players cracked
under the sizzling attack of Harvard
batters. The score was 18 to 4. this
being the largest -winning total since
1880, when the Crimson overwhelmed
the Blue 16 to 2.
Harvard rattled off ten hits against

Coxe, Selleok and Chittor.den. Only
four were singles. Home runs wore

made by Lincoln, Conlon and Halleck,
Owen and Janin made triples and
Crocker a double. These, with eight
errors by Tale's Infield, made the merry-
go-round of runa easy.

Ed el i a Ooode pitched finely for Harvardafter a poor start, in the first
inning each of Tale's first five batters
reached first, but Ooode, who issued
three passes, picked off two runners beforeEddy's singki produced a run.

In the second, after Murphy's openingsingle, Jan in tripled and Halleck
hit k homer, sending Harvard out in
front, 3 to 1.

In she fourth Yale got a run on two
hits and an error by Cdnlon. but in the
Crimson's half errors by Coxe, Aldrich
end I-Iickey set the atage for four Harvardruns, the last three counting on

Murphy's single and janln's sacrifice fly.
Harvard scored six runs in the

eevonth on two errors, Lincoln's homer
and "Crocker's double. In the eighth
Conlon's homer, Owen's triple and
Janin's single followed in quick nuocesslon,errors by Aidrioh and Kelly
helping.

Yale launched three hits for two runs
in its eighth inning.

After the game Harvard elected
Arthur Joseph Conion of Woburn as]
captain for next year. He plays at
Bhortstop. He was on the baseball, foot-
ball and hockey teams at Phillips Exeter
Academy and entering Harvard three
years ago waa made captain of the freeh-
man baeeball team.
