“The setting up of a chain of banks
would guarantee to farmerg the neces-
sary croedit to carry on their business
without loss,"” sald Mr. Lyman. “Farm-
ers lost 87,000,000,000 last year princl-
pally because of inabllity to obtaln
credit. Other contributing causes of this |
gigantic loss were profiteering by mid- |
diemen, including speculative l::umhllrlg!
and arbitrary restriction of credit by
the Federsl Reserve Board, In other|

words, farmers were forced into unnee-|
egsary deflation,

“Farmers furnish one-half the money
on deposit in the natlon’s banks, There
ia no reason why they could not supply
the capital necessary to set up a chain
of cooperative banks which would make
eredit gasy to obtain for carrying on ag-|
ricultural work."

Farmers in southern Aroos-
took county to-day dumped ap-
proximately 45,000 barrels of
potatoes in their fields, where
they will be ploughed in to serve
as fertilizer.

Aroostook  producers were
caught with a large surplus as a
result of a falling market which
reduced the price from 33 a bar-
rel early in the season to 40 cents
a barre] to-day.
