St. Andrews, Scotland. June 23..
Showing some of the dazzling golf for
which he is noted, Jock Hutchison, the
professional of Glen View. Chicago, led
the field at the end or the first day's
play in the British open golf championshipover the St. Andrews old course
here to-day with a total or 147. Jock
played the first round in 72 and the
aecond in 75.

After a round of 76 in the morning.
Ted Ray of Oxhey, England, holder of
the American open championship, came
up into second place with 148, tied with
Jim Barnes of the Pelham Country Club,
New York, who had two steady rounds
of 74 each.

Hutchison owes his lead to a long
putt on the home green, which caused
much enthusiasm.

Briefly, this was America's day and
the Americans did splendidly. Among
the leading single round scores made by
them were: Hutchison, 72; Barnes, 74;
Tom Kerrigan, 74; Walter Hagen, 74,
and Dr. Taul Hunter, 75. There were
various other American players in the
7hs. It was a wonderfully fine and consistentstart in the big race over four
laps.

Hutchison played beautiful golf, and
luck may be said to have been with
him, for In the first round he holed th
eighth In one stroke and the ninth I
two. The eighth requires an ordinary
pitch of 150 yards or so and the ninth
Is 270 yards. The ground was hard
and the wind favorable, and Hutchison
nearly did two ones running, for his
ball lipped the cup at the ninth and laystonedead. Such a dazzling pair of
holes was enough to make any man

dizzy, but Hutchison kept a fine hold
on himself and he came home In 38 as

steady as a rock.
However, there was one awful momentwhen at one short hole he ran up

not quite hard enough and his ball beganto roll back into a bunker, but, by
the grace of heaven, the edge of the
hunker had not been shaved, and the
hall stopped on the brink of disaster.

I am not reasonably sure but that
Barnes's 74 was the better round of the

i. two, for he had not a vestige of luck,
and he continually touched the hole
with his long putts. Personally 1 am
