Jock
Hutchison, the profeslonal of Glen View,
Chicago, and Roger Wethered, the ama-

teur captain of the Oxford University
team, tied for first place, the scores for
the seventy-two holes played being -Do
each. They will play off Tor the title
over thirty-six holes to-morrow.

I will try to tell tho story chronologically.
The day began badly for America.

Bobby Jones was In all manner of
bunkers and tore up his card. Then
Jock Hutchison suddenly had a fit of
hole fright on the third, fourth, fifth,
sixth and seventh greens, and he took
three putts on each. After that he
steadied down, however, and his fine
golf up to the hole never forsook him.
But he took "9 for the round, which
was too many.
Then the pendulum began swinging In

America's favor. Ted Ray went to
pieces with 82. Duncan, the British
champion, took 78, a six at the thtr.-l
having a great deal to do with It. Jim
Barnes played superb, stead, powerful
golf for a 74, which would have been
two strokes better hut for unaccountable
weakness on the greens at the sixth and
the eighteenth. Tom Kerrigan of
Slwanoy, whom nobody hitherto had
noticed, had "2, and so did Walter
Hagcn.
Now Britain cheered up agatu, for

Wethered had a grand "2, which would
have been one stroke lea* If he had
not accidentally kicked his own ball.

Next, that undefeated veteran, Handy
Herd, came In with a 71. which was almostperfect golf, nave at the dreadsd
seventeenth, where he was bunkered and
took six, J. H. Klrkwood, the Australian
champion, did a 73.

Rsally all these scores made one dlzxy,
end the result was that Barnes an,d
Herd led the fleld with 222. Arnaud
Massey, the French champion, and Klrkwoodcame next with 223 Tom Williamson.224 Wothered. 226. and Hutchisonand. Kerrigan, 228.

After luncheon Kerrlgsn net a. tremendouspsce and putted like a fiend Incarnate.Out in 33 he started home brilliantly,and then a few 6'a crept In and
he returned utio|to-r 72.
Wethered fonPwed with 71. Going

out he sliced several times into whins,
hut he recovered well enough to get G's.
Then he did five 3's running, from the
eighth to the twelfth. Next he relapsed
Into a series of glorious 4's, and finally,
with an easy last hole to play, he mis-
Judged his pitch and took 6, his total
thus being 296, or two better than Ker-
rigan.

Barnes started beautifully. He had
"71 to win and 74 to tie. All wont quite
well to the twelfth hole, when he wu
bunkered off the tee. He »aa bunkered
again at the thirteenth and he hit his
tee shot hard on the head at the fourteenth.That did It. He finished fout*
strokes behind. Bo did Arnaud Massey,
his partner.

But not so Hutchison, who pursued
gloriously. He was not fearing his putts

Vnow. Out in 36, he hud a two at the
eleventh. More fours followed and then
down went his putt for a three at the
sixteenth. He had two fours for a 69
and the championship. M the road hole,
however, he took five, tha ball going In
and out of the cup on his fourth atroke.
On the last hole he had a ateady four,
whleh waa nearly a three, and so lis tied
with Wethered.

Barring miracles, only Herd cou'.d win
or tlo now, for Kirkwood had broken
down.
Hord started badly with a «lx at the

seoond and a five at the third. He went
on trying gallantly, however, but 40 out
waa too much and he was out of the
hunt.

Bishop of Brooklawn, Bridgeport,Conn., by 9 up and 8 to play, at
Nassau Country Club, thereby annexing
the championship title of the Women's
Metropolitan Golf Association for the
second time since 1917,
Playing her match In the nsml-final

on Thursday. Miss Bishop had covered
the eighteen holes in 78, Evidently Mrs.
Oavln was out to demonstrate that such
golf is not confined to Connecticut, for
she went out In M and came back In <0

thia played the first nine in the afternoonin 39 strokes.
Instead of a S9 the Belleolaire star

might have had a 37 had she exercised
care. Wanting the par of 3 and 4 for
the eighth and ninth, however, she pro-
ceedod to make a battle of it with the
bunkers, the upshot being that she took
4 for the eighth and 5 for the ninth, and
was lucky In a sense to get the latter
figure.
It was a queer hole that ninth, for

although she was on the green in two to
four by her opponent. Miss Bishop
found herself in the long run getting a
hard half in 5. The putting made all
the difference. Short with her long run
up and then strong with her second, the
Brooklawn star had to hole from almost
a yard for l»ir half after Mrs. Gavin
had run one down frqm ten or twelve
feet away.
But if Mrs. Gavin had not done anotherthing right in that second round

fhe certainly knew where the cup lay.
Her record of achievement on the
greens on these first nine holes was
four singles and five doubles, a total of
fourteen putts.
Fortunately Miss Bishop's sense of

direction ana distance w an neitner aeaa
nor dulled, the Brooklawn girl adding
to the unusual display by running down
a twenty footer on the third green and
a twenty-five footer on the fourth.

And. of course, in a round of 78 It
could not he that Mrs. Gavin left all
her putting over until the afternoon.
The holing of six, seven and ten foot
putts she accomplished with uncanny
regularity and seldom tripped up on
anything that looked as if it ought
to have been made.
But while she putted well, Mrs. Gavin

also drove and approached with power
and precision. From the te>o she gen-
erally left Miss Bishop well behind and
occasionally took advantage of her
superior length by going for a trap
on the second that necessitated a short
shot by her opponent. The eighteen
is a case in point. While many forward
tee« had been in commission during
the week, there was no suoh concession
at the home hole. Measuring SS2 yards
and played all week long in the teeth
of the breese, this hole the women had
been finding a ticklish problem. It
has been a much criticised hole, for the
reason that it necessitated caution on
the part of the long hitters, thereby
bringing then down to the level of
their shorter driving eieters.
These wee a stiff breeze blowing

along this hole yesterday from the directionof the green, but Mrs. Qavln,
then 0 up, decided to take a sporting
chance with her brassie. It paid. The
ball flew like an arrow right over the
end of the fearsome bunker guarding
the green and the Bellecf.alre woman
reaped the reward of her courage and

thirty-six to-day over the links of the
Royal and Ancient Oolf Club.
