G. M. Cohan Makes
Farewell Speech

I ntiNua 1 Tribute Paid to Actor
as He Retires Front The-

atrieal Profession.

An unusual tribute was oaid to George
M. Cohan last night at his final per-
formance as The Vagabond in "The
Tavern" at the Hudson Theatre, and his
farewell to the stage, when the entire
au.dlence. which had insisted on his malt-

ing a speech, stood up when ho began
to talk and remained standing until he

had finished.
Mr. Cohan is retiring: from the stage

and the theatrical business after twentyfiveyears of continuous service as actor,
manager and producer because of the

closed shop principle put in practice i>y
the Actors Equity Association.
The theatre was crowded with friends

of the actor. in the audience were
members of the Friars. Lambs, Fidelity
League and allied organisations and a
number of actors Mr. Cohan would have
sent out on the road in his numerous

lompanies had lie not decided to retire
from the producing field.

After the first act of the play Mr.
Cohan was called before the curtain fif-
teen times before he would make a

speech. Finally he said: "I want to
thank you for this remarkable and
heartfelt demonstration, particularly on
this warm night. As the vagabond says
'It is worth while being born to have
lived for such a night as this.' I am

going away with great regret. I have
ioiiA nnihlne htif what I have been
forced into doing1. If at any time any
one can show me how I can return and
retain my self respect I hope it will be
pointed out to me. When labor no
longer has a strangle hold on the professionI may come back."
