combating an epilemle of cholern.

Iir, Jenkins was born in Holly Springs,
Miss., October 26, 1856, Ho was grad-
unted from the Univergity of Misslasippl
in 1577 and came to New York city the
following year to enter Bellevue Medl-
cal School, Later, desiring to become
an army surgeon, he transferred to the
Univeraity of Virginla, whera he re-
celved his diploms as physiclan and
surgeon in 1870,

the army, he returned to New York to
practise hls professlon and pursue grad-
unte studies In the medical school of
New York Unlversity., In 1880 he mar-
ried Ellzabeth Roberts Croker, young-
et sister of Hichard Croker.
