The prospective investigation is to
cover the period concerning which Mr.
Prvden refused to answer questions
asked by Mr. Untermyer.

After approving Mr. Dryden's refusal
to answer questions put to him before
the I.ockwood Committee, the Prudential
directors gave the president* a vote of
confidence.

In Its resolution the company asks that
special attention be given In the pro-
posed investigation to these subjects:
The Prudential'* dealings with the
