HARVARD ALUMNI WILL
GIVE $1,000,000 A YEAR

Mobile Fund Will SupplementEndowment.
Harvard alumn: will give their alma

mater 11.000,000 each year, according
to plans announced yesterday by Col.
John W. Prentiss, chairman of the fund
committee of the Harvard Alumni Association.
The Harvard endowment fund, begun

in the fall of 1919, has been terminated
with a total of $13,800,000, according
to the announcement of Col. Prentiss;
but this amount is about $1.500,000 short
of the $15,250,000 that was announced
two years ago as the minimum estimate
of Harvard's Immediate needs. The plan
now to be pursued by Harvard men was

unanimously adopted at the twentv%third annual meeting of the Associated
Harvard Clubs at Milwaukee. June 10.
It contemplates the raising of $1,000,000each year as the "mobile fund,"
which President Dowell asked for at the
time of the recent endowment fund
campaign. The fund will he entirely
unrestricted and may he used nt the
discretion of the university, either ks
principal or interest.

Lady R. Churchill,
Former N. Y. Girl,
Is Dead in London

Her Son, Colonial Sooretary, at
Bedside When End Comes.
Was Married Three Times.

London, J tins 29..l>ady Randolph
Churchill, who 'was Miss Jennie Jerome
of New York, died here to-day. She
recently underwent an operation on her
right foot, which was injured in a fail
down a flight of steps.
Lady Randolph Churchill's death occurredsuddenly from heart failure, followinga hemorrhage. Her son, Winston

Spencer Chjurchlll, Secretary of State for
the Colonies, was with her at the end.

aii an American Dorn woman i^iay
Randolph Churchill held an exceptional
position In the higher circles of Eng lsh
society for more than forty years. Gifted
with beauty. fine mentality and keen wit
she beeajne a factor in London society
soon after she was married to the h fe
I»rd Randolph Churchill, brother of the
eighth I>uke of Marlborough, In April.
1H74. Hhe was then twenty years old.
Two sons were born to her and L«ord
Randolph.Winston Leonard Spencer
Churchill, at present Secretary of State
for the Colonies, and John Strange SpencerChurchill.
At the time of her first marriage, when

weddings between American women and
British subjects were the exception in
international society, she had to contend#fth a spirit of social opposition
which she overcame so successfully that
she became one of the most pjpular
figures In London society and won the
good will of the royal family. She constantlyengaged In charitable work.

Following the death of Lord Rando'.pr
In 1895 she embarked upon several
literary ventures which were financial
disappointments.. Five years after her
husband's death she was married to
George Cornwallis-West, whom she had
met while a guest of the Frlnce of Wales,
later Edward VII. The wedding met
with a storm of disapproval throughout
London, her second husband being
younger than either of her sons. Sh<_
divorced vornwams-w eat tnree years
later.

Soon after the divorce Lady Randolph
was permitted to assume the eurname of
Spencer Churehtll and to use the courtesy
title of Lady Randolph Churchill, which
she continued to uae even after her
third marriage In 1918 to Montague,
Phlpptn Porch of the faculty of Oxford
University. Mr. Porch Is living.

Thirteen years ago Lady Randolph
published her "Recollections." which
caused much comment In literary and
political worlds. She also established a

business of leasing, decorating, furnishingand selling houses, which for a time
was financially successful, and promoted
and edited the Anglo-Saxon Review, only!
a few numbers of which appeared.
