KEMAL INSISTS ON
PRE-WAR STATUS

Nigs Terms Inelude Complete
Control of Constantinople
and Straits.

Loxpon, July 8.—Mustapha Xemal
Pasha, leader of the Turkish National-
ists, has sent a note to the Britith
Foreign Office saying he is willing to
negotinte the Near East situation, but
he lmposes what ure characterized In
official circles here as arrogant and im-
possible terms,

His terms include compicte Turkish
control af Constantinople and the Stralts
and a return of Thrace, Smyrna and
other territories to Turkey. In fact, the
terms virtually amount to the status quo
antebellum In regard to Turkey, both in
Europe and In A=lg Minor.

Mustapha Kemal's message, according
to officials here, completely distorts the
facts regarding a proposed meeting with
Gen. Harrington. commander of the Ale
Hed Forces in Constantinople, the Na-
tlonalist leader saying he s willing to
accept “the Britlsh suggestion for a
meeting,” whercas no such suggestion
has ever been made by the British,

Mustapha Kemal also statesa he is
willing to negotiate, whereas the fact
is that by agreement between the Alliea
strict instructions werc wsent to Gen,
Harrington that he was not to negotiate
but only to hear the Natlonalist leader's
case.
