KING CONTINUES EFFORTS

Truce Begun at Noon Amid
General Rejoicing—=Soldiers
Unarmed Walk Streets—
Good Feeling Shown.

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Eamonn de Valera and his colleagues
will meet Premler Lloyd George and
Eir James Cralg In the Premler's of-
fices in Downing Street on Thursday
to open the Irish peace negotiations.
The time at which the Irish “Presi-
dent” and his associates will cross to
Fngland has not been announced, but
perbps it will te to-morrow night.

The Sinn Feln President probably
will bring with him Arthur Griffith,
founder of finn Fein; Prof. John Maec-
Nelll, Austin Stack, Richard Barton,
and possibly E. J. Duggan, all mem-
bers of the Dall Eireann, and known
as men of cool heads and broad vision.
It has been .definitely decided that
Michael Collins, Minister of Finance
of the Republic and commander In
chief of the Irish Republican army,
will not come because It |s considered
wise for him to keep under cover until
a declsion is reached. But it Is known'
if peace is arranged Collins, Michael
Mulcahy and other Republican army
leaders will be allowed to go free with-
out answering the many charges
against tham, as this will be inaisted
upon in the settlement.

While Downing Street and the Irish
OMce have highost hepes -t is not ex-
pected that the negotlations will termi-
nate soon, and they may drag on for
rome waeks. Whatever agreement s
reached, De Valera must lay the terma
before the Dall Efreann, and then, If ac-
cepted, there will be many Intrlcate
financial detalls to he adjusted,

Confildence Is Evident.

The case |z almost parallel to that
following the armistice of the great war,
when those who looked ahead never
doubted that the war was definitely
ended, but it took a long time to adjust
a permanent peace. In this Instance
both sides. however, are confident at
present that the truce in Ireland is the
beginning of a long era of peace. There
is extreme confidence that It will never
be broken.

Of the Sinn Feln delegates all have
been imprisoned at wvarious times as
enemies of the Britiah Empire. Griffith,
Vice-President of the “Irish Republic,”
perhaps the strongest leader of the
quartet, was freed only recently In order
to attend the Manslon House conference,
Btack was arrested In 1916 In connection
with Casemont's landing In Kerry at the
beginning of the Irish rebelllon.

Richard Barton was formerly an offl-
eer of the Dublin Fuslllers and was sen-
tenced to three years lmprisonment for
seditlous h. He was rel d about
the same time as GriMith after sciving
sixteen months. Despite thelr prison
terma both Griffith and Barton are now
In excellent health and are stouter and
stronger than when they were arrested.

THe NEwW Yonk HERALD correspon-
dent talked with both these men In Dub.
iin last week. Nelther seems to harbor
any new bitterness because of thelr in-
carceration. Both are solld men and
clear thinkers and will be a great foree
behind Da Valera at the council table.

Then she managed to force herself
within reaching distance of the pllea.

Cream Company as He
Starts for Bank,

ESCAPE IN MOTOR CAR

Hundreds Near By When
Daring Thieves Seize
Bag With Money.

DEATH THREATS MADE |

Bullet Grazes Hand of Driver
of Truck That Gives Chase
to Robbers.

With a boldness which recalled the
daring daylight robberies of the old|
frontier daye, automobile bandits ves-
terday held up and robbed George
Schneider, cashier of the Horton Ice
Cream Company, at 205 East Twenty-
fourth street, as he was leaving the
company's offices to deposit $34.000 in
a bank on Fifth avenue,

The robbery took place at 11:30 in
the forenoon wher there were hun-
dreds of vnedestriuns and workmen
near by and alsop a policeman stationed
& block away, at Third avenue and
Twenty-third street. The bandits, who
had timed the holdup to the minute,
escaped after a lively automobile
chase, during which several shots were
fired at the pursuers,

Bchnelder, who [z an A. E. ¥, veteran
living at Rutherford, N. J., accompanied
by Thomas Duffy, assistant superinten-
dent of the plant, left the cashier's office
on the sixth floor of the bullding in the
passenger elevator, carrylng a canvas
bag in which had been placed $20,000 in
cash and $14,000 In non-negotlable
checks, the Saturday and Sunday re-
ceipts,

There are four automoblle runways to |
the street floor of the structurs and In|
one of these just to the left of the pas- |
senger olevator entrance there was a car
driven by Washington La Frazler of 161
West 121st street, a negro chauffeur,
who has been employed by the Horton
concern for more than twenty-flve years.

Schnelder and Duffy emerged from the
elevator and walked out of the building
to the sutomoblle which was standing
in the middle of the sidewalk runway
The cashier got into the back meat asn
Duffy turned around to answer the call
of some one in another entiance.

! Warned Not to Move,

At this moment two, men sprang to
each side of the car with drawn revol- |
vers and pointed them at Schnelder's
head, In the centre of the stieet stood !
another bandit with a revolver in each |
hand, whe called In broken Englsh,|
“Don't anybody move."” |

The bandit at the left of - Schnelder |
snatched the bag with his left hand and |
with his companion backed away to the |
middle of the street. On the opposite
curbing another robber with a drawn |
revolver covered the others.
and Duffy carried no weapons. Nelther |
did any of the other Horton employees, |

many of whom witnessed the qulck
holdup.

Walting st the opposite curb was a
five pa Bulck t blle driven

a dark complexioned young man with
his hat drawn close over his eyes. Tha
Heense piate showed N. Y. 103-505. This
is the number of a machine which was
reported stolen on July 7 from Abraham
Levine of Mount Vernon.

George Landis, a platform employse
of the Horton company, started from the
entrance at the left of the bullding as
if to make trouble for the robbers just
as they were about to jump Into their
ear. One of the robbers fired a shot at
him. 1t misged his head by the fraction
of an inch, and he jumped behind a!
pillar.

As the bandita’ ear hegan to galn
headway eastwnrd toward First avenue
a truck owned by the Horton firm and
driven by Floyd Bates, beslde whom was
seated Milton McRoberts, came to a
stop about twenty feet behind the mov-
Ing robbers' automeobile.

Gave Chase to Robhern.

Bates, who served as an ambulance |
driver overseas, |s a football star on
the New York University team and
works vacations for the ice eream com-
pany, thinking that the bandits’ car had
been atolen, gave chase.

Important among the matters

Among the allegations: of the Attor-
ney-General is that Mr, Tufts conspired
with Attorney Danlel H. Coakley, former
Distriet Attorney Wihllam J. Corcoran
of Mlddlesex (Tufts's predecessor) and
others to extort money. under threat of
Indietment, from the ploture men who
attended a banquet and “high Jinks"
party at the Mishawum Manor., Woburn,
in 1817, then conducted by & Young
woman known as “Brownie'" Kennedy.

Disclosure of Curiey's participation in

ENEVA, July 11. — Formal

notification, dated London,
July 7, has been received by the
secretariat of the League of Na-
tions that, pending further ac-
tion, the Anglo-Japanese agree-
ment of 1911 as long as 1t re-
mains in force will continue to
be governed by Article XX. of
the league covenant. The notifica-
tion is signed by Lord Unrzon
the British Foreign Secretary,
and Baron Hayashi, the Japanese
Ambassador to Great Britain.

Article XX. of the League of Na-
tions reads:

“The members of the League sev-
erally agree that this Covenant is ac-
cepted as abbrogating all obligations
or understandings interae which are
Inconsistent with the terms thercof,
and solemnly undertake that they
will not hereafter enter into any en-

gagements Inconsistent with the
terms thereof.

“In case any Member of the
League shall, before becoming a
