Bill Cunningham, our newest Giant,
lammed himself into a hero's niche at

the Polo Grounds yesterday afternoon,
but as matters turned out Bill's exploit
went for naught. It only delayed the
dolorous decision.

Inning at 2 all. Then, in the tenth,
Cutshaw.the same old George who was
cast off by the Dodgers a couple of
seasons hack.crashed out a triple and
ent in the two runs which beat the
New Yorks by 4 to 2.
Excitement was at fever heat when

the Giants went to hat in their half
of the tenth. Earl Hamilton, who had
kept the locals in check until the seventh
inning, in which they broke into the
scoring, was very tired. lie got rid of
Snyder, but Gonzales, hitting for Cau-
sey, sing'ed and made Hamilton more
fatigued than ever. Burns could do no
better than lift a fly to Blgbee, but
Bancroft sent the 34.000 onlookers wild
with a double to left. Two were on and
It was up to Frisch. But with the
supreme opportunity staring him in the
face Frisch fouled to Grimm.and the
rush for the exits was on.
Causey pitched for only two innings,

but long enough to bring his first defeat
as a 1921 Giant. For eight innings Jess
Barnes went neck and neck with Hamilton.For eight innings it was the

Pirate southpaw and the local exponent
Of the speed ball. Hamilton was the
more effective, for in the first six in-
nings he allowed only two widely separatedsingles. Barnes got himself into
many a tight place, but out of most of
them he emerged with colors flying.
