
5 BANDITS HUNTED
BY STATE TROOPERS

Swamps North of Syracuse
Searched for Robbers Who

Staged Two Holdups.

RUNNING FIGHT AT NIGHT

Two of Highwaymen Believed
to Be Wounded in Motor

Oar Chase.

Special Despatch to Tua New Yoik Hmur.o.
Stracuse, July 21..State troopers,

motorcycle police and sheriff's posses
arc to-night hunting the swamps north
of this city for five automobile bandits,
two of them wounded, who in the last
twenty-four hours staged two holdups,
stole two automobiles, engaged in a
running gun flght with the officers,
wrecked their own car and took refuge
In the moors.

The leader of the gang is believed to
have been wounded toy a bullet from
the gun of Deputy Sheriff Burns. Pur«
suers have come upon blood stained
bits of clothing by the side of a blood
stained pool of waater, indicating a stop
was made there by the bandits to dress
the wounds of the injured.
Prom trails found by the State police

It Is believed two men are staying
behind with the wounded leader and
that the two other members have struck
out in another direction.

Gsgged Him and Toole Car.

The bandits are the gang that neld

up James A. Davis of Constantia yesterdayafternoon, bound and gagged
him, robbed him of his money and car

and escaped, doing to Watertown they
abandoned Davis's automobile and hired
Hampton Rich to drive them to Syracuse.
Outside Watertown they ordered Rich

to stop his car and bound and gagged
him. Keeping their victim in the automobilethey drove to Sandy Creek,
where they carried Rich to a barn and
tied him to a post. Then they drove on

toward Syracuse.
Rich worked his fetters loose and telephonedto Syracuse Police Headquarters

a warning of the bandits' approach.
Watertown policemen also notified the
Syracuse police that the robbers were

coming.
Police Lieutenant Xaumann hastily

filled an automobile with policemen and
started thorn out to search for the approachingrobbers. Details of deputy
sheriffs started over another road.
Deputies Corey and Burns encountered

the robbers on the high road near North
Syracuse within a short time and then
began a running battle thpt ended when
tfee fugitives took refuge in the swamp.

deputies took up the pursuit. For a

short distance the two -cars plunged
(through the darkness at sixty miles an
hour, two of the bandits keeping up a

steady l'ire from the nsar of their lurchingautomobile. With Burns driving
iCorey returned the fire, sending shot
after shot at his dodging target.

I Tho end came at iMtcher's Hill, not
more than 100 yards from the point
whena Davis wus held up yesterday
afternoon. Ahead of the bandits' car
was a huckster's truck, the tall light of
which was barely visible to the sheriffs.

. Apparently attempting to avert a collisionthe bandits swerved their stolen
automobile, and it lift the road, crashingInto a tree.
Burns brought his car to a stop as

the bandits struggled from the wreck:age and opened fire. Outnumbered five
to two, the sheriffs attempted repjat'edly to approach the robber band, but
felled each time. Carrying one of their
number and helping another the bandits
held their pursuers at h distance while
they retreated to the swamp, where they
now are.
Reaching the edge of the swamp, they

fired a final volley and turned and ran.
Burns and Corey returned to Syracuse

^ for help and the police commandeered

TRUCK KILLS CHILDT
MOB MAULS DRIVER

Din Before Home Awakens PoliceSergeant, "Who Finds
Victim His Own Baby.-

Police Sergeant Daniel Dooley of the
Hlghbridge station, off duty, was at
his lxorr.e, 2274 Hughes avenue. The
Bronx, yesterday afternoon. He had
lain down after dinner and was taking
a nap when he was awakened by
hoarse shouting In the street. Jumping
up, he looked down and saw a big
motor truck halted near the curb and
an excited crowd gathered about the
forward end. The truck driver, gesticulatingwildly, was being menaced by the
crowd, and as the police sergeant
watched, two men pushing on the hood
rolled the big truck back a few feet.
Then Dooley caught sight of the form
of a child, lifted out of the street
Hnd placed on the sidewalk. There wus
Just a glimpse of the yellow hair of
the boy, but It sent a sudden catch to
Dooley's throat.
He ran down the stairs, and as he

reached the street, the crowd parted.
"It's your kid, sergeant!" a neighbor

exclaimed.
The sergeant broke into the centre of

the crowd about the boy's crushed body.
"Danny! Danny!" he said. But as he
looked at the child.6 years old a week
ago.he saw there was 110 hope.
Dooley forgot that he was a police

officer and that the crowd gathered
about the driver was threatening the
man's life for the accident for which
they held him responsible. He cared for
his own llrst. He lifted the child's body
and bore it Into the house and up to
the apartment in his arms, and re-
mained to comfort the mother.

In the street the din rose. Peter
Valcntl, 20 years old, the driver, son of
Spicloso Valentt. a contractor of 672
j.eiana avenue, xne Bronx, was dragged
from the truck and kicked and beaten.
But he munaged to break away, and
dashed along the street, and the crowd
went in pursuit with shouts of vengeance.He had covered half a block
when he found the pursuers upon him,
and dodged Into a shoemaker's establishmentat 2303 Hughes avenue and
flung the doop shut. Patrolman Patrick
Plialen of The Bronx Park station arrestedhim there, and police reserves
under Capt. John Mc'Jrath dispersed the
crowd. Valenti was taken to Fordham
Hospital under a technical charge of
homicide.
Some of the witnesses told the police

that the Dooley boy, playing with other
youths, had run across the street almost
in the path of the truck and Valenti had
no time to stop.

Folix wa» burned to death on his seoondbirthday.to-day.and Helen had
celebrated her third birthday yesterday.

Clutching the helplesa children In their
arms, the two women set the bed afire,
police eay the evidence ehowe. and when
a neighbor managed to break his way
Into the bodroom, through locked doors,
the four burned bodies were found on

the bed. the arms of the women encirclingthe babes. The room woo damaged
but little. The Iron bed was red hot
and all the bedelothtng had been burned.
The children, who were motherless,

had been left temporal ily w ith the
women by their father, John Btankovich,
a former tenant, when lie went to Virginiato work on July 1.

Mrs. Moselman received a letter todayfrom the children's father asking
her to give his babies into the care of
their grandmother, Mrs. Theresa White.
It was this letter, police believe, that
prompted the tragedy. Police say the
evidence Indicates the mother and
daughter deliberately llred the bed mattressand killed themselves and the
babies rathor than give them up.

SUED FOR $5,000,000

One of Founders Charges
Fraud and Conspiracy.

Then-ton, July 21.-.The litigation
which has been In progress at various
times for more than three years between
Shelly B. Hutchinson of Ypsllanti,
Mich., and the trading stamp concern
of Sperry & Hutchinson was renewed
In the United States District Court here
to-day when Hutchinson began an ac-
tlon alleging that at least $5,000,000
has been diverted In secret dividends,
Ho also charges fraud and conspiracy
and asserts that he is about to flle suit
for a partnership accounting.
Hutchinson alleges that he Invented

the trading stamp and received certain
shares of stock in the corporation In
1900. He alleged that the late Thomas
A. Sperry of Cranford, N. J.. then his
partner, defrauded lilni of the shares
and obtained control of the company,
He asks the courts to allow him 15,000,000,which he claims he is entitled to becauseof tho fraud and conspiracy to
oust him.

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FIRST TRIAL BEGINS
ON SLACKER CHARGE
Louis Judelovitz Accused of
Failing to Answer Call for

Induction Tnto Army.

The first prosecution resulting from
the publication of a list of approximately
1.0,000 alleged slackers in the Second
Corps aren began yesterday at GovernorsIsland, when l.ouls Judelovits,
35 years old, of 207 Hart street, Brooklyn,was placed on trial oefore a general
court-martial charged with evading the
selective service act. The trial will be
resumed at 10:30 o'clock to-day, when
the defendant will take the stand In hie
own behalf.

Judelovits registered with Ix>cal Draft
Board 24, at Kosciusko street.
Brooklyn, as maiiesrer of the Brooklyn
Credit Centre, at 683 Broadway, of
which David Markowitz is proprietor.
He asserted that he had a sister and two
children to support. After tils alleged
failure to respond when cited for inductionthe chairman of his draft board certifiedhim to the Adjutant-General of the
State as a delinquent. Emil P. Karkus
secretary of the draft board, testified
yesterday that it had been Impossible to
find Judelovltz at either the Hart street
or Broadwav address and that his questionnaireand Induction order had been
returned undelivered.

Judelovitc, so Karkus said, admitted
that he had received a card at his businessaddress directing him to hold himselfin readiness for service.
Major William ft. Smith, investigating

officer at Fort Jay. told the court that
Judelovltz had admitted to him that he
had received a green card directing him
to go to camp.
