Witnesses summoned in such cases
occurred yesterday in Adams street
court, Brooklyn, before Maglstrate
James T. O'Nelll,

The case before the court was that
of Askar Rothberg, & member of the
cutters’ local, who was arrested about
three weeks ago after seven men had
walked Into the premises of the North
American Clothing Company, a co-
operative shop run by former members
of the Amalgamated, In Sands street
The seven men drew plstols, according
to the statements made at the time
by the owners and employees of the
_-_hop, and while one of them went
aronnd scattering nitriec acld over
stacks of partly made up materials
the others held all the men In the
shop at bay. Then they fled and scat-
tered in Sande street, but policemen
who ran up on hearing the yells of the
men working In the shop arrested
Rothberg. He was identified by several
workers as one of the seven men who
had held up the plant and when he
was searched a union card of the
Amalgamated was found on him.

Witness Changes Front.

Converse & Driscoll of 47 Wes
Thirty-fourth street, investigators L‘mf
ployed by the eclothing manufacturors
Who are fighting the Amalgamated, re-
ported that the acld used In this case
Was the same as had been used In other
Attempts to destroy clothing In non-
union shops, a mixture of nitric and
hydrochloric acid, extremely powerful
and destructive. They also reported that
Rothberg was In good standing as a
member of the Amalgamated union. Fur-
ther Investigation developed the fact that
several of the witnesses to the holdup
and the aclid throwing had been ap-
proached by men clalming to be unfon
representatives, who had offered to pro-
eure these wiinesses employment else-
where If they would not testlly agalnst
Rothberg.

District Attorney Lewis, who had a
numbor of cases of nasanlt pending as
the result of the strike, and has found
prasecution almost Impossible because of
the disappearance of witnesses after In-
flictments had been returned, Instructed
Louls Goldsteln, one of his assistants, to
push the Rothberg case vigorously.

Philadelphia pelicemen, and several
police departments are arranging to use
the gas to quell rlots and other dis-
turbances.

Tie Sheriff sald that Mrs, Hemming
had answered all his questions and that
what she told him had contradicled the
stories told by some of the other wit-
nesges of the shooting. She denied the
story told by her chauffear that Hem-
ming had been warned by her that his
life was in danger and that Eberhardt
would kill him if he accompanied her to
Duck Island. The Sheriff sald that she
also denied that she had tefiphoned
Eberhardt from Centreport that she
wanted Hemming kept out of the Duck
Island house and that Eberhardt had
replied that she should not worry, Hem-
ming would not come there. Mrs. Hem-
ming's daughter had told the Sheriff
that she heard this conversation.

During her talk with the Sheriff, ac-
cording to the latter, Mrs. Hemming de-
nled that she had been drinking on the
night of the murder and denied also that
she knew Eberbardt had a revolver. She
was served with notles yesterday to ap-
pear on August 2 in the Surrogates’

WL NGVER RETUR)

Justice Asserts Publie Sen-
timent Is Against Re-
tail Liquor Sales,

FAVORS AN EXCISE TAX

Special Session Convinces
Him Worst of Law Break.
ing Is Over.

SATISFIED WITH JURIES

To Recommend Three Extra
Courts to Care for Liquor
Prosecutions.

“New York is a great cosmopolitan
city and the law never will make it
perfectly dry, but New York will never
again stand for the saloon.” That
was the view expressed yesterday by
Justice Henry V. Borst as he ad-
journed sine die his speclal sesslon of
the Bupreme Court and prepared to re.
turn to his regular duties in Ballston
Spa. Gov. Miller had sent him lo try
Issues arising under the enforcement
of the Mullan-Gage act. Though his
court has handled a multitude of cases
and has obtatned about 70 per cent. ot
convictions, there remain still three
| hundred untried lquor indictments.

“In this great metropolitan com-
munity,” said Justice Borst, “the time
will never come when there will not
be persons with the disposition and
the ingenuity to get lUquor when they
want {t.  Some of the people, if they
can't buy strong drink, will manufac-
ture it. But public sentiment nst
the saloon—the retail store where
drunkenness may be purchased openly
—is 80 well deflned that the open sn-
loon already has been driven out and
the furtive saloon will have to follow
it. Public sentiment in New York
supports the law so far and no fur-
ther."

Would Have Exelse Tax.

Justice Borst sald he would recom-
mend legisiation providing for an escise
tax on places where legal beverages are
sold, Many former saloon keepers, he
#ald, are operating soft drink places,
““They never take a chance them-
selves,” he sald, "but thelr waltars, for-
maer bartenders, run risks for them by
earrying In their pockets a small con-
tainer holding one or more drinks of
whiskey, which they sell to customers.
We may punish that waiter, but the
proprietor will prove his Innocence
legally and hire another walter,

"“These soft drink places are charging
excessive prices. To nssess a tax upon
them s the only way of recovering part
at least of the unjust profit for the
publle,

“I have found Manhattan juries con-
sclentious in these two months. The
Jurora may not approve of the law, but
a8 good citlzens they have made thelr
verdicts conform to it. I have been
asked If T think fines without prison
sentences are offective. 1 do, for the
reason that juries would not conviet
until they learned the punishment was
not to be a prison sentence.'

Justice Borst sald he expected to rec-
ommend that at least three special
courts ,be established In Manhattan
with additlonal District Attorney's as-
mistants to take care of liquor prose-
cutlons.

Hand In Recommendntionns,

The specind Grand Jury handed to Jus-
tice Borst before he left the bench a
long serles of resolutions embodying
thelr recommendntions for the handling
of linuor cases by the police. Amonsg
the suggestions they made were thege:
That where In & formerly llcensed
saloon an employee Is arrested the
police be Instructed to obtaln evidence
of the ownership of the place; that in
all such cases the police make a thor-
ough search of the premises; that where
aleged lquor Is classified as wine A
chemical analysis be submitted as part
of the evidence. ~

4 DEAD, 7 INJURED
IN SHIP EXPLOSION

Standard Oil Vessel, Empty,
Was in Dry Dock When Ae-
cident Occured,

Gas escaping from an ofl tank that
was supposed to have been sealed her-
metically led to an explosion yesterday
aboard the Standard Oll tanker Ard-
more in the shipyards of the Morse Dry
Dock Company In Brooklyn, which re-
sulted in tha death of four men and
the Injuring of seven others. Spontane-
ous combusion, s careless smoker or the
intense heat of the sun's rays were
cited by engineers as three of the pos-
sible causes of the explosion.

The explosion occurred at 1:04 P. M.,
when the workers were returning from
thelr lunch. If it had occurred fifteen
minutes later, officera of the company
suid, thers would have been 150 men at
work In the bow of the tanker, which
was wreeked by the blast.

Frank Warren of 312 Sixty-eighth
strect, Brooklyn, was descending a
hatchway when the blast occurred. He
waes hurled fifty feet into the air and
landed on a wharf alongslde the vessel.
Nearly every bone In his body was
broken In the fall.
