Loxpox, July 23 — For the first
time since the armistice after the
great war, with its false promises of
vniversal peace and human progress,
the heavy clouds of pessimiam are
lifting from the spirit of those who
were beginning to despair of their
own ideals. The idealists are becom-
ing justified among those who jeered
at them. In every country that I
know, including the United States,
there were groups of intellectuals
and plain folk of good will who be-
leved that out of the awful lesson
of the last war some new wisdom
ought to come to safeguard human-
ity from another massacre of that
kind by means of some new code of
international justice, by an assocla-
tion of free peoples and by the grad-
ual demobilization of armles and

hatreds.

They believed that the immense
ruin created by the war could only
be repaired by economic cooperation
among the nations dependent upon
one another, and they looked forward
to leadership which would give a new
call to mankind for the fulfilment
of these ideals. All that seemed
simple and easy and the only way of
safety in the face of the tremendous
perils threatening civilization,

Thwarted by Little Mnggotn,

But the programme of the ideal-
ists, epeaking, writing, preaching,
praying and working in every coun-
try with passionate faith and enthu-
siasm, was thwarted by little poll-
ticians with little maggots in their

hearts and brains; by the old greeds, |

hatreds and cruelties of evil tradi-
tion, poked up again by the poli-
ticlans as smoke screens for their
own ambitions.

Things reached their blackest
pltch a few weeks ago in the Euro-
pean outlook. In Great Britain es-
pecially, with stagnation at home, a
vanished export trade, a menace of
war in the Near East and a Govern-
ment which seemed stubborn in its
obstinate allegiance to old traditions
and in its antagonism of new hopes,
the prospect seemed rather hopeless
—except to those who had great pa-
tience. Now all this has been
changed, It seems, ns If some magile
wand had been waved.

There is industrial peace at home,
the leaders of the world have made
their call at last for the ideal of in-
ternational peace and in Ireland
there I8 still hope of giving a per-
petual truce to a people weary of the
long strife for that liberty, now
within their reach, which s their
heart's desire. What has actually
happened to make this change? It
has not yet been accomplished, but
the outlook seems very hopeful. I
venture to think it Is what L have
often foretold. It is the breaking of
the hard crust of old tradition by the
welling up of all those new convle-
tions, ideals, hopes, yearnings and
epiritual bellefs which have come to
the masses of men and women after
the war. It is the first touch of the
world's new springtime.
beginning of a new chapter in his-
tory, when the common sense of
mankind turns back the black page
and starts on a clean sheet, which
soon, alas, may be blotted and dog-
eared, but which is now ready for
new records.

Pollticlans -Always Yield,

To put the matter in a more pro-
gale way, the politicians could no
longer resist the pressure of public
opinfon and saw that they must
either yleld a hit or lose their johs.

Mayor Admitted to U. S.
as ‘Half of One Person’

WASHINGTON. July 23—

Secretary Davis admitted
the Mayor of Monrovia, Liberia,
into the United States this menth
in spite of the fact that during
July only one-half of one person
may enter from that country un-
der percentage immigration re-
striction law.

Only 3 per cent. of the num-
ber of nationals of any country
already here can be admitted for
the year, and but 20 per cent.
of that number admitted in any
one month.

President Harding has the same re-
sponsibility, at least for his term of
office, though he is more open tp at-
tack. What s amusing and instruc-
tive to the detached onlooker in Eng-
land is the way her politicians pre
now elaiming elmost divine Inspiration
in the policy of peace. For two and a
half yedrs all Liberal opinion urged
ithz‘m to do the very things they are
| now claiming to be thelr own speclal
| revelation. More than two and a half
¥ears ago they were told that the offer
of dominlon home rule to Ireland was
the only meals of averting civil war
and a campaign of terror which would
be more hurtful to England than to
Ireland in reputation. Those who said
50 were called visionaries and traitors,
though they Included the greatest
writers, preackers and intellectual lead-
ers ln England and all the people who
had in thelr hearts even then the
King's words, “forget and forgive,” as

they dispute entirely—that a part is
not greater than the whole.

Ulster Is the key to the situation,
for I think the republican extremists
would be borne over by mass opinion
in favor of peace and liberty on an
honorable basls such as that accepted
by South Africa and maintained in
Canada. But Ulster cares nothing
about mass opinlon except her own
and not all the persuasion in the world
will prevail with her unless her Iife
interests are at stake,

Her hatred for Catholic Ireland is
Intense, inherited and inflamed by re-
ligious bigotry and it Is certain that in
spite of the truce Ulster mobs would
massacre the Catholic minorities In
their midst unless those were protected
by British troops, as they have already
tried to. Any attempt by the British
Government to persuade Ulster to ac-
knowledge the supremacy of an all
Irish executive will be recelved with
a shout of “We were betrayed," which,
Indeed, has already been uttered, The
irony of God ls at work, for in the
British Government now desiring a
reasonable mind in Ulster are men
like Lord Birkenhead who fanned the
flames of passion in Ulster when Sir
Edward Carson first raised his army of
“Loyallsts” whom other men called
rebels.

No Dictation From Ulster.

I believe also that the British Gov-
ernment, wacse policy with regard to
Ireland has been dictated from Ulster
for several years, will at last break
from that eell and tell the Ulster
erowd that they can no longer count
on favored treatment. That will be
treachery (o the laws of favoritism,

but loyalty 'o the nobler code of
honor,
One thing is certain. It is that

Premier Lloyd George and his Min-
isters have scrapped their pollcy of
war in Ireland and will not return to
it if they can find a resting place In
any half way house. Indeed, if they
fall now (o ge: peace through any
| fault of their own It will go hard with
them among thelr own people. On the
other hand, It Ireland clalms impossi-

A Belnted Conversion.

If that advice had been taken more
than two years of milserable strife
would have been averted and human-

Their conversion, however belated, is
very welcome, and we may look for-
ward to this policy of peace with some
| assurance, provided popular opinion
| continues its pressure and llves up to
| its own best Instincts.

The Irish settlement [= not going to
be easy anyhow, and what hes hap-
pened =0 far does not €0 much beyond
'a preliminary talk on general prin-
ciples. The greatest trouble of all s
aot between England and Ireland but
between Catholle Ireland and Prot-
estant Ireland. There must be sacri-
fices In pride and prejudice from each
side In this triangular argument, and
there are many who want sacrifices
from the other two parties without
budging from their own positlon.

English pride {a willlng to abase it-
self and has, indeed, abased itself to an
open confesslon of the fallure of Its
poliey in Ireland, of age long errors
and misunderstandings, and of things
done by officlals and forces which do
not belong to our code of honor, jus-
tice and Nberty, It is a pretty con-
siderable sacrifice for a powerful and
proud people to admit all that, and I
doubt whether many other peoples In
the world would have been quite so
magnanimous for the sake of fair play.

F'rom De Valera and his people must
come also a spirit of sacrifice and con-
| cesslon.  Thelr biggest renunciation is

The withdrawal of the Invitation by
the military authorities to enlisted men
In the army to apply for discharge is dus
to the fact that the army ls losing Its
‘best class of men.

Technical experts and non-commis-
sloned officers are making frantle ef-
forts to get out of the service to accept
better positions In private lfe. The
army is losing a clnss of ambitious men
who went Into the army to obtaln a vo-
catlonal education. At the same time
thut Congress reduced the army It cut
off appropriations for vocational traln-
ing. The result has been a decrease of
opportunities In this directlon for en-
listed men.

The rapidity with which the army was
Increased during the former Administra-
tlon was due almost entirely to the op-
portunities for education and vocational
training which were offered by the War
Department. With these largely discon-
tinued young men of the more desirable
class are anxious to get out
