IMPORTERS ATTACK
TARIFF VALUATION

American Basis of Levying
Customs Supported by

Manufacturers.

Washington, July 27..Views of businessmen on the American valuation provisionsin the Fordney tariff bill were
given to the Senate Finance Committeeto-day and support and condemnationof the plan came alternately. The
day's testimony marked sharply the line
between the domestic manufacturer and
the importer, the former supporting and
the latter derouncing the proposition to
change the basis of duties assessment.
The committee was told by Jacob de

Jong, a New York manufacturer, that
the assertions of the plan's opponents
tnat it would result disastrously to most
line of import were untenable. He declaredthat on the basis of last year's
imports less than 11.000,000,000 worth
of the commodities brought in would be
materially affected. e

Sugar, raw silks, hides, unmanufacturedrubber and wool were cited aa
commodities the American valuation of
which Is approximately the world valuation.Mr. de Jong contended that these
Imports would bear duties only slightly
higher under the American valuation
than under the present system of levyingtaxes on the foreign price.
Views supporting those of Mr. de

Jong were expressed by Patrick Quinn
of Providence, R. I., president of the
American Lace Association; Henry How.
ard of Cleveland, representing the ManufacturingChemists Association, and
Dudley Harmon of Hartford. Conn.,
.speaking for the Connecticut ManufacturersAssociation. Each of the witnessesdeclared there wae no way out
of the situation other than by adoption
of the home value plan.
Thomas H. Eddy of Marshall Field &

Co., Chicago, declared the domestic valuationplans would destroy, partly at
least, the Importing buslnesr. because
of the uncertainty which would follow
its application. He told the committee
the methods of determining value requiredby the bill meant that one man's
opinions would establish the tariff rates,
