President Harding and Secretary of
Btate Hughes are determined to avoid
any situation which might give riss
even to a suspiclon that the United
Btates or any of the participating na-
tions {8 acting unfairly or entering
Into secrat agreements or understand-
ings In connection with the coming
international conference on disarma-
ment and Far Eastern problems.
That is the main reason why the
United States is opposed to any sort
of a preliminary conference on Far
Eastern questions either in London,
Canada or the United Btates,
- With unusual frankness the attitude
of the Btate Department toward the
oft  repeated unofficlal suggestions
from London for & preliminary confer-
ence on Far Eastern questions was
set forth to-day. It is desired that the
mistakes made at the Versallles peace
conference be scrupulously avoided,
and the Administration belleves the
alr of secrecy at that conference and
the private understandings between
different mnatlons which affected its
deliberations wers the greatest mls-
takes made there.

Armisticea Day Favored.

President Harding thinks.that when
& date has been fixed for the conference
agreeabls to all the Invited natlons, no
discussion of the important auestions
involved should take place until officlal
representatives of the nations meet
around the council table ¥z pursuance
of the formal Invitation soon to be
1ssued.

The Administration is in aympathy
with the desire of the British Dominion
Pramlers to participate 'n the delibera-
tions and will gladly agree to a date
convenlent to everybody, provided It is
not set too far in the future. Presldent
Harding made It known again to-day
that Armistice Day, November 11, is
atill his favorite date, but that.it might

t Deprtment It was in-
timated that ‘If the latest British un-

1 suggest! hould be adopted and
a preliminary conference be held in
Canada or the United States In order
that the British Domlnion Premiers
might atténd on thelr way back from
London to their own capitals, It might
be imposasible for Japan to have what
she would regard a8 proper representa-
tion at such a meeting. It Is not im-
probable, it was explained, that a sus-
plclon might arlse that the Unlted
States and the Britlsh Empire were try-
ing to reach a preliminary understand-
ing that would place Japan at a dis-
advantage, although nothing of the sort
was Intended.

Already there are coming from Toklo
unofficial reports that the Jupanese Gov-
ernment is afrald of an attempt belng
made to Isolate Japan at the confersnce
and to reach a Paclfic and Far Eastern
settlement that would virtually amount
to dictating terms to her. President
Harding and Secretary Hughes fes]
strongly that the only hope of success
for the conference s that such a feellng
on the part of Japan be dispelled.

The London suggestions for a pre-
liminary conference aroused more than
the usual Interest hers to-day.

BIG UPRISING FEARED
.IN CHINESE PROVINCES

Movement of Troops Starts
Renewal of Trouble.

Pexiy, July 29—Fear of a general
uprising along the Yangste-kiang Rlver
is felt here as g result of hostilitles
between tha provinces of Hunan and
Hupeh, the former under control of the
Canton, or Bouthern Chinesa Govern-
ment, and the latter under jurizdiction
of the Pekin, or duly constitutad
Chinese Government.

Troops from Hunan have finvaded
Hupeh with the evident {ntention of
ousting Wang Chan-yuen. Inspecting
Commissioner of the two provinces,
whose authority, however, I8 not recog-
nized by Hunan. Wang Chan-yuen is
ons of the threa “war lords” who met
recendy at Tien-tsin to impose thelr

The !nvaslon anppears to pe directed
by Chaer Pang-t, Governor of Hunan,
for an alleged violation by Hupeh of
the Interprovincial peace agreement.

It s learned that 7.000 tons of armor
plate which the Japanese Admiralty
ordered In Bheffleld last year have just
been shipped to Japan.

GREEK FORCES LAND
ON ANATOLIA COAST

Surprise Turks in Effort to
Reach Rear and Cut Off
Retreat.

Lowpox, July 30.—The Greeks have
made surprise landings at three polnts
on the Black Sea coast of Anatolla, ac-
cording to the Daily Mail's Constan-
tinople correspondent. One obfective is
to get behind the Turkish force at Ismid
and cut off Its retreat.

It is mlso thought probable the Greeks
vill push southward and harass the re-
treating right wing of the Turkish army.

ATtHENS, July 23.—Bellef that Mustapha
Kemal Pasha, Turkish Nationallst lead-
er, would be unable successfully to re-
sist the Greek offensive in Asia Minor
wag expressed to-day by Major Bhallen-
berger, United States mlilitary attache
at Athens, in an Interview printed by
the newspaper, Koantos.

Major Shallenberger, who has closely
followed the Asia Minor operations, is
quoted by the Greek paper as express-
ing high praise for the Greek forces,
particularly the Greek infantry. “which
has distingulshed itself by long, un-
Interrupted marches, followed imme-
dlately by fighting with irresistible dar-
ing.

“Mustapha Kemal saw a rupture in
the Greek centre, sald the Amerlean
Major, according to Kosmos. “Hls plan
was good, but he did not count on the
Greek general staff, which planned the
offensive. Kemal found the Greeks per-
fectly prepared for his attack and the
result was disastrous to him.

“Three of his divislons were entirsly
annihilated. One of these was a pleked
division of Cauecaslans. The command-
er and chief of staff of the Forty-firat
Division were taken prisoner.

“Turkish Josses were Incontestably
very !mportant. The Turks lost the
best part of thelr army in kllled,
wounded and prisoners, to say nothing
of the deserters, perhaps even more
numerous, who threw down thelr guns
and fled to the mountaina.

“The Kemalists to-day find themselvas
sixty kilometers frem Eski-Shehr on a
broken line which cannot be their line
of defence. The principal Kemallst lne
of defence is 100 kilometers west of
Angora on & mountain line."

Asked if he thought the Turkish leader
would be able to resist further Greek
attacke by recelving reenforcements,
Major Bhallenberger replled:

“l don't belleve so. Kemal already
has used all the troopa at his digposal
on other fronts and he cannot leave the
Caucasus and Cillcia absolutely defence-
leas,"”

WitLiaMsTOWN, Mass., July 29.- A
Lawrence Lowell, President of Har-
vard University,” and Chief Justice
Taft declared In the opening session
of the political Institute here this
morning that the first principle of In-
ternational harmony s knowledge of
international facts.

The purpose of the conference is-to
get before the students the existing
phenomena of world relations, regard-
less of leagues or treaties or other at-
tempts of men to confine nations on
paper. That Is the keynote of the
gathering, Every circumstance is fa-
vorable to {ts success, even though it
is the first thing of its kind to be tried
in tha Unlited States.

There are assembled here 150 men
and women, all of them experts In
their field. Thers are pro-leaguers
and theres are many on the other side
of the fence. It is an attempt to get
at hasic things first, without trying to
reach a concluslon. People do not try
to make applications of this sort of
fact until they are in an official ca-
pacity, and as this affalr ias informal
and can have no bearing on current
politics except as those who may
coma Into responsibility get the truth
and use It according to their lights.

Mayor A, J. Peters of Boston was par-
ticularly happy ‘n his references to Vis-
count Bryee this morning. In conclu-

These
are questions for which we hope here
to find practical answers.”

Seeking Light and Trath,

Addressing himself to the leecturers
from abroad, Dr. Garfield sald:

“To those who have com2 to us from
bevond the seas | desire to convey a
special message of greeting, They are
performing & service for which we ars,
and the poople of the United States wiil
be, duly grateful, They have ¢ome to
help us understand a problem new to
us, old to them. To percelve the
from isolatlon to responsibility is fun-
damaental but by iteelf Insufficient. As
a people we do not know, we do not
understand world relationa.

‘“T'o many of us they have seemed far
off, not of our cono*rn, You have come
to us bringing enlightenment, and I be-
leve we have eyes to mee. Ceortalnly
those who have so willingly come for-
ward from the colleges and univweraities
and from the busy walks of [ife,
whether as Jeaders or enrolled members
of the Institute, give evidence sufflelant
of perception and of an earnest purpose
to ald In spreading throughout the
length and breadth of the land an ap-
preciation of the facts of our milation-
ship to other nations and of the conse-
quent responsibilitl®s that we must as.
sume. We have come together as a
company seeking light and serking the
truth, We are advocates of no partiou-
lar ereed or cause save only that truth
and justice shall prevall among na-
tions.”

Chief Junstice Taft Speaks.

“Never before has It been sa clear,”
eald Chief Justice Taft In opening the
institute, “that our prosperity fa de-
pendent on our relations to other coun-
tries and the maintenance of thoss rela-
tions in a friendly state of mutual eon-
fidence and good wishes. Men and
statesmen may differ as to the means
by which we shall glve permanence to
this change of mind, and embody it |n
formal association with other natiens:
but elrcumstances are forcing us to a
closer actual relation with the woerld.

“The greatest obstruction to  the
world's malntalning harmony among its
moembers I8 the misunderstanding be-
tween them and the lack of accurate In-
formation which one nation may have of
tha exact situation of the other, and of
the necemsary offact of that situation
upon that other's views of thelr rela-
tiona.

“Progress made (n any fleld of human
activity 1s dependent upon rellable and
nocurate relevant facts. By as much
as that evidence falla In aceuracy or
extent, the deficiencies of pr are
measured. This [nstitute is to help per-
fect tha evidence aa to the facts bearing
upon the internaticnal relations between
