It was as fine a tennis exhibition as

has been shown this year on a local
eourt and many In the gallery had their
eyes opened to a realisation of how
mascullnely aggre'Bstvc and swift
women's tennis could be. The match
saw Mrs. Bundy at her best In the first
half and Miss Browne in the second.
Although she gave conclusive evidence
now and then that she could play net
when she has a mind to, Mrfe. Bundy
contented herself with fighting It out
from the base line. There was good
reason for her choice of that style of
plaV, for when It came to deep court
driving she was easily the steadier and
the more skilful. She stroked powerfullyoff the forehand, getting great
l«mth tn her ahnta and vet keeninr them
within bounds with surprising: success, <

considering the chances she took.
Courts Wet and Slippery.

Conditions were slightly in Mrs.
Bundy's favor, for the courts were wet
and slippery when the match was
started and it was difficult for Miss
Browne to reach the net fast enough to
get in her Superb volleying. Time and
again in the first set she waB caught
out of position when she attempted to
advance to the net, and she had to hurry
her strokes with consequent errora Mrs.
Bundy was getting a great deal of sting
into her returns and, although fche was
not earning many of her points on
placements, she was compelling errors.
Miss Browne drove the ball out of court
18 times and netted It 12 times In the c
first set. for a total of 30 errors, while <
Mrs. Bundy was charged, only with 11. :
Apparently satisfied that she had to

persist In a volleying attack to have
much chance of victory. Miss Browne
redoubled her efforts in the second set
and came up at every opportunity. The
tide began to turn her way suddenly.
Blocking beautifully and racing all over i

the court for some sensational recov- '

erles. Miss Browne took the first thrSs
games In a row. Mrs. Bundy was still j
placing skilfully and hitting hard, but
Miss Browne was difficult to pass, for
not only did she volley decisively, but
she anticipated with rare Judgment.
Mrs. Bundy tried lobbing to keep her
opponent away from the net, but Miss
Browne was very accurate overhead.

Bundy, the difference being reflected In
the former's volleying attack. Miss
Brown bad 17 more errors than her op- <
ponent 69 to 52.

Although the action of Martin Killllea,
manager of Wilson, in laying hands on

when the Cleveland Boxing Commission
overruled the decision of a foul by RefereeGardner and declared Downey the
winner by knockout.
This ruling restricted the Wilsonltes

to one lino of argument, and that was to
question the authority of the commission
to overturn the verdict of a referee. In
order to disabuse their mind* on that
Question that portion of the rules of the
Cleveland Boxing Commission defining
their powers is quoted.
Rule 22 of the Cleveland Boxing Commission'scode covering boxing bouts

reads as follows: "In all boxing exhibitionsparticipants, referees, timekeepers,seconds, examining physicians shall
at all times be under the control and
direction of the commission."
Under that clause the referee is at all

times under the "direction and control"
of the commission, and the third man In
the ring not only must do as he Is told
but his decision may be changed if the
commission decides the verdict was not
correct.
Boxing commissions all over America

have ordered referees to stop one sided
bouts or contests In which the boxers
were apparently not fighting on their
merits, and in many cases decisions have
been overruled.
Therefore there Is not a shadow of

doubt as to the authority of the ClevelandBoxing Commission to change the
decision of Gardner.

Uncfuestlonably Wilson will make a
desperate effort to retain the title, but
what will count against him ts the fact
that he was practically knocked out In
the seventh round, being floored three
times by Downey, and was saved by the
referee's count that failed to agree with
that of the official timekeeper.

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Big Prize Fight Films
Acting District Attorney Says
Authorities Won't Interfere.
Moving: pictures of the Dempsey-Carpentlerlight, which already have been

brought over from New Jersey, may be
shown In this city without Interference
from the authorities, it was announced
yesterday by Joab H. Banton, Acting
District Attorney.
Mr. Banton read an opinion which had

been prepared by Robert S. Johnstone
and John Caldwell Myers, Assistant DistrictAttorneys, In which they refer to
a letter written to the District Attorney'soffice by John 8. Sumner, secretaryof the New York Society for the
Suppression of Vice Mr. Sumner
charged that Dempsey, a citizen of New
York, had violated Section 1713 of the
penal law, by going to New Jersey "to
engage In an unlawful contest," and
that the showing of the pictures of the
fight would violate the section which
forbids "exhibitions tending to corrupt
the morals of youth and others."

Mr. Johnstone and Mr. Myers dissentfrom Mr. Sumner on both points.
They point out that, as New York has
a law permitting boxing contests, the
fight of July 2 might legally have been
held In this State, and therefore Demp-
sey violated no law wnen ne went u>

Jersey City to fight. The opinion said
that It also muBt be taken Into con-1
slderatlon that the match was conducted
with the full consent and cooperation of
the New Jersey authorities. As to the
ether charge, the opinion holds that
section 1110 of the penal law la aimed
solely at "lewd and Impure" exhibitions,
snd the fight could hardly be described
