Lack of Railroad Coordination
and Lighterage System Blamed
for Huge Costs.

The port of New York, the greatest |

in America, handling 60 per cent, of the
import and export business of the United
States, has been mishandled and is a
shining example of how great ports and
terminala should not be operated, ac-
cording to a report about to be submitted
to Congress by Secrotary of War Weoks,

The report gives the conclusions and

recommendations by the Englneer Corps |

of the army as a result of an Investiga-
tion ordered in 1918 by Congress,

After a full eritlelsm of past and
present practlce, the report, written
largely by Capt. F. P. Chambers, U. 8.
N.—a recognized expert on port engineer-
ing, who has worked extenslvely with the
Shipping Board, the Rallroad Adminis-
tration and the I. C, C.—says the port of
New York, as the result of recent ef-
forts, |8 entering upon progressive and
comprehensive measures for Improve-
ment of present economi~conditions.

New York is criticised as not so pro-
gresslve as other much smaller ports,
and Capt. Chambers hints that all such
facllities should be used more in the
public interest.

In stressing to Congress the advan-

]

of our rallway systems has been effect-
ually checked during the war, and as an
after effect rallway finances are in no

condition to permit the growth of ral-

way systems and equipment required
for normal times, It {# therefore neces-
sary to use tha present equipment as
Intensively as is practicable, and those
who have given the subject the deepest

| study are convinced that If the water

termindls can be designed, equipped and
operated In the most sclentific manner
both shipa and cars can be mads to
carry a largely Increased amount of
cArgo per annum, ‘They are also con-
vineed that our navigable waterways
should play a more Important part in
the problem of internal communication,
thus sharing the function of the rall-
ways In handling our commerce.'”

In his concluslons Capt. Chambers
says:

“If undue stress has been lald on con-
ditions at New York it 18 because New
York is by far our most Important part,
handling as it does approximately 60 per
cent. of tha entlre export and import
trada of the United States.

“It has up to the present been prone

|to retain old practices and to use es-

sentially the same terminal designg
which {* ha= established over many past
years, It is even now constructing plers
1,300 feet long and only 125 feet wide
the mccommodation of first class
ships. Tt has no railroad belt line sys-
tem and no coordlnation of its rallway
facilities. A large per cent, of its ex-
port eommodities coming from the West
{= lightered across the Hudson Rliver to
Brooklyn or Manhattan, there to be
londed into ships, tmus entailing extra
hauling at great cost.

“It has not been progressive, as have
other ports such as Seattle, San Fran-
clsco and New Orleans, but there are
evidences that It is now alive to the ter-
minal problem.

“It has, as heretofora stated, expended
approximately a half million dollars In

o

an Investigation of the port, and by re-
oent legislative enactment the States of
New York and New Jersey have created
# joint commission for the comtrol for
the port, so it may be confidently ex-
pected that under such management &
coordinate port scheme will be evolved.

“Wa are thus justified in using New
York as an example of what should not
be done so far as its present practice is
concerned and of what should be done
In thilt it Is now well on the way toward
reform."

Capt. Chambers quotes from an addreas
| by Commissioner Woolley of the 1. C, C,,
in which he sald that an Inveatigation
made by one of the ablest examiners
| of the commission showed that “at New
York it was found that the expense of
| handling a car from the time it landed
within the terminal limits of New Jer-
sey until it was dellvered to Its destina-
tion in Brooklyn or Manhattan, includ-
ing Hghternge, was approximately $35.

“At New York, the terminal sore spot
of the nation, the utter injustice of tak-
ing care of $35 per car in the line haul
rate—in other worde, of making the In-
nocent consumer over much of our land
stand a tax that New York may con-
tinue to grow and monopolize the export
and import business of the country—is
impressing many of the big minded elti-
zens of our metropolls.” Capt. Cham-
bers adds: “The flgurea above named,
while doubtless correct at the time, must
be much greater now, but the genernl
principle still holds."

In hig report he ilso quotes Spencer
Smith, vice-chairman of the New York-
New Jersey Port and Harbor Develop-
ment Commission, as (ollows:

“A prominent man in New York anid
that he had gathered flgures which he
sald ehow that the present inadequate
facilitles In the metropolitan district
have put a burden on the district of
$2,000,000 a day."

'Capt. Chambers polnts out that “the
New York-New Jersey Port and Harbor
Development Compussion has recently
expended approximately $500,000 in an
irvestigation of conditlons at the port
of New York, devoting much attention
to the collection and analysis of ter-
minal costs.”” He guotes them as fol-
lows:

“On the basis of 1918 prices, it is
estimated that the terminal costs were

about $2.25 per ton at Manhattan sta-

tions, $2.08 at Brooklyn. Harlem and
Bronx stations, and $§3.01 for freight
lightered." He also quotes at length
from the Harding “eavings in ship's
turn around possible” in the report of
this same commission. He puts J. J
Mantell of the Erie Raliroad on the
atand as & witness, saylng that as a
“recognized expert in transportation
mattérs he recently made the statement
that It cost just as much to handle one
ton of cargo at New York terminal as
it does to transport it from Buffalo to
New York."
