One for Schooners and One for
Sloops to Be Sailed at Neiy-
port To-day.

CAROLINA IN A NEW RIG

New York Yacht Club Cruise
Has Been Successful Despite
Much Bad Weather.

Newrort, R. T, July 31.—The races
for the Astor cups, two trophies donated
by Vingent Astor, will be salled to-
morrow &y yuchts of the New York
Yacht Club., One cup !s for schooners
and one for sloops with full time al-
lowance figured om the actual rating
measurement,

It fs always the ambition of a yachts-
man to win an Astor cup and the races
this year have attracted wonderfully
well.  For the sloop prise there are
sixteen entries and for the schooner
cup three. The latest time for making
entries 1y 8 o'clock in the morning.

The aloops enteved are the G0 footers
Istalens, Grayling, Carolina, Spartan,
Virginla and hla.

The 40 footers Ehaware, Fampero,
Sauaw and Sally Ann.

The 39 feoters Georgla and Malsle,

The 30 footers Xouqua, Alers, Lena
and the lloap Nahma,
king the 50 footera as the largest
yachts, the u.llmmnn will ba: To the
40 footers 23:82 second a mile, to the
30 footers, 1;43 scconds & mile and to
the Nn.hm'. 1:13 seconds a mile.

The schooners entered wre the Va-
graut, Ohonkara and Queen Mab,

The course will be either what 18
known ss the Bloek Island 38 miles or
the Vineyard Sound 871 miles, depend-
ing on the direction of the wind.

Cnrolina in Mareomi Rig.

The race will be of more than ordl-
nary interest to yachtamen this year be«
cause the jibheaded malnsall rig, popu-
larly known as the Marconi rig, Is to be
tried on n Inrge yacht, The Carolina,
a fifty footer owned by Rear Commo-
dore (leorge Nichols, I8 to sall with this
rig. As svon ns she reached the harbor
on Saturday her salls were unbent and
ghu was towed to the Herreshoff yard
at Bristol. There her mast was lifted
wiut and the so-called Marconl spar was
stepped and the standing rigging wos
sel un.

This spar ls mueh longer than the one
on which she set her gaff maingall, It
curves at the. head toward the stern,
1ts partioular advantage ls that it saves
welght aloft, puts the canvas higher in
tho air, enabling it to eateh light winds
aloff, und gives a long luff to the maln-
snll, which practically Ineludes the top-
saiil, and cnables the yacht to polot when
turnlru to windward,

Off the wind this rig is not & good
ore. Yachts with gaffl mainsalls enrry
eclubtopsalls, and one«fhird of the area
af the clubtopsall {s not tacked, Tha
Natma, Addison (. Hanan's sloop, also
cariles « jibhaaded mainsall. She will
et an allowence of about fifty-two min-
utes from the Caroling and other Afties.
The races will bo started at noon from
the Hrenton Reef light vessol.

The race commlittea to-day wos busy
trying to glve judgment on alleged in-
fringements of the racing rules. The
Acughla was accused of not having
proper equipmeant on board. An Inspec-
tlon wag made to see if she had com-
plied with the rules, The Acushla wus
fouled hy the Carollna at New London.
The Acushln had altered her courde to
oross the line when the Caroling, claim-
ng an overlap, called for rocom. The
Acushia held her course and the Caro-
lina hit her. It was clalmed by those
on the Acushla that no overiap had been
wrtablished.

4 YACHTS CAPSIZE
IN FURIOUS SQUALL

Young Skipper Christinnsen,
With Aid of Mother, Rescues
@irl, Then Wins Race.

A nasty southwest squall that broke
over Gravesend Bay just as the salling
divislons were finlghing the first round
of the annual regatta of the Waterway
League of Ameriea yesterday oapsized
four boats, disabled severnl of tho other
eraft and generally shot to pleces the
best race that the organization has held
since the war Fortunatalg the squall
did not last long and when it worked
ita way out to sea all of the capsized
Corinthians were rescued by neighhoring
craft,

The boats that capsized were prinel-
pally in the second division of the handl-
cap class, When they started the wind
was llght and from the southeast. As
they were half way around the first leg
blg banks of black clouds were seen
working thelr way up from Sandy ook,
The Corinthians continued and as they
neared the end of the round the squall
broke in all its fury. Inside a minute
Gravesend Bay was whipped into n sea
of rolling whitecaps, lghtnlng flashed
overhead, raly eame down as though the
honvens had opened and thunder rolled
and rumbled llke big guns on a battle
fromt.
