To anybody who had seen the Yankees
play Just after a few days of idleness
their logy exhibition yesterday was not
surprising. They loafed, or played ex¬

hibitions, which is about on a par, to keep
them keyed up, two days before their
last series with Chit'ago and were

knocked over three out of four; they
loafed and eshibitioned a week Just be¬
fore their last series with Cleveland and
were beaten, 16 to 1, ir. iheir opening
game; they loafed two days in the rain
just before yesterday'; game with De¬
troit and were beaten, & to 3.
Bob Shawkey Isn't delivering victories

very frequently these days, lie has lost
his last two games. He pitched exceed¬
ingly well for seven innings yesterday,
although put in bad at the outset by poor
defensive plays by himself, Schang and
Meusel.

Having won only one game from New
York this year, the Tigers were due to
win another; at least the Yankees pl.iyed
us if they thought so.

Although the Tigers jumped iWvay
with three runs, associated with which
wa« one hit only, tho Yankees in their
half of the inning had as good a chance.
They fell right down on the chance,

He, together with Baker and
Meusel, failed In a pinch In the first, but
he kept on playing hard and was most of
what there was Of a limp attack.

Dutch Leonard tamed the Yankeo hit¬
ter*. He pitched un even, capable same.
His Flinging was right snappy and
elusive. His fast one hopped by at the
corner. Ty Cobb was back with the
Tigers, subdued and self effacing, but
just the same doing some damaging
deeds with the bat. He flogged Shawkey
for a home run and a triple, and Jones
tapped Ehawkey for a home run.
Sha-rkey did one thing, however. He

.topped Harry Hellmann, the nation'6
leading hitter, and pitching Is not with¬
out its virtues which gives a .423 hitter
no hits in four'visits to the plate.

Things went conspicuously wrong in
the first inning, and in both Motions.
Blue doubled after being in the hol«.
Shawkey hadn't that wire edge of con¬
trol so valuable to pitchers. Then again
he threw Push's tbunt to third instead
of first, getting nobody. That miscal¬
culation cost a run.

The public is waiting to be shown. Already fans have said to us that It
seems strange to them that certain important witnesses were not produced
at the trial and have sneerlugly inquired how long it would be before cer¬

tain players would be whitewashed and reinstated.
Organized baseball must he careful not to furnish any ground for such

an attitude. There can be no compromise or trafficking with dishonesty, if
public confidence is to be regained and retained.

There is some sympathy expressed for one man who waa among the ac¬
cused. It is possible to understand how a man might hate to play the role of
squealer on men who had been his friends. But he need not have gone to
Comiskey or Gleason. He could have gone to the honest members of the team
and they could have taken measures among themselves. By his silence he en¬
dangered not only himself, but these other men who also were his friwids. He
made his choice. Now it looks as if he would have to abide by it.
