Thus having first
learned the details of building manage¬ment the question of the qualificationsand compensation of the manager him-
self was covered in all Its phases. Thenin case there should be any doubt In
the delegate's mind as to the proper
management of buildings a debate was
introduced on "Agency vs. Salarlc.1
Management." and the subject was so
well handled by the speakers that no
decision could be rendered and cach de¬
bater shared equally In the applause.

After disposing of the subjects relat¬ing to building management and the
details of the manager himself a paper
was read on "General anil Special Ser¬
vice in Office Buildings." During the

est were discussed.

ports ol committees will appear inthe pr 'dings of the convention and
when jbllshed will make a volume of
considerable value.
A special feature of the convention

was a breakkfast conference held each
day at which was discussed "Structural
Maintenance In Operation of Building*,""Codes and Ethics, Renting, Methods of
Renting. Relation of landlord and Ten¬
ant" and "The Mechanics of BuildingOperation." These Conferences wera
correctly named "Live Wire" and manyof the delegates expressed the opinionthat In importance they ranked well
¦with the main convention.

of the office It no longer runs the risk
of suffering a possible loss of million'! j
of dollars from the total destruction of
its real estate records.
